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Amshore Fails To Meet With Board
" Expressing great disap-
pointment over the failure
of representatives of Am-
shore Realty to meet with
the Board of Public Works,
President Woodrow Me
Carthy (of the Board* said,
"We will have to discuss,
with the city attorney, our
next step".
The failure of the realty

company to meet with the
Board at last Monday's
meeting is, according to
McCarthy, "a lack of co-
operation". McCarthy
stated that he had fully ex-
pected the company to have
someone present at the
Board's meeting because
"somebody from Amshore
called me last week and
said, 'I understand WE have
a problem'. McCarthy an-
wered him with, "Not WE!
YOU have a problem".
At the laBt meeting of the

Board, December 10,
Superintendent of the Board
of Public Works, Mr.
Charles Thompson, re-
ported tha t "someone,
without authority, took it
upon themselves to put
''jumpers" on the. water
lines leading to some of
the houses built, or being
built, In the Amshore de-
velopment".
The superintendent's re-

port prompted the Board
to instruct the city attor-
ney, Mr. John Mullane, to
write a letter to a Mr. Ko-
ziol of .Amshore to ask for
his attendance at the meet-
ing of the 23fd. The Board
also voted to confer with
Mullane to find out what
recourse the city would
have to take for the re-
covery of any loss in re-
venue due to this alleged
illegal usage of the city
water service.
According to McCarthy,

the city had withheld the
installation of water me-
ters to some of the Am-
shore houses until the de-
veloper had completed the

'building of mandatory man-
holes on the sewerage sys-
tem of the development.
This, as of this date, has
not been done according to
the Board, and this is why
the city has not legally
given w a t e r service to
these houses.
Earlier this year, the city

council had rescinded the
building and occupancy
permits of this same build-
er when he had allegedly
failed to meet certain re-
quirements set down in an
agreement made with the
city in March of 1968.
In other business, the

Board voted to award the
contract for the laying of
a six inch water line from
Fourth St. to Pupek Road
and from Macedulski Ter-
race to Barkalow St., a total
of 1,220 lineal feet. Mr.

Ptterson Pharmacy
T.I. PArkway 1-0137*'
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Adam Sadowski, one of four
bidders, was the successful
one with a low bid of $7,833.
The Board a l s o award-

ed the contract to lay 230
lineal feet of eight inch
pipe on Ridgeway Ave. bet-
ween Conover and Raritan
Streets, to Cardell of Keas-
by on their low bid of
$6,140. Work, on the two
projects, will proceed as
soon as the weather per-
mits.
McCarthy submitted the

Superintendent's report to
the Board, in which he
stated that work was pro-
ceeding on schedule for
the clearing of the Water
Works Pond. The report
also recommended that the
Board take action to make
water bills payable when
received, thus eliminating
a lot of unnecessary work
for the office staff. He
(Thompson) also noted that
the updating of all office
records is progressing un-
der the guidance of Com-
missioner Richard Servis.

CITE SEWAGE PROBLEM
ON VETERANS FIELD

When questioned nbout the
proposed school on the Vet-
erans Field site, the Board
pointed out that a very se-
rious sewerage problem
will face the engineering of
the plan. Due to Its low
elevation, a pump will be
necessary to pump the se-
wage to existing sewer
lines on Feltus St. or Ward
Avenue.

The" Commissioners sta-
ted that thi6 was only one
part of the problem. Once
the sewage is pumped to
the city system, there is
doubt as to the ability of
the existing lines to handle
the flow, due to there be-
ing only eight inch HneB
down to Bordentown Ave.
They (the Commissioners)
also revealed that still an-
other problem exists where
the Ward Ave. line joins
the Bordentown Ave. line;
there is a vertical drop of
about four feet atthis junc-
ture, and this has, and does,
cause many maintenance
problems for the city. Ac-
cording to McCarthy, this
could be a very costly mo-
dification program, per-
haps entailing a complete
replacement of the system
as it now exists.
