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Second Class
Postal Rates
Increase.Howley
Postal rates for news-

papers and magazines and
other material mailed at
the second-class rate will
be increased January 1,
Postmaster John J.Howley
reminded second - class
mailers today.
The increase results from

the postage r a t e law en-
acted in December 1967,
which raised most second
class rates in three annual
steps, Postmaster Howley
pointed out. The January 1,
1969, hike is the second
phase of the increase. The
first phase took'effect Jan-
uary 7, 1968, and the third
step will go into effect
January 1, 1970.
The second class rate in-

crease affects general in-
terest, nonprofit and class-
room publications.

Rates also will go up Jan-
uary 1 for controlled cir-
culations p u b l i c a t i o n s .
These are primarily trade,
technical and industrial
journals which generally do
no: charge a subscription
fee and are not elegible for
second-class rates. The
1967 postal rate law called
for a three-step raise for
controlled circulation pub-
lications, to be effective the
same dates as the second-
class increases.
Except for home-county

mailings, postall rates for
newspapers and magazines
mailed second-class are
based on the weight of the
publication, the amount of
advertising it contains, and
the distance it is' mailed.

Effective January 1, rates
for editorial onion-adver-
tising matter in commer-
cial publications will be
increased from 3 to 3.2
cents per pound. Rates for
advertising content depend
on the distance the pub-
lication is mailed. These
zone rates now range from
4.6 to 15 cents per pound
of advertising content. The
naw advertising zone rate
range will be 4.9 to 16
cents.

There are special lower
second - class rates for
classroom publications and
publications of nonprofit
organizations. These rates

' also will be increased Jan-
uary 1.

Postmaster Howley said
that secondrdass or con-
trolled circulation mailers
who need more detailed in-
formation on the new rates
should contact the Post
Office where their publica-
tions are mailed.

In his remarks to the
council, at the New Year's
Day meeting, President of
the Council, Fred Henry,
summarized the problems
now confronting the city.
He opened h i s remarks
with, "The past year has
been noteworthy in many
respects and we feel that
the new year will be even
more so. While decisions
have not been reached in
some critical areas, wo
feel that progress has been
made and dialogues con-
tinue. Without going into
d e t a i l , yet highlighting
some of the past and future
ares of concern, I would
like to outline a few of
them".

The Councilman then pro-
ceeded with: "(1) The
school problem is the most
critical problem we face.
I'm confident that it will
be resolved .very shortly.
It is not a question of can
it be resolved. It must and
will be.

(2) We have planned and
are about to accept bids
for construction of a new
city hall. One which will
be adequate enough to care
for our needs and allow us
to operate a more efficient
government.

(3) After a year of prep-
aration anc1 setbacks, we
are on the verge of having
our workable program for
Community Development
certified by the Department
of Housing and Urlfon De-
velopment (HUD/. If cer-
tified, this will be the first
major step .along a long
route to really improving
our city with federal funds,
and making it a city of
which you can take pride.

(4) This past year, upon
our request, the Depart-
ment of Community Af-
fairs made a study of our
governmental s t r u c t u r e
and recommended a change
in our charter. The results
are public knowledge. They
confirm to us that we are
operating a 19th century
structure in the 20th cen-
tury. It is in no w*y ad-
equate under present con-
ditions. We will have more
for you on this in the near
future.
(5) With property taxes

rising and with many of
ou r retired and elderly
people on fixed incomes
wi mus t begin program-
ming for Senior Citizen's
Housing. Neighboring com-
munities have shown us how
successful these programs
can be and it can be in
South Amboy. We must pro-
vide for our Senior Citizens
and Senior Citizen Housing
can enrich their lives and
allow them to live without
f i n a n c i a l b u r d e n s or
worries.

(6) Along with improving
o-ir city, we are mak^pg a
neighborhood analysis and
up-dating our Master Plan
for the proper develop-
ment of improvements for
our city. These are long
range plans but they must
be undertaken' if WJ a-re to
professionally point* the
way for our future.

(7) We are making studies
of our financial structure
and accounting and budget-
ing procedures and weex-
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pect to make some major
changes in these areas. In
fact, we have adopted a
completely new budgeting
system for this year. We
will have more on this
later.
(8) We are presently cod-

ifying and up-dating all of
our ordinances so that our
laws will fit our needs- of
today and the future".
Henry concluded his state-

ment with, " T h e s e are
some of the things we want
to do for you and if we can
accomplish them, we know
that all of us will benefit
by them".

ZEBRO: ON
CITY PROBLEMS

In his remarks to the
council and people of South
Amboy on New Year's Day,
Councilman Frank Zebro
made the following state-
ments: "The year 1969 is
going to be a year of great
challenge. There are many
pressing problems facing
us, problems that we can^
close oureyestoandexpect
them to disappear. -The
most urgent of these is
resolving the space prob-
lem that is forcing our
public school children on
split sessions. There are
many pros and cons on the
solution to this problem.
The main problem being the
location of additional facil-
ities. This is not going to
be an easy problem to reach
and still try to satisfy or
adhere to the wishes of our
citizens. I'm going to
appeal to those people who
oppose the city hall site
and those who oppose the
Veterans Field site to keep
an open mind and keep
fa i th in your elected
officials. There is merit in
the arguments of both fac-
tions. We w.ill all have to
bend a little and let genuine
cooperation" toe our wateh- •
word and I know we will
overcome all obstacles".

