The South Amboy Civic Association was formed to
provide an organization for citizens interested in civic
affairs, and has no interest in harassing anyone.

For the record and clarification of our position |
submit the following:

Concerning a letter from the S,A, Civic Assn. to
the City Council suggesting a state survey of the
S.A. Fire Dept.. Our reasons for this suggestion were
and still are; To serve as an aid in determining the
needs of our Fire Dept.. A guide to the City Council
in allocating for future expansion of our fire protec-
tion systems. To provide communication with the public
for better understanding of the problems connected
with fire protection.

We maintain the use of such a survey, notto re-
place, but to SUPPLEMENT THE LEADERSHIP AND
EXPERIENCE OF OUR FIRE DEPARTMENT OFFICIA
Any conditions of this survey would be NON-BINDING.

Concerning an article appearing in the News Tribune
Dec. 18 was a report on the City Council meedng of
Dec. 17, 1968 with the following paragraph, ‘‘Somc
p2ople also expressed doubt that a city the size of
South”Amboy needs fire (5) fire companys'’. The Fire
Dept. has wrongly accused the S.A, Civic Assn. of
making this statement. The Fire Dept. could not produce
the names of persons responsible for the statement.
A check by the S.A. Civic Assn, into the mlnutes
of the council meeting and questioning of the clerk
could not turn up any name in connection with the
statement or any reference to such a statemenmt. For
the record; The S.A., Civic Assn. did not make any
such statement,
maintained the interest and the protection of a citizen
could be better served by. strategically located fire
companies.

The text you have just read was discussed with
four (4) officals of the S.A. Fire Dept. at the regular
meeting of the S.A. Civic Assn, Jan. 12, 1969. Most
of this text was left out of ‘the Newa Tribune report
the following day. For this reason we have submitted
it here.

The following is also of interest. The fire company
representatives agreed to back the association 1009
on the school issue. The association expressed its
high regard for the outstanding work of the men of the
Fire Department, and also .supported Chief Halmi's
position to eliminate politics from ths fire department.

The S.A. Civic Assn, cannot allow itself to become
the scapegoat for every rumbdr and the unsigned state-
ment issued in and about South Amboy. The by-laws
of our organization provide for official statement, by
the Chairman, a motion passed by the membership at
large and written correspondence signed by the Chair-
man. Anything other than ‘t;h:f(‘annot be consldered a

Amshore Shirks

The Ameahore Realty Com-
pany has once more defied
the South Amboy Board of
Public Works by not ap-
pearing at the Boards
meeting last Tuesday night,
According to President of
the Board, Woodrow
McCarthy, Amshore, the
Board, and Adam Sadowski
wire to have met in order
tc resolve the problems
that beset the development
of the Stevensdale tract.
All partles except the de-
veloper were present at
the meeting last Tuesday.

To emphasize the irre-
sponsibility of the realty
company, Mc Carthy ex-
plained how a check, for
the sum of $855, had been
given to the city attorney,
John Mullane, by the de-
velopment company, ‘“This
check’ said McCarthy,

‘was not made payable to
anyone, the payee space
was blank’’, By leavingthis
space blank, McCarthy felt
it was the 1ntention of the
company to have the Board
hire someone to complete
the unfinished work at the
Amshore project. The
Board returned the check
to the company, McCarthy
explained this action by
saying,
pany’s job, not ours’’,

Th= Board decided to ask
the building inspector,
James Coan, to make a
thorough inspection of the
building project and sub-
mit a written report of
work that has been done;
work that is being done;
and work to be done in
the project.

The Commissioners will
than contact the city at-
torney and the bonding
company of the developer
to see what further action
thz city can take in order
to secure the cooperation
of the builder.

At the meeting of Dec.
23, representatives of th=
company failed to keep an
appointment with ths Board
and McCarthy expressed
his disappointment over the
lack of cooperation shown
by the builder,

That meeting had bezn
called to discuss the al-
leged illegal usage of city
water in the Amshore pro-
ject.  According to th2
Superintendent of the Board
of Public Works Charles
Thompson, so meone,
without authority, took it
upon themselves t0 put
‘ jumpers’ onthe water lines
leading t0 some of the
houses-builr, or being built,
in that project
According to McCarthy,
the city had withheld the
installation of water meters
to some of the Amshore
houses until the developer
had completed the build-
ing of mandatoryman-~holes
on the sewerage system
of the development. This,
as of this date, has not
been done and this is why
the city has not legally
given water service tothese
houses.

Earlier this year, the city
council had rescmded the
buxldlngb.ndoccupancyper-
mits of this same builder
when he hadallegedly failed
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Responsibilifies

to meet certain require-
ments set down in an
agreement made with the
clity in March of 1968.

MULLANE RESIGNS
In other business, the

Board announced the res-.

ignation of John Mullane
as their attorney.
Mullane stated, in his
letter of resignation, that
preesing business matters
made it impossible for him
to continue inthiscapacity.
The Board then appointed
- Francis Reilly, a former
Board attorney, to replace
Mullane, Reilly resides at
167 Main St., Woodbridge.

Shooting Victim's
Condition Improved

Frank Cataldi, 23, o r
of Cataldi’s Liquor Stor
633 Bordentown Ave., South
Amboy, who was shot in the
back on Wednesday, Jan-
uary 8 at approximately
6:20 p.m. is still a patient
at the Perth Amboy General
Hospital. However, his
condltiO'l is reported to be

Cataldi was shot by an
unidentified assailant in an
attempted holdup. Cataldi
told police that the assail-
ant walked into Catali’s
Liquor Store atsgpprox-
imately 6:20 p.m Jan-
uary 8 and demanded
money. Shots were ex-
changed and Cataldl was
wounded. The assailant,
however, failed to get any
money and managed to get
away,

Chief Edward O'Leary
said that Cataldi was able
to give police a descrip-
tion of the assailant which
is as follows: white male,
early 20's, approximately
5’8, and of thin build.

The investigation is con-
tinuing under thedirection
of Det, Jack Duggan and
Sgt. LeRoy Kurtz of the
South Amboy Police De-
partment, and Det. Charles
Aumick ofthe Prosecutor’s
Office.
