May I present the following as an open letter to the
taxpayers of this city? -

. At the last council meeting, bids were received for a
new city hall. I suppose most everyone was surprised
or shocked to read the article after all the discussion and
the priority of a new school. ] believe the mayor and
council acted too hastily in the above. They should wait
and -give the taxpayers a chance to get their breath after
they get the cost of a “new high school’ and what taxes
per $100 assessed valuatien will be, Recently I was
‘visiting some friends in a town many times larger than
South Amboy where they have three or four 40-room
high schoole and proposed another high school with a
bond issue and school building to be voted on. They
printed a large sheet and distributed it to all residents
showing what the taxes would be for every $5000 (up
to $100,000) assessed valuation,

For a long time there has been a lack of long-range
planning for schools and a lack of coordination or cooper-
ation between the school board and the mayor and council,
for some unknown reason,

We had the Fourth St. school which contained eight fine
classrooms plus an assembly hall and etght old, original-
school rooms (where I attended school) that could have
been modernized, giving the school system 16 well-
lighted and large classrooms, but the city saw fit to
tear it down. No use crying over spilled milk, as they
say, but just a reminder.

The city purchased, I believe from the PRR, the
Stevensdale tract which was one of the finest locations
in N, J. for a high school with plenty of room for all
kinds of baseball, football or any other kind of athletic
flelds. But what happened? The governing body sold
Band and gravel off the tract and laid it out in building
lots and streets. Where are we today goingto find suitable
ground for a high school with approximately 30 acres?

Most people don’t realize how large atractof 30 acres
i8. It would be a piece of ground, say starting at Bor-
dentown Ave. and Stevens Ave. to Broadway and exeending
along Broadway to Agusta St,, up to .Stevens Ave, and
back to Bordentown Ave. These are not actual measure-
ments but assuming there are S acres per block plus the
streets, This is just givento give some idea of the amount
of ground the State Dept, of Education recommends. What
go ?the larger towns or cities that don’thave the property

LET THERE
BE LIGHT'

After too many years of
negatiating with the county
and state, South Amboy is
finally going tohavehi-way
lights along the ‘‘Pennsy
Right-of-Way’’. Superin-
tendent Charles Thompson,
of the local Board of Public
Works, has announced the
immediate installation of
15 - lights, each having
11,000 lumens to be placed
along the old hi-way 35, or,
lower Main St,, between
Briggs’ and Abe Korb's.

According to Thompson,
Jersey Central Power and
Light Co. will begin towork
on this project within a very
short time. Cost to the city
will amount to $1,182 per
year, It is hoped that the
illumination of this section
of the city will help topre-
vent accidents, vandalism,
littering and crime.

In the bidding for chemi-
cal supplies, needed by the
city, the P. H. Doremus
Chemical Co. of Paterson,
was the successful bidder
for an estimated 40,000
pounds of liquid chlorine
at a price of $11.80 per
hundred weight. Charles
Schaffer & Sons Inc., of
Elizabeth, had bid $12,50
per hundred, as did the
American Oil and Supply
Co. of Newark,

The only bidder for the
¢:ustlc soda used by the
¢‘ry, an estimated 40,000
pounds, was the Kramer
Chemical Company of Clif-
ton, Their price bid was
$2.88 perhundred, a reduc-
tion of 2¢ from last year’'s
figure.

In other business, the
Board announced that they
will meet with theZcity
council next Friday night
in order to work on the
yearly budget,

The Board also passed a
resolution authorizing the
city engineer, Edward
Rellly, to prepare bids for
the altitude valve needed on
the Conlogue Ave, stand-
pipe. This valve will help
to regulate the flow and .
balance of water between
the water systems of
Sayreville and South Amboy
when the near-completed
joint water project is in
service,

A certifled check for the
amount of $855, from Am-
shore Realty Co., was re-
ceived by the Board. This

. check was made out to Mr,

Adam Sadowski, and, ac-
cording to the developer’s
letter, was to be used to
pay for the three manholes

that the Board requires in. -

the sewerage system of that
development, No mention
was made of the fire hy-
drant that the Board irisists
upon before they approve
this project.

According to an estimate
submitted by Sadowski, it
will cost $1,119.20 for the
manholes, plus an additjon-
al $530,62 for the hydrant,
or, a total of $1,649.82 to
fulfill the Board’s require-
ments,

The Board indicated that
they would again returnthe
company’s check, as they
