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SPLIT SESSIONS TAKE TOP
PRIORITY:0'LEARY-ZEBRO

“The problem of split
seassions is the problem
with the No. 1 priority.”

“The No. 1 problem lis
still the aplit session,”
These two statements
echoed by Councilmen Wm.
O’Leary and Frank Zebro
at Tuesday night’s council
meeting, set the pattern
for their approach to re-
solving the school problem
now facing the city. ‘
O’Leary, in his remarks
to the council, continued
with, I feel if the Board
(of Education) concentrates
on this (split-sessions), it
would relieve a lot of the
tension that now exists.
Time is an important fac-
tor; we have got to re-
solve this problem within
the next month or so if
we hope to eliminate the
split sessions in Septem-
ber of this yaar.”

The councilman, express-
ing his willingness 10 meet
with the Board every week
in order to ‘‘tackle this
problem,’”” added, ‘I feel
that once the split session
situation is resolved, I'm
sure the major problem of
expanded facilities, be that
a new school, regionaliza~
tion or modular units, could
be approached in a sort of
non-pressure-type atmos-
phere and the Board and
Mayor and Council could
concentrate on a solution
that would be long-lasting
and for the best of all
concerned.”

Zebro, in his statement,
acknowledged the efforts
of the board in pursuing
the possibility of regional-
ization and/or as a send-
ing district, andadded, “we
are running out of time. If
we .are going to eliminate
the split-session we have
got to act now, There are
only two possible solutions,
the modular re-locatable
structures and secondly,
the utilization of church
schools or city-owned
properties, but we must
act now. V‘Vi should ask
the board concentrate
on this phase for the pre-
sent, Let us take care of
first things first.”

Board of Education mém-
ber Vincent Higgins gained

t'the council floor and le-
veled charges of possible
fire hazards existing in
the public schools. He
stated thar although the law
requires that corridor

 doors be kept shut in public
schools, the closing de-
vices of many doors in
South Amboy schools are
inoperable. He also
claimed that chains and
lo¢ks were on doors, mak-
ing it impossible to use the
“panic’”’ bars of these
doors.

. Higgins told the council
that on a recent inspection
tour of the schools he saw
evidence of poor house-

- keeping that resulted in
‘“a dirty school, 1 repeat,
a dirty school.”

Claiming that the school
is a firetrap, Higgins asked
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the council if they had the
authority to enforce fire
laws in the schools, He was
assured by Mayor P.
Joseph Rush and Council-
man O'Leary that the fire
marshal and fire chief will
investigate his (Higgins’)
charges and that proper
steps would be takentoeli-
minate any alleged infrac-
tions of the fire code.

To emphasize his alle-
gations concerning fire
code violations in the
schools, Higging told the
council that during his in-
spection tour he saw ‘‘a
man about to light a ciga-
rette in the gymnasiumand
I told him that if he lit that
cigarette, I would have him
arrested. His answer to
me was, ‘I’m a teacher’.”

Higgins ended his re-
marks with, ‘‘That’s one

hell'uva way to run a
school.”
In a related piece of

business, the council ap-
proved the application of
the South Amboy Civic As-
sociation for the usage of
the council chambers on
Sunday evening, Feb. 23.
According to the chairman
of that group, James J.
Brennan, Superintendent of
the Schools Eugene Do-
brzynski will be present to
answer any questions con-
cerning the school situa-
tion.

Bids were re-submitted,
at - last Tuesday night’s
council meeting, for the
building of a new city hall.
Three companies ered
bids, they being, ¢he Wood-
ward Construction Co. of
Red Bank, $305,800; the
Omar Construction Co. of
New Shrewsbury, $288,700
and the Donato Construc-
tion Co.,, $312,900, The
council voted to have these
bids studied by the city’s
architect. .

At the council meeting of

Jan. 21, the councilhadre-
celved bids of $339,880
from the J. T. Houseman
Co. of Metuchen; $311,200
from Woodward and $338,
500 from Omar. All these
bids had been rejected,
hence the re-bidding atlast
Tuesday’'s meeting.

Bids for sub-centract
number six, communica-
tions, were received from
Design Controls of Flush-
ing, New York, $14,490; and
Scientific Assco, of Elm-
hurst, N, J., $14,930. These
were also held for further
study.

In a resolution passed by
the council, the city will
apply to the Commissioner
of Transportation for
$9,000 in state aid. This
money will be used for the
instalation of new traffic
signals and construction
improvements at Main and
Stevens, and Bordentown
and Pine.
