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Board Investigates Cosis Amboy-Madison Names Directors
Of Modular Classrooms

A detailed explanation of
modular classrooms and
their costs was given the
Board of Education last
night by four representa-
tives of Educational Indus-
trial Facilities, Eatontown,
who said that orders re-
ceived for the units by
May 15 could be installed
by September 1 of the same
year,

In introducing John
Mortenson, Warren Jensen,
David Epstein and Samuel
Epstein, Board President
William Kurtz said, that
comrary to some rumors,
‘‘orders hadnot been placed
ta buy or lease these units
nor are they being delivered
in the near future.” '

Kurtz further stated that
investigation of these re-
locatable classrooms was
part of the board’s con-
tinuing attempt, at the re-
quest of the mayor and
council, to check alterna-
tives to building a new
school building,

The completely factory-
bullt rooms are frame
buildings supported by steel
joints, usually measuring
12 feet wide by 36 feet
long, whichare deliveredto
their sites and placed on
concrete - encased steel
runners.

David Epstein explained
that his company currently
does 92% of the modular
classroom business in the
state and they have in-
stalled similar units at
Monmouth and Trenton
State Colleges. The units
are subject to three re-
views by the State Dept. of
Education, for educational,
consatructional and site re-
quirements.

LLOCAL NEEDS

Costs were given for a
gix-unit complex with two
lavatories and a corridor
which could be located on
the former Methodist
Church property on John
St. and for a ten-unit com-
plex with four lavatories
and a corridor that could
be fitted behind the current
school on the George St.
side. i '

The purchase of the 8ix-

unit building, without air

conditioning, would be
$120,240 and, with air con-
ditioning, $128,340. To
lease this unit, for a five
year period, would cost
§145,112 or $151,515 de-
pending on the air condi-
tioning.
The ten - unit complex
could be purchhsed for
. $206,400 without air con-
ditioning, or for $219,900

Rental fees for a five-
year period would be
$249.091 or $265,385,
again depending onair con-
ditioning.

* The fully insulated build-
ings have built-in fire
-alarm systems which meet
all codes required by the
gtate for this type of

structure. Each classroom
has an outside exit, and
Epstein said the four foot
wide by six foot wide win-
dows were removable inan
emergency for exits,

School districts who use
these units are responsible
for installing outside sani-
tary and water lines, elec-
tricity and foundation run-
ners. Epstein said hisfirm
does, however, install the
runners at a cost of $350
per classroom.

Epstein said the units
could be leased for three
or five years, withan option
to purchase the buildings
after the first year.

Supt. Eugene Dobrzynski
said 16 units would rid the
system of split sessions,
but the board took noaction
on leasing or purchasing
thege units.

Kurtz said the board had
met last week with the
Perth Amboy Board of Ed-
ucation, which has re-
quested a formal request
from the localboardbefore
congidering any requests
for regionalization of the
two districts or the ac-
ceptance of local students
on a -tuition basis, The
Perth Amboy district plans
to have a new high school
by September 1671.
