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'HERE'S YOUR LAND •'
BUILD YOUR SCHOOL'

"Here's your land, build
your school." With these
words, Mayor P. Joseph
Rush and Councilman Wil-
liam O'Leary will advise
the Board of Education that
the city hall site will be
made available for the con-
struction of a new school.

At the suggestion of the
mayor, the council ap-
proved O'Leary's request
that a letter be sent to the
board telling them that
within six or seven weeks,
the city offices could be '
re-located and the razing
of the 'city hall could be
gotten underway. Money for
the demolition of the build-
ing has been provided for
with the passage of Or-
dinance No. 812, which was
passed at last Tuesday's
council meeting.' The full
text of this ordinance is
printed elsewhere in this
issue of the CITIZEN.

According to O'Leary, the
former Methodist Church
would be used, along with
the next-door manse, to
provide temporary c i t y
offices until the new city
hall is built, within the
year, on the former YMCA
property.
O'Leary, in his remarks

to the council, stated that
he is in favor of using re-
locatable modular units on
the church property, to
ease the split sessions of
the school, and make the
rest of the school yard
and city haflTsite available
for the construction of a
permanent school building.

When questioned about the
new school, O'Leary said,
"Although I bow to Council-
man Henry's thoughts on
the regionalizatton of our
school district, I would hate
to lose our local identity,
therefore I am very much
in favor of building our
own school on this site."

O'Leary went on to pro-
pose making a cul-de-sac
of John St., and using the
present gym for classes,
when the new school is
built.

Mayor Rush concurred
with the councilman's
thoughts.

Councilman Sorrentino
informed the council that
in the two months that he
and Councilman Clark have
been in office, "They (the
Board of Education) have

v yet to come up with a con-
v crete suggestion or a feasi-
ble solution to our school
problem." Jn other busi-
ness, the council adopted
Ordinance No. 813, on its
final reading. This Or-
dinance authorizes the con-

, -struetion of a storm drain-
age system for Feltus St.,
Ward Ave., Parker Ave.,
and Portia St. The council
also introduced Ordinance
No. 814, which will create
a charter study commis-
sion to study the advisa-
bility of changing the form
of government of the city.
Both of these ordinances
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are printed in full else-
where in this issue of the
CITIZEN.
The council will have a

study made of the possi-
bility of allowing angle
parking on John St., east
of the railroad tracks, in
order to alleviate the park-
ing problem that now exists
there. Henry also an-
nounced that a meeting with
railroad officials may pro- ̂
duce a much needed parking
lot for communters.

RESOLUTIONS
PASSED

An emergency resolution,
passed by the council, will
provide $3,500 for snow
removal. In another reso-
lution, the council took note

. of the retirement of Mrs.
Otto Miller, as Adminis-
trator of the South Am-
boy Memorial Hospital.

The resolution cited Mrs.
Miller for her "unselfish
and untiring services to
the hospital and to the city
of South Amboy."

A letter from Carr As-
sociates, a d v i s e d the
council that an up-to-date
examination of a l l seg-
ments and elements of the
city has been incorporated
in a recent analysis. This
study will be sent to the
Department of ttouatog-aiMi-
Urban Development (HUD)
to satisfy their require-
ments of initial submission
for a Neighborhood De-
velopment Program.

P o l i c e C h i e t Edward
O'Leary, in a report pre-
pared by Sgt. James Te-
desco, informed the council
of various accident rates
in the city for the year
1968. The report is very
comprehensive and it is
hoped that the CITIZEN
will be able to print it,
in its e n t i r e t y , in next
week's issue.

1. A Charter Study Commission
of the. City of South Amboy Is
hereby created to be known as,
"The South Amboy Charter Study
Commission". The Commission
shall have a bipartisan membership
of five regular members and two
alternate members appointed by the
Mayor with the advice and consent
of the City Council. One of the five
regular members shallbeanofflcial
of the City of South Amboy. I he
alternate members shall attend all
meetings of the Commission, but
shall have the power to participate
and vote In tbe deliberations of the
Commission only upon the absence
of a regular member. The first
alternate and then the second alter-
nate shall acquire the right to par-
ticipate in deliberations and voting
in the order In which they were
appointed upon the absence of one
or more regular members.

2. The Charter Study Commis-
sioners shall servu without com-
pensation and may incur expenses
only to the extent of appropriations
made available to the Charter Study
t.ommlMsion by the Council. Within
the limit of such appropriations, the
Charter study Commission may em-
ploy consultants, clerical assistants
and arrange for the priming of Its
report and incur such other In-
cidental oxpunsL-s as It may deem
appropriate.

3. If shall be I hi- function and
duty of the Charter Study Com-
miKsion to tttudy the form of gov-
ernment of the City of South Amboy;
to compare it with other available
forms under the laws of this State;
to determine whether or not. In
ilE Judgment, the government of the
City could be strengthened, made
more clearly responsive or account-
able lo the people or whether iis
operation could bo more economical
or efficient under a changed form
of government.

*. As soon as possible, and in
any event, no laier than 15 days
after its appointment, the Charter
study Commission shall organize
and hold its first meeting and elect
one of lit members as Chairman.
At such meeting thv Charter Study
Commission shall also adopt such
rulrt for the conduct of Us business
as it may deem necessary and ad-
visable. A majority of the members
of the Commission Khali constitute
a quorum for the transaction of
business, but the adoption of all
recommendations included in its
final report shall be by a majority
of the whole number of the mem-
bers of (he Commission.

5. 1 he Charter Study Commission
shall hold at least two public hear-
ings, one of which shall be a pre-
liminary hearing and shall provide
for wide public discminatlon of In-
formation on the purposes and pro-
gress of its work.

6. 1 he Charter Study Commission
shall make its final report and
recommendations to the governing
body of the City of South Amboy
within five months of the date of
us organization mceiing ant) shall
arrange for the priming and dlse-
mination of copies of the report to
the Citizens of South Amboy aa it
deems appropriate. 1 he official copy
of the report shall be signed by
the Commission members that have
agreed to it and filed with the
