To School Superintendent

Councilman Frank Zebro,
in his remarks to the
council -at last Tuesday’s
meeting, again discussed
the public school situation
and saidinterested citizens
should ‘‘Ask Superintend-
ent Dobrzynski for his
opinions on regionaliza-
tion, busing and building a
new school. Dobrzynslid is
the qualified professional
expert on matters pertain-
ing to our schools and we
should seek his advice. He
is our best scource of in-
formation.” '

Other members of the
council concurred with
Zebro and passed a motion
that Dobrzynski be sent a
letter asking for his pro-

fessional opinion regarding

the status of the school
situation in South Amboy.

In other business, the
council received a com-
munication from James A.
Spady, Executive Director
of the State Law Enforce-~
ment Planning Agency.
Spady informed the council
that a study will be made
of three police departments
in New Jersy, and South
Amboy’s has been chosen
as the one to represent
towns of 10,000 or less in
population,
represent those of over
100,000 population and
Plainfield those of 50,000.

It was emphasized that
this is strictly a survey
and not an investigation.
The survey resulis will be
ugsed by the state for ap-
plication of federal funds
to further lawenforcement.

Sergeant James Tedesco,
the traffic safety officer
of South Amboy, in a letter
to Chief Edward O’Leary,
submitted the results of
the feasibility of allowing
angle parking on John St.

Tedesco, in checking with
the Department of Motor
Vehicles, reported that
while it would not be pos-
sible to have angle parking
on both sides of John St,,
there is a possibility of
allowing it to be done on
one side. The width of the
street, 52 feet, restricts
the usage of both sides.
According to Tedesco,
parked vehicles would not
provide enough room for
emergencies and also
would have to back into
oncoming traffic.

The council votedtoapply
to the state for permission
to use one side for angle
parking in hopes that this
would help alleviate the
commuter parking problem
that now exists on lower
John St. The council also
expressed their determin-
ation to pursue the pos-
sibility of receiving per-
mission to use both sides
in the near future,

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CITY RECEIVES HUD CERTIFICATION

Councll “President Fred
Henry reported to the
mayor and council that
South Amboy has recelved
certification of its Work-
able Program for Com-
munity Improvement. A
copy of the letter sent by
Secretary George Romney
of the U.S. Department of
Housing was read at Tues-
day night’s council meet-
ing. ,

l-%enry explained that this
certification is necessary
before a community can
receive federal loans and
grants for urban renewal
projects and federally-
aided low - rent housing.
Liberal FHA mortgage in~
surance, to assist in
private redevelopment of
project areas for rehous-
ing displaced families, is
also made available under
HUD.

The councilman pointed

out that this certification

does not constitute approval
of any specific HUD or
other federalaid. However,
once the Workable Pro-
gram Is certified, the city
can apply for any of the

‘federal aids for which it

is a prerequisite. The city
must show reasonable pro-
gress each year under its
Workable Frogram inorder
to obtain re-certification
and to remain eligible for
these federal aids.

Under Henry’s direction,
the city has adopted and is
enforcing nationally- rec-
ognized housing, building,
plumbing, fire-prevention
and electrical codes. South
Amboy has secured pro-
fessional planning service
and is currently updating
the Comprehensive Com-
munity Plan and Neigh-
borhood Analyses, which
will be used to guide the
development of the com-
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munity, A Citizens Ad-
visory Committee has been
appointed and will keepcity
officials informed on the
needs and problems of
South Amboy.

Councilman William
QO'Leary expressed the
gratitude of the council and
the residents of South Am-
boy to Henry saying, ‘‘this
certification is a tribute
to our council president
and we are all very grate-
ful for his efforts.

e Mayor Rush endorsed

O’Leary’s sentiments amd
presented Henry with HUD
certificate.

In a related action, the
council approved the ap-
pointments of the follow-
ing mento the newly formed
Charter Study Commission:

‘Ready For New
City Hall

At last Tuesday night’s
council meeting, a reso-
lution was passed authoriz-
ing the mayor andcity clerk
to sign contracts for the
construction of a new city
hall. _

The following is a break-

down of the contracts to be
entered into:
Contract No. 1, General
Construction, Omar Const.
Co., $288,700; Contract No,
2, Structural Steel, Hudson
Structural I[ron Works,
$11,852; Contract No. 3,
Plumbing, Sig-Shor Inc.,
$31,584; Contract No. 4,
heating, ventilation and air
conditioning, Garden State
Refrigeration, $28,070;
Contract No. 5, electrical
work, Ensana Electrical
Contractors, $56,456;
Contract No. 6, communi-
cations, Designs Control
Inc., $14,490 and Contract
‘No., 7, cell block equip-
ment, Van Noorden Co.,
$5,056. This totala up to
$430,008.

In a letter to the council,
Fred Fischer, the archi-
tect for the new city hall,
presented comparison
costs of the South Amboy
and the Cherry Hill city
halls.

According to Fischer, the
Cherry Hili construction of
13,103 square feet cost
$465,043, or, $35.49 per
8q. ft. The South Ambo
city hall containing 16,07

8q. ft. will cost $430,008\,~

or $26.07.

South Amboy’s lower cost
is due to_the reduction of
‘“frills” in the lay-out of
the building, according to
the council members.

Firemen Request
Snorkel Truck

A contingent of firemen
attended [ast Tuesday's
council meeting and again
requested that the city
purchase a snorkel fire
truck.

Former fire chiefs Frank
Conroy and Chester
Meinzer and the present
chief, Joseph Halmi, pre-
sented their wishes to the
council stating that the re-
cent hotel fire in Pexth Am-~
boy emphasized the impor-
tance of having this plece
of equipment on hand in
case of a fire of similar
nature in South Amboy.

Meinzer listed the follow-
ing properties as potential
hazards to the city; prop-
erties that would, in his
opinion, require a snorkel
truck in case of fire: the
factory on the corner of
First and Stockton Sts, the
two factories on Broadway,
the former Methodist
Church, St. Mary’s Con-
vent, all the schools and
the hospital, all the build-
ings on the West side of
Broadway, all the con-
demned properties in town
and a two-family house on
Catherine St.

Meinzer stated tha¥khe fi-
nancing of a new truck
should not present any dif-
{ficulties inasmuch as the
bchds of the Protectionand
Independence fire trucks
will soon be paid off. .

Councilman William
O'Leary, agreeing with the
request, noted that the
wooden ladders of the
present hook and ladder
truck were of no use in
the Perth Amboy fire.
‘““They are obsolete’, the
councilman explained, ‘‘for
the protection of our fire-
men we should look into
this matter of new equip-
ment, especially inthe light
of rising costs. Each year,
the price of fire equipment
goes up.”’

Mayor Joseph Rush said,
‘““Last November I agreed
with this request, and I
still do, If buying a snorkel
saves one life, it will be
well worth its cost.”

In October and November
of 1968 the firemen had
made a similar request
for the snorkel but sub-
sequently withdrew their
request in order to expedite
the building of a new school.

The mayor and council
praised the efforts of the
fire department, the firat
aid squad and the police
department for helping
‘ Perth Amboy during the
hotel fire.
