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WATER RATES
T0 INCREASE

At last Tuesday’s meeting
of the Board of Public
Works of the City of South
Amboy, the board unami-
mously voted to raise the
monthly water rates from
five to fifteen cents,

Ordinance #22, whichisan
amendment to the existing
water ordinance which was
adopted in 1964, authorizes
-the increase. This ordi-
nance was passed on final
reading.

Users would be charged
63 cents a month for the
first 2,000 cubic feet, a
15~cent increase; 55 cents
for the next 8,000 cubic
feet, another 1§ cent In-
crease; 40 cents for the
next 90,000 cubic feet, up
10 cents; and 15 cents for
more than 100,000 cubic
feet, a 5-cent increase.

The Works Board will
meet with officials of the
Sayreville Water Depart-
ment on April 7 at 7:30
p.m. to finalize a contract

1969 BUDGET

The 1969 municipal budget
wag adopted at a special
meeting of the City Council
last Tuesday evening.

The $1,161,328 budget
represents a total city tax
rate increase of 97 cents
per $100. of assessed value
and will bring the tax rate
to $6.84 per $100. of as-
seaged value, Anestimated
$3.42 of this will be for
school purposes.

The total municipal budget
showe an increase of
$88,624 over last year's
budget.

The budget includes a $500
across - the - board pay
raise for the police and a
4.5 per cent pay increase
for city employees.

The tax portion of the
budget calls foranincrease
of $57,630 over last year's
tax portion of $309,370.
