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MAYOR PRESENTS SCHOOL
PLANS FOR CITY HALL SITE

Exercising his preroga-
tive as the mayor of South
Amboy, P. Joseph Rush,
at last Tuesday's council
meeting, presented a rough
sketch of a plan showing a
three-story school build-
ing on the city hall site.

The plans call for abuild-
ing consisting of 28 rooms,
and being of three stories,
sufficient land space will
be available for recrea-
tional purposes, according
to the mayor.

The proposed building will
face Stevens Ave, and will
be located about 140 feet
from the present school
building. According to
Rush, there will be about
62,000 square feet of land,
including thechurchprop-
erty, left for play area.
The mayor claims thatthis
will provide approximately
60 sq. ft. per pupil, there
being about 1,100 in the
school enrollment,

Of special interest to the
city, according to Rush, the
building should not cost
more than $1 million, not
including the fixtures or
furnityre.

In presenting his plans,
Rusb gaid, ‘'l was sur-

riesed to hear that the

oard of Education turned
down our offer for this
property. They received
our letter and votedit down
all in one meeting. [ feel
that they have not made a
thorough investigation of

the usage of this (City Hall
and Church} property. I
will present these plans at
the joint meeting of the
board and council on Wed-
nesday evening,”’

In other business, the
council awarded the con-
tract for the proposed
drainage system of Vet-
erans Field to Manzo of
Matawan, whose low bid
came to $33,500.,50.

The council also accepted
a bid of $11,180 from Car-
dell to pave John St. from
Broadway to Pine Ave.
Louisa St. will be paved
by Middlesex Concrete at
a cost of $3,993.50. Both
of these awards are sub-
ject to the approval of the
state.

In a letter to the council,
the Department of Trans-
portation of the State of New
Jersey, announced their in-
tent to close the opening of
the median strip at Cath-
erine St. and Hi-Way # 35.
This spot, according tothe
department, has been the
scene of many accidents
and in order to eliminate
.them, the opening must be
closed. Those motorists
wighing to make U-turns
will have touse the Borden-
town Ave. ramp., The
council voted to endorse
the department’s plans.
The state will abgorb all
the costs for this project.

Marathon Bus Line

The Department of Public
Utilities (PUC) notified the
council that the Marathon
Bus Line, Inc, is ordered
to show cause why the PUC
should not order the auto-
bus service to continue to
be operated and why the
PUC should not find that
such discontinuance would
adversely affect public
convenience and necessity.
The hearing will be held
Friday, April 11,at10a.m.
in the PUC offices, Room
208, 101 Commerce St.,
Newark.

The bus company had
posted notices of lts in-
tention to discontinue its
autobus service on Monday
March 31, This action, ac~
cording to the PUC, is in
violation of-: N.JS.A,
48:2~24 which states, ‘‘No
. public- usility shall discon-
tihue, curtail or “abandon
any service without obtain-
ing permission from the
board (PUC) after notice.
The board may withhold
permission until after
hearing to determine jf the
discontinuance, curtail-
ment or abandonment will
adversely affect public
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convenience and neces-
sity.”

Pending the hearing, the
bus line is ordered to con-
tinue to render safe, ade-~
quate and proper auto bus
service and keep itsequip-~
ment in a safe condition
and continue its insurance
coverage in effect until
further order of the PUC.

The city council went on

record. objecting to
the closing of the bus
gervice and will order the
city attorney to prepare a
brief to be submitted at
the hearing. The council
also urges that letters of
objection be sent to city
hall so that they can be
included in the brief,

BOARD AND COUNCIL MEMBERS
DISCUSS SCHOOL PROBLEMS

What was to have been a
joint meeting of the Board
of Education and the Mayor
and Council to discuss
modular school units,
turned into an often noisy,
accusation - filled confron-
tation between the board
‘and Mayor P. Joseph Rush
and Councilman Albert
Sorrenting, the two elected
officials who didattend last
night's meeting.

Shortly after Board
President Willlam Kurtz
explained what the board
has and is doing in ex-
ploring solutions to over-
crowded conditions in the
schools, Mayor Rush pre-
sented a sketch for what
he called a ‘‘feasible plan’’
for a three-story, 28 room
building on the City Hall
site. At first refusing to
identify the architect, Rush
later sald that it had been
prepared by Frederick
Fischer, as a personal
favor to the mayor.

There was evident anger -

on the board’s partat

Rush’s action in having thé
sketch made, and the
council was accused of not
acting in good faith in in-
ter jecting the sketch. Kurtz
told Rush that ‘“We were
charged with invesigating
all solutions to rid the
school of split sessions.
We took you at your word."”’
Kuriz was referring to a
dig¥stive from the council
made last December in
which the board was asked
to make surveys and get
costs on busing, regiona-
lization or building a new
school.

Protesting that the council
still welcomed these re-
ports Rush said he felt’
for ‘‘economical reasons,’
the City Hall site should
be corsidered concurrently
with the board’s other
surveys,

Regionalization Discussed

Superintendent Eugene
Dobrzynski questioned
Rush on how he and the
council could know which
plan would be more eco~
nomical. Dobrzyngkl said
the surveys may show that
‘“regionalization may give
us a better program than
going it alone® as it would
offer a broader-basedcur-
riculum, perhaps at less
cost, than would be pos-~
sible in a new achool in a
community the size of South
Amboy. He further said
that the costs in regionali-
zation would be pro-rated
according to the number of
students.

The = superintendent has
been meeting with Spots-
wood officials and County
Supt. Robert Blunt on a
regionalization plan,
Spotswood does not have a
high school and currently
sends their- students to
South  River.
explained that when this

contract expires,Spots-

wood may want to consider
regionalization.

Kurtz said that the board
has aiso met with Perth
Amboy who expects tohave
a new schoolby 1971, Perth
Amboy would be willing to
accept 300 ourside stu-
dents, but the board is
afraid that the district may
have a capacity enrollment
when it is completed and
not be able to accept local
students.

Landfill Position

Stanley Kowaleski told
Rush and Sorrentinothathe
felt there was some public
misinterpretation on the
board's position on
landfill site. He said that

Mayor P. Joseph Rush
and Councilman Atlbert
Sorrentino, at last night’s
Board of Education meet-
ing, endorsed the board’s
plan to get the elementary
school off splic sessions
by September.
