Should We Close Hospital?

The South Amboy Memorial Hospital increasingly sware that the
growth of the populstion in the area it serves called for the pro-
vision of bigger, and better health and generat care facilities to the

sommunity, developed an expansion program to provide these needs
now, as well as for the future.

A st of plans were submitted to the Department of Institutions and
Agencies, and the State and Regionsl Health Facilities Planning
Counclls for thair review, approval and financial sssistance.

Thess plans were rejected by the State, and Regional Health Facili-
ties Planning Councils. While these agencies stated that additional
facilities were needed for this area the South Amboy Memorial
Hospitsl was not given sanction to provide them,

This decision may yet be raversible, After careful consideration, the
Board of Governors, and the Administration of the South Amboy
Memoria! Hospital, decided that you the people should be informed,
and assess whether you agree that your present, and future health
needs can continue to be met by existing facilities,

if you agree that you can be satistactorily cared for in the facilities
now available, then there is no further action necessary, Howaver, if
you do not agree, as we do not agree, and want better, broader, more
efficiant health services we ask your support to have this decision re-
considered, before we may be forced to close the hospital.

in my judgment of the three sites mentioned, the wrong
site is the City Hall property. I maintain that the only
logical reason for the City’s trying to force it on the
Board of Education is to give the City Fathers an excuse
to build an unnecessary new City Hall. The ‘‘reasons"’
used for this extravaganza - cells to accommodate
those who have had a little too much to drink, who need
some place to sleep it off - offices for Vital Statistics,
Civil Defense and Welfare. Does this mean we are going
to make these pffices full time operations?

The ultimate cost of a new City Hall will reach three
quarters of a million dollars, and we see the Mayor and
Councilmen shedding crocadile tears for the poor tax-
payers and senior citizens. If these honorable men are
truly concerned, they would have been planning for the
future. There hasn’t been any semblance of plans for
more than fifteen years, on the part of our City Fathers.

Its strange to see these thing happening in South Amboy:
how space was found on the land fill for the Boat Club;
for two lttle league fields; for a County organization
to erect club rooms. Yet for the education of our children,
anything is good enough.

I am not completely in accord with the Boards’
request for thirty acres, but it would seem to me that
bog: sides should offer alternatives, perhaps including
the two fields, plus an additional eight or ten acres,
which would suffice, and certainly would not affect the
future use of the land fill for industrial purposes, since I

am certain it iB not anticipated to completely-Circie the

fields with industries.

I wquld hope that the City will reserve for recreational
purposes all of the shore front. It is anticipated that the
polluted waters will not be with us forever,

It seems to me if all who are concerned with the
operation of our City government, will devote one~half
as much.time to planning its affairs in South Amboy, -
as does the Board of Educaton, our City will make
progress, and everyone will feel that the future of South
Amboy is in good hands. :
