COUNCIL PROMISES ENFORCEMENT

CALENDAR
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OF TEEN CURFEW ORDINANCE

When a petition, contain-
ing about 50 signatures,
was presented to the
council at last Tuesday
night’s meeting asking for
a solution to the problems
created bychildren hanging
around the corner of
Stevens Ave, and Second
St.,, Councilman Frank
Zebro asked, “What hap-
pened to that 11 p.m. cur-
few ordinance we had?”

‘““We should make that
curfew lawwork,”’ said the
councilman, adding,‘‘Let’s
apprehend the violators of
this ordinance and bring
them into court.’

A contingent of ladies,
representing the signers of
the petition, told the council
that gangs of young hood-
lums were making the
neighborhood of Second and
Stevens Sts. ‘‘anunfit place
to live.”” They justified this
remark by informing the
council that an old estab-
lished family of Second St.
is belng forced to sell their
house “"because of intoler-
able conditions.”

The women stated that
these conditions consist of
‘’blowing of car horns, at
all hours of the night; beer
parties; verbal, and some-
times, nbysical abuse inthe
form of damaged property;
and the racing of car
engines and squealing
tires.”

When asked if the offend-
ers were local or out-of-
town kids, the ladies were
very posulve in their
claim, ‘‘they’re our own
kids, not out of-towners.”

The council referred this
complaint to Mayor P,
Joseph Rush as a police
matter, and he informed
them that the local police
department consists of four
shifts of four men each, He
promised to confer with
Chief Edward O’Leary in
order to revise the police
schedule and to come up
with a, s‘olution to this
problem

The ladies were of the
opinion that the culprits
had no respect for the law
and that the police officers
should use nightsticks on a
couple of them. The mayor
explained that this action
was against the law. “We
must abide by the law"
said Rush, ‘‘we must have
the cooperation of the
parents. They should con-
trol their children.”

The mayor contined, ‘' The
police are not babysmers.
We can’t have a cop on
every corner. This is im-
possible,”

[t was at this point that
Zebro mentioned the 11
p.m. curfew. The women
felt that 11 is too late,
and that it should be a

. 10 p.m, curfew. The council

will consider amending the
curfew ordinance to read
10 instead of 11.

B80S FOR TRUCK

In other business,
council passed a resolu-
tion authorizing the adver-
tisement for bids on two
new trucks., Onetruckisa
dump truck and the other a
pick-up type with a
spreader. This resolution
is printed elsewhere in this
issue of the CITIZEN, '
A resolution authorizing
the erection of No Parking
signs on the Portia St.
ramp to Highway 35 was
also passed. Mayor Rush
explained that people park-
ing on this ramp are in
violation of a state statute
and although tickets are
being issued to the of-
fenders, he felt it only
fair to have these signg
posted. ’

Two other resolutions,
passed by the council, pro-
vide for a works hour
schedule for the city em-
ployees, and an accident
control program for all
city departments,
Ordinance No. 817, autho-
rizing the pruchase of a
new Btreetsweeper and
providing for the issuance
of $14,250 in bonds to fi-
nance it, was passed on
first reading. This ordi-

In a letter to the mayor
and council City Engineer
Edward C. Reilly reported
that the vacant, city-owned
property adjacent to the
sewage plant could be used
as a parking area by com-
muters at an approximiate
expenditure of $1500 for
paving.

This report is a result
of the council’s request
to investigate the parking
problem caused by com-
muters. Sgt. James Ted-
Traffic Officer of
South Amboy, had included
the possibility of usingthis
area, along with removing
the parking ban on Mason
Ave,

The council had applied
to the state for permission
to allow angle parking on
lower John St, but, in the
words of the mayor, ‘‘we
expect this to be turned
down,” Councilman
QO’Leary informed the
council that a survev shows
there are 49 children, 47
cars, and 17 driveways in
the block of lower John St.
The 17 driveways provide
parking space for 27 cars
leaving only 20 locally
owned cars on the street.
This, according to the
councilman, shows that the
problems of parking are

strictly commuter-
induced.
The American Legion

Auxiliary, in a letter sent
by its secretary, Mrs. El-
izabeth Smith, requested
permission to have the
week of May 23-30 set
aside as Poppy Sale Week.

Permission was granted,
pending approval of the pol-
ice department.

The Protection Fire Co.
notified the council that
James Darcy of 131 Rose-
well St. has been named
a member of that company
to fill the vacancy caused
by the resignation of Rob-
ert DelJoy. O'Leary and
Zebro endorsed the action
of the fire company.

BUS HEARING

Councilman Al Sorren-
tino, in his remarks to the
council, informed them that
Assemblyman Robert Wil-
entz “assured me he would
do everything possible to

_maintain the service of the

Marathon Bus Line.”

The councilman then
called upon the city attor-
ney, John Mullane for a
report of the meetings that
are taking place between
the bus line and the Pub-
lic Utilities Commission,
meetings that will hope-
fully resolve the knotty
problem posed by Mara-
thon’s threat to go out of
business.

According to Mullane, a
hearing was held last Fri-
day in Newark and several
people attended who are
opposed to the proposed
action of the bus company,
He stated that there has
not been enough time to
examine the figures, sub-
mitted by the company, that
purportedly show the com-
pany is losing money in
its operation.

The city attorney also
stated that the company did
not follow the correct pro-
cedure in announcing its
intent to disband its busi-
ness. Under PUC laws,
there are proper proce-
dures tofollow whenaband-
oning a franchise such as
the one held by the Mara-
thon Company.

Mullne reporved that the
company officials said the
company is going out of

"\, business regardless of any
Lrulings by the court or the
© PUC.

Hearings on this matter
will continue again next
Friday in Newark,
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In response to a number
of recent complaints on
rats, Zebro announced that
an extensive effort will be
made by the cityextermin-
ator to rid the town of
the rodents. He advises

Center.

O'lLeary pointed out the
importance of- Councilman
Al Clark’s recent efforts
to prohibit dumping ofgar-
bage and debris, especially
on dead-end streets. To
further this drive against
the accumulation of rat-
breeding places, Zebrore-
ceived permission to hire
an extra truck and driver
to assist the city truck in
the pickup of trash. The
councilman had earlieran-
nounced plans for the year-
ly clean-up drive to start
next month, but, owing to
the existing emergency, he
informed the council that
next trash pickups will
start on Monday, April 21.

Council President Fred
Henry expressed his con-
fidence in the Board of
Education’s ability to solve
existing school problems.
‘““The Board is sincere in
their efforts to help the
school children and also
the taxpayers of South Am-
boy,” he said. Henry also
told the council that by
keeping relations between
the council and board ‘‘at
a low pitch,” things will
work out to the satisfaction
of ail,

In announcing the first
meeting of the newly
formed charter study
group, Henry stressed the
importance of having a gov=-
erning body that will be
d1rectl¥ responsible to the
people,”’ which  we don't
have today.”
