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EMERGENCY AID SOUGHT TO
KEEP MARATHON RUNNING

A hearing on Marathon Bus
Line's petition to discon-
tinue bus service for Bay-
shore residents resumed
this morning before the
state's Public Utilities
Commission in N e w a r k
while work continued e lse-
where on emergency state
legislation to aid the failing
bus company.

Democratic Assembly-
man Robert N. Wllentz of
Perth Amboy is revising
a bill, which he sponsored,
for presentation Monday.
The proposed bill, which
has already been amended
to eliminate all reference
to state funds in the actual
subsidy, would permit mu-
nicipalities and counties to
enter into contracts pay-
ing faltering bus companies
to continue vitally needed
bus transportation.
Marathon, which provides

the only bus transportation
link between Perth Amboy
and Keansburg, announced
Last month that it planned
to cease service because
it was operating at a fi-
nancial IOBB.

Kenneth Doukas, controll-
ing partner of Marathon,
testified last Friday before
the PUC that the company
Is operating at a loss of
about 7 to IS cents per
passenger. Perth Amboy
attorney, John E. Too Ian,
representing M a r a t h o n ,
contended that the company
could not afford to pay their
drivers' salaries if all
three owners elected to
draw their own salaries, as
they argued the firm's right
to go out of business.

However, Deputy Attorney
General Michael Mehr, who
i s opposing discontinuation
of the bus line on behalf
of the public, countered in
his argument that Marathon
officials had caused the
erosion of the firm until
It r e a c h e d its current
weakened state by failing
to replace equipment and
generally modernize its fa-
cilities.

Testimony elicited from
M a r a t h o n ' s accountant,
James Borrelli showed
w a g e 8 totalling $34,000
were owed to the company's
three principals, Doukas,
$15,000 and h i s two
cousins, Nicholas and
Peter Christopher, $7,500
each.

The firm's records also
show both the assets and
liabilities columns at
$25,511 totals. However,
testimony also revealed
that the company also owns
roughly $70,000 in real,
property and along with the
value of the buses.

Attorneys opposing dis-
continuance indicated they
would be satisfied with
either a fare rate increase
or, a reduction in the num-
ber of runs, or a com-
bination of both to Insure
a healthy resumed opera-
tion.

But Doukas testified that
several variations of bus
schedules and Jare hikes
In 1963 and 1966 had failed
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to a l t e r the downward
trend. And to eliminate
non-rush hour s e r v i c e
would cut off half of the
firms revenues, he stated.

At today's hearing, at-
torneys were expected to
show that Doukas and his
partners could continue to
operate under another ar-
rangement, or that they
do not deserve to realize
liquidation profits from the
proposed discontinuance.

The final decision will be
made by the PUC's Board
of Commissioners.
A court order restrain-

ing Marathon from ceasing
bus service was lifted on
April 9 by Superior Court
Judge David D. Fur man
on Too Ian'B assurance that
buses would continue to
run for three weeks.
Wllentz, has said he fears

Bayshore residents will be
left stranded if Marathon
goes out of business before
state suggestions on trans-
portation pboblems can be
implemented.

Should the voters of South
Amboy and Spotswoodelect
to regionalize their school
districts, space problems
for South Amboy would be
permanently solved in its
high school and elementary
school by using the exist-
ing high school space for
elementary s c h o o l pur-
poses.
This was the conclusion

of a detailed preliminary
report presented at last
night's Board of Education
meeting. The report had
been prepared by Eugene
S. Dobrzynskl and Stewart
W. Landrum, Superintend-
ents of S c h o o l s , respec-
tively, of South Amboy and
Spotswood, after a meet-
ing last month with County
Supt. Robert Blunt.

Currently South Amboy
has its elementary school,
grades 1-6, on split s e s -
sions w h i l e Spotswood
sends its high school stu-
dents as paying students to
South River.

The factors considered by
the report included a study
of present and projected
school enrollment, socio-
economic conditions, pri-
vate school enrollments,
present school buildings
and available classrooms,
present needs of both dis-
tricts, present school debts
and municipal debts for
both communities.

