No Battles in South Amboy;
Sayreville Battens Hatches

SAVINGS LEAGUE

South Ambo/s registered
voters may troop to the
polls to cast ballots in
the June 3 primary elec-
tion, but there will be no
contest among the regular
party candidates who are
running unopposed for two
city council seats and com-
mittee nominations.

But v o t e r s in nearby
Sayreville must chose a
mayor and two borough
councilmen in this year s
November general elec-
tion, and to date, 18 can-
didates, including incum-
bent Democratic Mayor
Mary Kerr have filed peti-
tions to vye for party nom-
inations for six slots in
the next month's primary
election.

In South Amboy*s First
Ward, Democratic Coun-
cilman Frank Zebro filed
unopposed for the primary
in his bid for the regular
party's nomina t ion as
Democratic candidate in
the November g e n e r a l
election. No Republican Is
candidate is bidding for
this ward's council seat.
In the Fourth Ward's

council race, Democratic
Councilman Alfred Clark
was appointed to his seat
when P. Joseph Rush va-
cated the same council post
to become mayor.

James Inman of South
Feltus Street filed as the
unopposed Republican can-
didate for the Fourth Ward.

Along with Mayor Kerr,
who Is seeking her second
two - year term are her
Democratic running mates,
Julian L. Caplk and Gerald
K. Bergh, who are seeking
three-year council terms.
A second Democratic slate

formed in Sayreville lists
Councilman Thomas Ku-
berski as mayoral candi-
date, Councilman John E.
Czernikowski seeking re-
election and former coun-
cilman Edward J. Dusko
seeking another term.
DuBko was defeated by

Mrs. Kerr and her distaff
running. mates in the up-
set 1967 Democratic pri-
mary.
Kubejski's state has re-

ceived the support ofSayre*
ville's Democratic Munici-
pal Committee.
Another candidate for the

Democratic mayoral nom-
ination is Michael J. Shoro-
sky, a former Industrial
Commission member. He
is running with James J.
Mulvaney, another former
commission member, who
is seeking a three-year
council term.

Former Democratic may-
or Edward F. Fielek and
former municipal chair-
man Thomas E. Pawelek
are racing for the Demo-
cratic mayoral nomination
without running mates for
slates of council seats.
Three more Democrats

seeking council nomina-
tions aTe David D. Kil-$
comons, formes: mayor"
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Harold H. Boehm and Mrs.
Virginia Joy Yuhasz, who
is running as a "Disen-
chanted Democrat."

Both the Kerr andKu-
berskl slates are seeking to
run under the R e g u l a r
Democratic Organization
banner, as are mayoral
aspirants Fielek, Pawelek,
and c o u n c i l candidate
Boehm.
In the Sayreville's GOP

column, Henry F. BlUe-
meyer is the mayoral hope-
ful, backed by the Sayre-
ville Republican Organiza-
tion. Joining his slate are
GOP organization backed
council candidates Joseph
C. Prato and Raymond J.
Freid.
Billemeyer's slate filed

as the Middlesex County
Republican Organization
slate.
An "Independent Republi-

can" slate, composed of
mayoral candidate Dr. Ed-
ward A. Jasionowski and
council candidate Joseph
A. O'Brien, is opposing the
organization'B choice in the
GOP primary.

Former D e m o c r a t i c
Councilman Walter Kross,
who went down to defeat
in the 1967 Democratic pri-
mary, filed ae an independ-
ent candidate for mayor
and therefore will not run
in the primary.
According to Sayreville's

Borough Clerk, Patrycia
Mazzocchi, the county
Democratic Organization
will decide which of the
local Democratic candi-
dates will use the regular
Democratic organization
designation OP the primary
ballot.
South Amboy's Democrats

filed 18 committee seat
petitions, and all but one,
Robert Letts, are Incum-
bents. Letis is running for
the Fourth Ward's first
district seat.

First Ward, first
district- Agnes Holton and
Frank O'Brien; second dis-
trict, Chester Ciszewski
and Margaret Surman;

POPPY SALE
Catholic War Veterans,

Sacred Heart Post 578, will
hold a Poppy Sale on May
18 after,all Masses at Sac-
red Heart Church. Post
Commander Adam I. Rep-
ka has asked all members
to participate.

The proposed purchase of
a new street sweeper was
the subject of heated dis-
cussion on the council floor
last Tuesday night.
When Ordinance No. 817,

which provides for the pur-
chase and the issuance of
bonds totaling $14,250, was
opened to public discussion,
Mrs. Virginia Stlllwagon
declared that the idea of
buying a new sweeper Is
"ridiculous. It just pushes
the dirt from one place to
another. A good windy day
will do the Job Just as
good".

Councilman Frank Zebro
answered Mrs. Stlllwagon
by saying, "You must be
referring to our present
sweeper which isn't work-
ing properly. We have had
this sweeper for eight years
and this is the first time we
have had a complaint of this
nature. The elevation sys-
tem, which lifts the dirt
and debris into the machine,
is broken and we have had
a price quoted to us for the
fixing of it, J 1,400. It would
also be necessary to have
the transmission and engine
overhauled and thie would
cost another $2,200. I can't
see throwing good money
after bad, because we would
not be guaranteed that the

..machine would be alright,
*even after these expendi-
. tures." -

At this point, Joseph Smith
of Amshore Gardens told
the council that he could
have the elevation system
fixed for $300. Council
President Fred Henry told
him, "We will have to pass
this ordinance tonight in
order to save the cost of
re-advertising and legal
fees, but, if you can come
back to us with a reputable
dealer's quote of $300, we'll
certainly take it under ad-
visement during the twenty-
day mandatory waiting
period on this ordinance.

