A &!an to regionalize the
South Amboy and Spotswood
school systems, which
would feature joint facili-
ties plus a reduction in
overall costs 1is being
studied by representatives
of both school districts’

William Kurtz, South Am-
boy Board of Education
president, said at last
week's regular board
meeting that the complete
study could be completed
by October.

Representatives from
both districts at the meet-
ing agreed to seek assist-
ance from.the state Board

of Education on the pro-
posed merge which would
bring, if implemented, one
board of education for both
municipalities and the di~
vision of school operating
COsSts Oh a per centage
basis,

If the two boards decide
to regionalize, the final
decision would be put to
the voters in both com-
munities ata special school
referendum to be held on
the same pre-designated
day in bgth South Amboy
and Spotswood.

Factors to be considered
by the team studying re-
glonalization would be op-
erating costs, school cur-
riculum and a site for fu-

ture construction, accord=

frg to Kurtz.
The two boards had first

checked the feasibility of
regionalization in April,
and a report issued at that
time by Superintendent
Eugene Dobrzynski of South

Amboy, Superintendent,
Landrum of Spotswood and
County Superintendent,

Robert Blunt cited many
advantages for regionaliz-
ing and the elimination of
problems common to both
districts.

Both Kurtz and Dobrzynski
have said they are in favor
of such a move.

Spotswood School Board
president John Bodnar has
not indicated who will rep-

If regionalization is ap-
proved, a high school would

. be constructed to accomo-

communities. However,
under this plan, studentsin
grades kindergarten to 8
would satill attend classes
in their respective munici-
palities.

Noting that land in South
Amboy and Spotswood is
at a premium, Kurtz felt
a school would probably be
build somewhere between
both municipalities, in
Sayreville, East Brunswick
or Madison Township.

At present, South Amboy’s
total student enrollment is
1,025, with some 300 in
Hoffman High School. In
Spotswood’s school system,
which has about 1,800 stu-
dents, nearly 500 attend
high school in nearby South
River.

Representing South Am-
boy in the joint regionali-
zation study with Kurtz will
be Stanley Kovaleski,
Joseph Keenan and Dob-
rzynski,

AMSHORE PROJECTS
NEAR COMPLETION

The city’s controversy
with the developers of the
Amshore sector of South
Amboy may be near its
.end. According to the
superintendent of the Board
of Public Works, Charles
Thompson, the water line,
complete with hydrants,
and the sewerge system,
complete with man-holes,
are awaiting the approval
of the board.

“It could be that they
(Amshore) is up to date
with us,”” said president
of the board, Woodrow Mc-

Carthy, adding, ‘‘if this is -

80, there is no reason why
the developer can’t go
ahead withhis building pro=
gram.”

In June of 1968, the board
and council had rescinded
the building and occupancy
permits of the builder when
he had failed to meet
certain requirements set
down in anagreement made
with the city in March 1968.

The c¢ity witheld the in-
stallation of water meters
unti! the developer had
completed the building of
mandatory manholes on the
sewerage system and in-
stalled a fire hydranton the
end of Pupek Road.

In the only other business
conducted at Tuesday’s
board meeting, the board
voted to approve Thomp-
son B8 action in collecting
deliquent water accounts,
According to the Superin-
tendent, $3,600 had been
owed to the city in past
due accounts, and he has
been able to reduce this
figure to $1,200.

Thompson has sent no-
tices to the effect that un-
less all water bills are
paid by the 15 of this mongh,
his department will turn
off the water sdrvice at
the curb,

He also reviewed the .

formula for water charges
stating that the bills are
determined by reading the

- meter to the nearest 50

cubic feet. Water rates for
the city are 65¢ per cu.
ft., with-a minimumcharge
of $6.50 per quarter. °

The commissioners were
scheduled to meet today in
Newark, but there was no
indication that Marathon’s
petition was on their regu-
lar meeting agenda.

A Superior Court order
has kept the line operat-
ing since Marathon's
owners, Kenneth Doukas
and Kenneth and Peter
Christopher of South Am-
boy announced the firm
would cease operations
earlier this spring.
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Split Sessions
May Be Etliminated

The Board of Education
met with the City Council
Monday to present COsts
and plans for portable
clagsrooms that would
eliminate split sessions in
the citys elementary
school. But the board was
told more facts were need-
ed before the council could
make a decision.

William Kurtz, board

Although the Board of Ed-
ucation is autonomousin its
policies, it must have ap-
proval from the Board of
School Estimate on moneys
not included in the achool
budget.

The cost of these class-
rooms, therefore, must be
approved by the Board of
School Estimate which con-
sigts of two board mem-
bers, two council members
dnd the mayor., _
"The board has said that
ten classrooms wouldtem-
porarily alleviate crowded
classroom conditions, Es~
timates from five compan-
ies were given at the meet-
ing,
