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Board Anticipates

Future Water Needs

In preparation for future

requirements of water con-
sumption in the city, the
Board of Public Works, at
last Tuesday's meeting,
voted to attend a hearing
in Trenton on June 9.

The hearing, which will
be held in the office of
the Water Policy and Sup-
" ply Division of the Depart-
ment of Conservation and
Econmomic Development,
Wil consider the applica-
tdon of the Madison Town-
ship Municipal Utilities
Authority for more water.

Madison hopes for ap-
proval .of plans to divert
an average of 7,750,000
gallons of water daily dur-
ing any month, from nine
existing wells and two new
wells. All thepe wells are
in either the Old Bridge
or Farrington sands, both
being scources for South
Amboy’s supply of water.

Superintendent Charles
Thompson told the board
that this action, on the
part of Madison Township,

may affect South Amboy 8 -

future demands for more
water and he urged the
board to have the cityengi-
neer attend this hearing.
very important that we pro=-
tect our future needs,”’
added, “the councilis talk-
ing industrial use on the
land-till, and we'll need
more water, the amount de-
pending on the projected
industry.”

Thompson informed the
board that the city is al-
lowed to pump more than
two million gailons of water
a day but is using only
one-half of this allotment.
He also pointed out that
when or if the time comes
to increase this amount,
more pumps will beneeded
for the expansion,

It was noted that in order
to get approval for the
usage of more than two
million gallons, the city
would have to show the
state that before allowing
more industry in the city,
guarantees wouldhave tobe
given that approval of this
increased water supply
would be assured.

A letter was received from
Joseph Doyle tendering his
resignation as water
meter reader. He had pre-
viously been on a leave of
absence from the depart-
ment‘

Thompson reported that
the city, railroad and the
developer of Amshore
Gardens are working on a
solution to the drainage
problem on Pupek Road.
It is hoped that a catch
basin, with a suitabie drain
pipe, will solve this prob-
lem.

BOARD SEEKS
OFFICE SPACE

The Board of Education
will request the deed for the
former Methodist Church
parsonage on John St, from
the city, and they expect
to reconvert the firet floor
into office space for the
superintendent and a meet-
ing room,

Supt. Eugene Dobrzynski
itemized the necessary
work, including repairs to
the roof and floors, lower-
ing of the ceiling, instal-
lation of toilet facilites,
etc., and he said individual
estimates on these repairs
for labor and materials
would total to between $5
and $6 thousand dollars.

The board would then use
their offices in the ele-
mentary school as a per-
manent remedial reading
room and as an office for
the elementary school
principal, who is currently
housed in a windowless,
converted storage closét.

Describing the pressing
need for more physical

space throughout the
school, Supt. Dobrynski
said, "‘we are extremely

in need of room.’

To alleviate crowding in
the high achool, the board
approved that a lumber
storage room used by the
shop classes be renovated
into a clasaroom. Approval
for this and two other sub-
standard rooms in the audi-
torium will be sought from
the county superintendent.

Continuing their talks on
regionalization, Supt. Dob~-
rzynski is meeting today
with Supt, Landrum of
Spotswood and County Supt.
Robert Blunt. ’

Two teachers for the ele~
mentary school were hired:
Miss Marie Wolania at a
salary of $6800 and Mrs.
Elizabeth Carroll at a
salary-ef $7300.

Resignations were re-
ceived from two teachers
who will be marrying this
summer and moving from
the district: Miss Joyce
Sharo and Miss Carol Cat-
aldo.

S\A. I'Iospital
Gets $700,000
Federal Grant

South Amboy Memorial

Hospital got a healthy .

$700,000 shot in the arm
last night when the New
Jersey Department of In-
stitutes and Agencies
awarded the hospital §1
in federal funds for Fiacal
1969 and $699,999 for Fis-
cal 1970,

The grant, which comes
from the $2.5 millfon of
federal Hill-Burton funds
provided to New Jersey’s
institutions, will be used
to construct a badly needed
addition to the hospital.
Without these funds, South
Amboy Memori{al would
have been forced to close
{ts doors to residents of
the Raritan Bay area,

Disposition of the federal
funds cuitminates a hectic
two months during which
some 30,000 area residents
from South Ambpy and
adjacent communities
banded together to protest
the possible closing of the
hospital by petitioning Gov.
Richard J. Hughees and other
state officials.

Daniel A. Zack, president
of the hospital’s Board of
Governors, said the moneys
were allocated in this man-
ner to give the board and
hospital’s administrators
adequate time to review the
three-year-old plans for
expansion of the existing
health facility.

Zack said the $1 token
grant, which will be re~
celved on July 1, was made
to insure that the remain-
ing $699,999 18 earmarked
for South Amboy for Julyl,
1970.

Disposition of the funds in
this manner will not delay
the hospital expans¥on proj-
ect, he noted, since the
money will not be needed
until next year.

Zack was present at the
Brunswick Inn, East Bruns-
wick, with Eugene Nieto,
the hospital’s administra-
tor, and Roger Buckelew,
assistant administrator,
when the award was an-
nounced at a special press
conference called by the
state Department of Insti-
tutes and Agencies,
