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'MIIIISTER NAMED 10 SCHOOL BOARD

Reverend Wilbur Newton,
pastor of the Presbyterian
Church, was appolnted to
the Board of Education by

Mayor JosePh P. Rush at
last Monday's city council
meeting.

Rev. Newton will serve the
unexpired term of Yincent
Higgins, who resigned{rom
the board last month. Hig-
gins had been appointed for
a five year term in Febru-
ary of this year, °*

The council received a
letter from The Holy Name
Society of the SacredHeart
Church, inviting the city to
participate in the yearly
ceremonial rites conducted
for the blessing of motor
vehicles,

Councilmen O’Leary and
Zebro sponsored a motion
to accept the invitation
written by Joseph Klimek,
secretary of the soclety.

A letter from the Board
of Education, asking for the
deed to the former Metho-
dist parsonage, was turned
over to the city atiorney,
John Mullane, for study
to determine best way to
transfer title on this prop-
erty. The board stated it
wished to use the building
for administrative pur=-
poses.

The council passed a res-
olution authorizing the pur-
chase of a new dumptruck,
for $5,100, from June
Motors of Woodbridge.

Ordinance No., 825,
printed in full elsewhere
in this issue of the
CITIZEN, was passed on
first reading. This ordi-
nance authorized the pur-
chase of the truck and pro-
vides for the issuance of
bonds to finance it.

On a motion made by
Zebro, the council voted
to accept informal bids on
a new pick-up truck with-
out a spreader. Since the
price will be below $2,500,
it will not be necessary
to advertise for bids. Mrs.
Natalie Brennan, city clerk,

-was authorized to notify at
least three truck dealers
of the surrounding area.

Zebro also asked the
mayor to withhold the
monthly check due the
Jersey Sanitation Company
of New Brunswick. Accord-
ing to the councilman, *‘I
am not satisfied with their
service. They miss picking
up garbage at several
houses and they have
caused property damage to
our street curbs.”

Zebro continued, ‘‘An-
other thing they’re doing
wrong is coming into town
at 4:30 and 5 o’clock in
the morning. Qur agree-
ment with the company
calls for a seven o’clock
start. In the summer time
we do allow them a half-
hour grace period.”

The mayor expressed his
approval of the council-
man 8 request, adding,

‘““the other morning, they
awakened me at 5:05 and
1 had them chased out of
town with the warning that
the next offense would bring
them a summons.’

Rush also announced that
the drainage problem of
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the Veterans Field would
soon be solved. He said,
work will scart this week.

In response (g0 a letter
written to the editor of
the CITIZEN, printedinthe
issue of May 22, Rushsaid,
‘““This administration is
trying to get ratables and
we're not concerned with
our standing with the
county. We’re concerned
with how we stand with the
people of South Amboy.”

The letter, written by Wil-
llamKurctz, stated that
South Amboy’s school tax
rate was the lowest in the
county, and the city tax rate
was the fifth highst tn
the county.

Discussing the studies of
the newly formed Charter
Study Commission, the
mayor reiterated his op-
position to a city adminis-
trator or manager, ‘‘I'm
against any sort of city
administration or manager.
I believe we shbuld have the
strong mayor-council Iype
of government. Council-
man Willam Q' Leary sup-
ported the mayor’s feel-
ings. ,

Fred Henry, council pres-
ident, noted that the com-~
mission has Btudied 23
municipalities that have
been operating under one
of the charter plans recom-

“mended by the state. These

studies have shown thatal-
though tax rates have in-

creased in these commun- .-

ittes over the past five
years, the level has not
been as great as in pre-
vious years, he said.

For members of the Gen-
eral Assembly on the Re-
publican ticket the voters
gave Kosteck 3B votes,
Dowling 42, Banick 67 and
Richards 67.

For the Board of Chosen
Freeholders, the Republi-
cans gave 44 votes to De-

In the Fourth Ward, in-
cumbent Allie Clark re-
ceived 126 botes.