The^Councilman conclud-
ed with, "I personally am
placing a n u m b e r one
priority on the school prob-
lem, when that is resolved
then we carf'take a closer
look at the other problems
that face us".

O'LEARY: ON
CITY PROBLEMS
In his remarks to the

council, on New Year's Day
C o u n c i l m a n Wi l l i am
O'Leary had this to say:-
"The year 1969 will be a
year of decisions. Deci-
sions that will have a tre-
mendous effect on our city
for many years to come.
Decisions that are so im-
portant, that w^ would be
lax in our responsibility to
our people if we were to
rush into them. Decisions
that we must take'a long,
hard, look at, regardless
of their urgency. But deci-
sions that we must face up
to and resolve".

The Councilman continu-
ed, "I feel that the school
problem is the most urgent,
but there are many ram-
ifications to this problem.

1 would also like to thank the
people for their prayers and cards while 1 was in the
hospital, and to wish everyone a happy, holy, and
prosperous New Year.

_ . Today, I want to be brief in my message to you.
v However, m being brie"f there are many things that

you should know about. Let us not try to lull ourselves
into a false sense of security. There are many im-_
portant and necessary projects ahead of uss: the ex-
pansion of thj school, which I feel should be built on
the City Mall site, for »nany reasons; the new Ct/Hal l
on Broadway: and, the hooking into the M.C.S.A. by
1970. These are three major projects wTiich will cost
many tax dollars. The only place we can raise this
money right no* is from the home-owners, as the-*]
Railroads have a fixed tax rate set by the State, and
Jersey Central under law can write off 20 per cent of
thj cost of ttu'ir Atomic Plan* in Toms River. So, that
is why it is of thj u must importance that 1 and the
rest of thj Governing Hody seek a suita-ble ratable for
the Landfill if we are to survive our financial problems,

t am not trying to paint a black picture, but I just
wanr you ĵxujcnow the facts as I see them. Also, we have
to consider tTte normal increase in the cost of living
which will be reflected in our Budget.

As in the past, 1 know the people of South Amboy will
accept their responsibilities and see chat all commitments
are met to the best interest of everyone. I promise you
as Mayor that I, and the rest of the Governing Body,
will do everything possible to attract ratables to South
Amboy to help ease our financial burdens and give
employment to our residents.

I hate to start the year off by being so blunt and
pessimistic, buu 1 think we all have to face the facts
and know in advance what to expect and what has to
be done to help alleviate the conditions.

In closing, I want to say that I have enjoyed working
with the Governing Bodies in the past seveji years as
Councilman of che Fourth Ward; and I• will cooperate
with the present Council in any way that I feel is for
the best interest of the City of. South Amboy.

WEATHER STATION APPROVED
AT UNION COLLEGE
The Union College Mete-

orological Station has been
approved as an official co-
operative station of the U.S.
Weather Bureau, effective
January 1, 1969, it wasan-
nounced today by Dr. Ken-
neth W. Iversen, a c t i n g
president of Union College.

Dr. Iversen said Harold
D. Duflocq of 205 Eliza-,
beth Ave,, Cranford, will
continue to serve as mete-
orologist at the Union Col-
lege station, which was
opened on January 1, 1960,

'Since the unofficial rec-
ords f rom this station,
which date back to Jan-
uary 1, 1960, have been of
high quality, there is no
objection to recognizing
this station's record as
official f rom that date,
" Donald V. Dunlap, Office
of the State Climatologist,
Department ofMeteorology
C o l l e g e of Agriculture,
Rutgers University^ New
Brunswick, said."Thedata
from this station can be
published, effective January
1, 1969, in the New Jersey
Climatological Data Bul-
letin."
With its official recogni-

tion by the U.S. Weather
Bureau, the Union College
Meteorological Station has
been expanded to include an
automatic rain gauge, Mr.
Duflocq reported. The date
available from this instru-
ment w i l l be especially
useful d u r i n g possible
flooding c o n d i t i o n s , es-
pecially in the Rah way
River Valley.
Since the Union College

Meteorological Station was
opened on January 1, 1950,
it h a s provided weather
data • to g o v e r n m e n t a l
agencies, including lawen-
forcement agencies, in-
dustries, and other organ-
izations. F o r example,
wind direction and voloclty
has been prdvided to the
Cranford Fire Department,
temperature data to the
Cranford P o l i c e Depart-
ment, and volume of rain-
fall and intensity to reg-
ulate the flow of the.Rah-
way .R ive r and snowfall
rn?asuremenrs to help de-
termine snow removal ef-
forts.
Mr. Duflocq said thj Post

Office h a s requested vari-
ous weather data, oil com-
panies" o'ren seek degree
day records to reuutate

oil delivery sites, and many
industrial plants use clim-
atological data fora variety
of reasons.

"The Cranford Recrea-
tion Committee found max-
imum and minimum tem-
perature data valuable in
planning their summer ac-
tivities," Mr. Duflocq said.
The Union College Me-

teorological Station a l s o
provides weather data to
news papers and rad.o
stations upon request. A
weekly report on the weath-
er has appeared in the
Cranford C i t i z e n and
Chronicle ever since the
station opened on January
1, 1960.
In addition to providing

weather data, the Union
C o l l e g e Meteorological
Station serves an educa-
tional function, Mr. Du>^
locq said. School children.
Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts,
ani other youth groups from
Cranford and Northern New
Jersey h a v e visited rhe
station to f u r t h e r their
basic knowledge of weather.