Similarities in all these
areas b e t w e e n the two
towns indicates the feasi-
bility of regionalizing, ac-
cording to the report.
Among-the advantages cited
are a comprehensive pro-
gram, pupil edentification
with their own high school,
an autonomous board of

Am shore Installs Pupek Rd. Hydrant
This city's long existent

controversy, wi th the
builders of the Amshore
development, is coming to
a close now that a hydrant
has been installed at the
end of Pupek Road.

According to the Super-
intendent of the Board of
PubUc Works, Charles
Thompson, not only has the
hydrant been put in opera-
tion, but the three required
manholes on the sewer line
have also been constructed.

In June of 1968, the board
and council had rescinded
the building and occupancy
permits of the builder when
he had f a i l e d to meet
certain requirements set
down in an agreement made
with the city in March 1968.

The city withheld the in-
stallation of water meters
until the developer had
completed the building of
mandatory manholes on the
sewerage system and in-
stalled a fire hydrant on
the end of Pupek Road.

Woodrow McCarthy, pres-
ident of the board, said
that much of the credit,
in getting these problems
resolved, goes to the build-
ing inspector, James F.
Coan, who, McCarthy said,
"stayed on top of this sit-
uation."

Still another problem
faces the board, in the
Amshore area. The'board
received a letter from a
resident of this develop-

ment complaining of an
open 32 inch storm drain.
"This drain presents an
unhealthy and unsafe con-
dition", stated the letter.

The board will have the
city engineer, E d w a r d
Reilly, and Thompson make
a complete survey, along
with representatives of the

education, a good size high
school for the future, and
state aid incentive for a
ten year period.

Whi le regionalization
would provide Spotswood
with an articulated pro-
gram for grades K-12, it
would a l s o mean that
neither district would have
to consider another solu-
tion for its high school
pupils.

Board Checking Costs of Modular Units
The Board of Education,

working to eliminate split
sessions in the elementary
school for the 1969-70
school year, last night pre-
sented costs of buying or
renting modular school
units from three compan-
ies.

The standardized rooms,
24 by 36 feet, can be pur-
chased or leased over a
five year period. Prices on
a 10-unit complex -would
lease for $33,127 per year
from the Farley - Nixon
Company, sales represen-
tatives for Designed Fa-
cilities, a subsidiary of
Kaiser Aluminum, or could
be purchased for $162,388.
The lease price, for a year,
from Educational Industri-
al Facilities would be
$62,970 while the purchase
price would be $209,900.
Another firm'Multiplex
Structures, gave a pur-
chase price of $164,500
but no lease price. The
board will inspect modular
units installed by the latter
company in Burlington in
the near future.

Because of the variation
in l e a s e and purchase
prices, the board planB to
meet with the Mayor and
Council to discuss a so-
lution.

Hospital Expansion
Plans Underway

Plane for the expansion
of South Amboy Memorial
Hospital with funds provi-
ded in a $700,000 federal
grant are expected to be
pushed f o r w a r d Monday
when the hospital's Board
of Directors holds its reg-
ular monthly meeting.

The session follows a
hectic two weeks which saw
concerned area legislators
and civic and industrial
leaders travel to Trenton
with p e t i t i o n s bearing
30,000 signatures of Bay-
shore residents, protesting
the threatened closing of
the only hospital in Middle-
sex County south of the
Raritan River, and walk
away with the grant.

News of the p o s s i b l e
forced closing spread after
the hospital officials an-
nounced the facility had
been denied a rating by the
Regional Health Facilities
Planning Council and after
the same council rejected
the hospital's badly need-
ed expansion program.