When asked why the city
did not advertise for bids on
the sweeper, Mayor Peter
Rush explained that sweep-
ers were classified as spe-
cialized equ ipment and
state statutes did not re-
quire bidding because they
were in a non-competitive
category.

Edward Kaboski said, "I
heard that the present ma-
chine was a demonstrator
and maybe that is why it's
no good."

Rush denied this rumor by
saying, "I was on the
council when mis machine
was bought and if you have
any proof that it wasn't a
new machine, bring this
proof to us and we will turn
It over to OUT city attorney
for further action. We had
signed a contract that that
machine was brand-new."
The mayor explained that

the purchasing of the new
machine is being done on
the recommendations of the
foreman and the superin-
ment.
Kaboski, claiming that the

price of $14,250 is too high,
informed the council,
"There's someone down on
Rt. 34 who will sell you a
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machine at a lower price."
Zebro, saying, "This is

very hard to understand,
because we are dealing di-
rectly with the manufac-
turer s outlet In New
Jersey", asked Kaboski if
he saw this particular
model at "this place on
Rt. "
Kaboski said that hehadnt

seen this particular model
but the man had told him
(Kaboski) that he also
handled the other make.

This ordinance, on the
sweeper, was passed on the
second and final reading,
and is printed elsewhere
In this issue of the CITI-
ZEN. *.
The council passed, on

first reading, seven other
ordinances and these are
also printed elsewhere in
this issue of the CITIZEN.
Henry, in his remarks to
the council explained that
this action is in keeping
with the codifying and up-
dating of all the city's law*
and codes, as recommended
by the State Department of
Community Affairs. Henry
also announced that
Leonard Etz, of that de-
partment, is working with
the Board of Public Works,
"which also has the power
to pass ordinances, and we
are fortunate that they (the
b< ard) have used this power
judiciously, but we of the
council feel that those who
legislate for the city should
be voted for by the people
of the community."
Ordinance No. 818, is an

ordinance for regulating
the removal of snow and
ice. /
Ordinance No. 819 Is an

ordinance regulating litter.
Ordinance No. 820 regu-

lates pool and billiard play-
Ing in the city.
Ordinance No. 821 regu-

lates "Distress Sales".
Ordinance No'." 822 Is ah

ordinance regulating noise.
Ordinance No. 823 regu-

lates the distribution of
hand-bills.

Ordinance No, 824 Is an
ordinance regulating the
salaries of certain city em-
ployees.
In other business, the

council awarded the con-
tract for the installation of
sidewalks on Macedulski
Terrace and Cedar St., to
the El Cid Company of
Farmingdale. El Cid had
bid $3,088 for this work,
and Cardell of Keasbeyhad
bid $3,816.25.
Only one bid had been re-

ceived for the purchase of
a new dump truck and a
pick-up truck with a
spreader. June Motors had
bid $5,100 for the dump
truck, and $3,125 for the
pick-up. The council is
holding this bid for further
study. •

Mayor Rush proclaimed
May 15-June 15 as Cere-
bral Palsy Month, May 18th
as Senior Citizen's Week,
May 11th as Small Busi-
ness Week, and the week
of May 23 to the 30th, as
Poppy Sales Week.
The council, by resolu-

tion, has requested the
members of the Middlesex
County legislative body, to
have the state legislature to
aid or subsidize the Mara-
thon Bus Line with state
monies.

By resolution, the council
corrected an oversight of
several years ago, by deed-
ing, to the Sun Oil Company,
the dead ends of Augusta
St. and David St.
Mrs. Ann Bowman of

Catherine St. asked the
council to have the Board

of Health check the condi-
tion of the property near
the corner of Catherine
St. and Broadway.

Mrs. Bowman also called
attention to a neglected
water leak on Catherine
St., "which is very tempt-
ing to small children".

The council told Mrs.
Bowman that the owners of
a vacant and rundown house,
on Catherine St., will be
issued a summons in the
near future,

Kaboski took this occa-
sion to express his opinion
that the juvenile department
of the police force was un-
derstaffed. The mayor in-
formed Kaboski that he had
had no complaints from the
police chief, and if and when
that should occur, he (the
mayor) would so inform the
council and proper steps
would be taken to rectify
this condition.

James Inman requested
that the ends of Meachem
Drive be cleaned and also
the sand beneath the rail-
road bridge on Feltus St.
be removed.

The council informed In-
man that the sand had al-
ready been removed and
that the builder responsible
for this condition has been
told that he must keep this
area clean. A bill, for this
work done by the city, is
being presented to the
builder. 41 The council also
promised to have Meachem
Drive cleaned, and the
playground equipment of
Veteran's Field is to be
repaired.

Rush, In his statements to
the council, reported on a
r e c e n t meeting of the
mayors of Middlesex
County, held in Dunellen.
The mayor said that sev-
eral topics had been dis-
cussed, among them a fixed
tax rate for retired citi-
zens, a county garbage
dump, and railroad taxes.
Another such meeting will
be held in June, according
to Rush.
The Mayor also presented

a police report, covering
the first quarter of this
year, and he had many
words of praise for the
policemen who have or are
attending various police
schools.