Rejection was attributed
to the selection of a poor
site, hastily prepared and
financially i n a d e q u a t e

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Whither South Amboy
AN iOITORIAL

The well known 18th Century Irish poet, Oliver
Goldsmith, wrote a touching and prophetic poem entitled-
"The Deserted Village". In this poem he pictures
the charms and assets of the village of his youth, then
sorrows over the decay and degeneration that he finds
there when he returns to visit it years later!
"Sweet Auburnl loveliest village of the plain"

He begins — but ends with these lines of lament-
"These were thy charms-but a 11 these charms are fled"
A striking and prophetic analogy presents itself to

any of us who will be objective enough to take a long
range view of our " Pleasant Little City of South Amboy.
As one who, long ago, adopted as home, this friendly
community on the shores of Rarttan Bay, I feel I am in
a position to compare and Evaluate South Amboy -
then and NOW!

At the suggestion of one of the community's dedicated
citizens I came to South Amboy to teach. I came to a
town of friendly concerned people. The Broadway I
traveled was clean and well kept. Its many business
establishments were kept in good repair and often
refurbished. The public schools, all three of them,
were clean and tidy - even the older two,! The teachers
were dedicated and the High School was large enough
to accommodate its enrollment. There was a sense of
pride and interest prevalent in the community.

High on a hilltop stood, the small but completely
efficient, South Amboy Memorial Hospital. It had been
built, I was told, by a contractor named Reese! It
served the community ably and well. It was a source of
great pride to the little community. "Ourown hospital"-
they said proudly and justifiably! It had been born as the
result of an explosion and I witnessed it serve countless
people through another such catastrophe in May of
1950. With time, its size and services have grown.

All these things I found, as a new citizen of South
Amboy, in the thirties. I taught in its High School,
I met and married one of its fine young men! I had
two lovely children, born in South Amboy's "own hospital"
and educated in its public and parochial schools. I
helped raise funds for the hospital and my husband and
I gave dedicated support to community service and worth
while civic and educational need6.

The years passed swifty and our country, our state
and especially our county progressed, improved and
grew - but South Amboy - what of it - where have the
years led it?

I have seen many of its buildings deteriorate and
become shabby. Its business section is dotted with
empty and boarded up buildings. Business has been hurt
because lack of forsight precluded the purchase of
adequate parking areas for would be customers. Witness
the busy cleanliness of Keypoirt's business street!
Broadway, as a street, has become so unkempt and dirty
that areas of it are positively ghetto like] So ashamed
of it are many of ics citizens; that they often route
their visitors around it!
I have seen the school population increase to the point

where the old 1918 high school will no longer accom-
modate all the students who wish to take certain courses.
I have seen courses dropped out of the'curriculum
for lack of spacel Thisisanera of educational progress!
I have seen one Elementary School, replace two former
ones, and it without a gym, audiitorium, or principal's
office, forced on to split sessions in an effort to meet
the educational needs of South Amboy's Native childrenl
I have watched dedicated members of the local Board
of Education sent from community to community to ask
if perchance one of these would take in and educate
South Amboy's OWN high school students.

Downward, steadily downward, the path leads!
Recently another indignity wais heaped upon the people

of this1 city and surrounding areas. The South Amboy,
Memorial Hospital, which has ministered to the areas
ills so efficiently and so long, was denied the right to
qualify for funds to enable it to expand its physical
facilities and to enlarge its services. Finally after
diligent and united effort, on the part of concerned
citizens and administrators, t!he negative decision jvas
reversed - but the original financial request was partially
curtailed! So plans must be al;so altered.

This institution, perhaps nrore than any other in the
community, has continued to expand, to grow and to
keep abreast of the times. During my years in this
community it has been enla rged twice. Its services
have been increased, and due to the forsight of the men
involved in administering it, iit has been able to care for
the ills and accidents of this whole area - from Matawan
to the Bay, from South River and Sayreville, to all the
newly emerging areas, as well as South Amboy itself.
Where would we all be without it?

When we are considering th e answer to this question -
ask ourselves still another - Why are cio many of
our younger folks with children selling their homes,
or planning to sell them, and moving to other com-
munities?

Because - they will quickly tell you - the school
situation is dubious- After more thantenyearBof effort -
group studies, citizens comm ittees, "hired study groups"
and untiring efforts of Board members - they can still
see no relief In sight! Bejcause - they will tell you -
a shorsighted few are willi:ng to sell the future genera-
tions of South Amboyans short! They suggest only
second best - inadequate phj/sical space-28 classrooms-
no gym - no auditorium - not even offices for an
administrative staff! To South Amboy's OWN children
they offer the crumbs of architectural and academic
facilities. No wonder their j parents, tired and frustrated,
are leaving the town! Not even a local bus service will
be left to bring the chitldren from Mechanicsvillel

So where are we headed folks? Are we willing to
continue this downhill mar ch into time? Shall we accept
dirty areas as a necessary part of our community?
Will we continue to accejjt inadequate educational in-
stitutions for our children? Shall we accept the loss
of our young people to other areas because there is no
incentive, educational or otherwise, to keep them here?
What lethergyholdsusinits parallzinggraspand prevents
us from uniting to demand what is our due as taxpayers
of the "Pleasant Little City"? When shall we say
"Enough - no more"!

So fellow South Amboyans - young, old, or in-between,
unless we do something in the form of positive effort
soon, we will find ourselves in the position of the
returning poet, Oliver Goldsmith. Returning former
dwellers of South Amboy, will indeed find "A deserted
Village" - from which all its strengths have fled".

or for regionalization.
Should reglonalization be-

tween the two districts be
Agreed on, the report reco-
mmended that a site as
nearly equidistant f rom
each district as possible
be considered since there
is no adequate space in
either community fora new
building.
c ENROLLMENT AND COST

South Amboy currently
has 581 elementary school
pupils and 444 high school
(grades 7-12) students. The
figures for Spotswood are
1,343 in the elementary
school and 495 in grades
9 to 12. The local school
budget is $391,000 while
Spotswood's is $953,000.
Present state aid locally
is $75. per pupil while
Spotswood r e c e i v e s —
$165.14 per pupil. An es -
timate of state aid in a
regionalized district would
be $160.30 per pupil based
on current figures.
In presenting this pre-

liminary report Dobrzyn-
skl said a greater study of
all factors would have to
be made if the regionali-
zation move is seriously
considered. Board Presi-
dent William Kurtz named
Joseph Keenan and Stanley
Kovaleski as a committee
to do a more detailed re -
port on regionallzation.
The b o a r d is sending

copies of the report to the
Mayor and Council.

A separate report, pre-
pared for the State Board
of Education, was also
heard by the board, in which
recommendations w e r e
made to regionalize all
school districts in the state
so that each district com-
prise no fewer than 3,500
students. The 20-member
committee of the state-
wide survey was headed by
Mrs. Ruth Mancuso of
Glasboro, who was recent-
ly appointed to the State
Board.
Mjfs. Mancuso's report

stated that "the recom-
mendations, if approved by
the State Board and the
Legislature, would be to
reduce the number of
school districts in New
Jersey" and that this
" would promote greater
efficiency of operation and
generally improve the
quality of education in those
districts which are now too
small to afford comprehen-
sive school programs."

Commissioner David Gold-
berg. The report is ex-
pected to explore possibil-
ities on subsidization of
motor bus companies in
New Jersey.

rose to the defense of the
railroad by noting t h a t
rainy weather most of this
past week hampered any
effortB to remove the de-
bris lying along the rail-
road's right-of-way.

Vona said he surveyed
the litter, accompanied by
a railroad representative,
soon after the boy was
bitten, and found that the
debris was not of the rail-
road's making, but had been
dumped there by outsiders.
Special attention will be

given by the railroad to
the land near Elite Plumb-
ing Co., he said, since
this is opposite the play-
ground.

City officials are await-
ing a r e p o r t by county
health officials who are
expected to survey the city
to determine the extent of
the rat problem.

But Vona asserted last
night that South Amboy has
had a rat problem as long
as he has been In office,
some 19 years, and will
continue to have the prob-
lem because of the city's
proximity to lowlands and
water.
The health inspector said

the question is not one of
exterminating, the rats, but
of keeping their population
under control as has been
done in the past.
