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Blunt Discusses

Stressing that he was not
trying to sell the public on
regionalization of the South
Amboy - Spotswood school
districts, but rather dis-
cussaing regionalization of
two or more school dis-
tricts in general, County
Schools Superintendent
Robert Blunt spoke last
week at a public meeting
of the South Ambhoy Civic
Association at which more
than half of the 35 or 40
people present were from
Spotswood.

The two districts are, ac-
cording to a report pre-
pared byStewart Landrum,
Spotswood superintendent,
Eugene Dobrzynski, South
Amboy superintendent, and
Blunt, compatible econom-
ically, edﬁg-;tionally and
culturally,

Discussion of possible re-
glonalization of the two dis-
tricts has been started by
their respective Boards of
Education because of exist-
ing school problems. South
Amboy needs a new high
school asthe current build-
ing, according to local
Board of Education mem-

" ber Fred Reese, is unable

to accomodate the growing
number of elementary
8chool students. This has
forced split sessions in
grades 1-6, Spotswood has
adequate space for their
elementary school pupils
but must send their high
school students to South
River. South River has re~
quested the state Depart~
ment of Education to end
their status as a receiving
district,

Spotswood residents told
Blunt that they felt South
Amboy had the greater
problem and that they en-
visioned South Amboy
bussing their grade school
students to Spotswood,

A Mrs, Connelly asked
why the state hasn’t stepped
in to relieve split sessions
in South Amboy,

In answer to one man's
statement that he under-
stood the meeting to be
about regionalization of
grades 9-12 instead of K-
12, ‘Blunt said he would
not be “a partyto’ region-
alization of just high school
classes. This, he explain-
ed, would be contrary to
existing recommendations
made be state study teams
that call for regionalizing
all. of New Jersey’s dis-
tricts into groups that
would have a minimum of
3500 students.

Early in his talk, Blunt
explained that South Amboy
would receive increased
state financial aid should
it regionalize. Currently,
South Amboy receives $75
per pupil while Spotswood
receives $165 per pupil,

districts would allow $160
per pupil.
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Regionalization

In answer to a question
on South Amboy’s state aid,
Blunt said it was based
on public sachool enroll-
ment, rather than on the
total student population.

Blunt stressed that before
regionalization can be a
fact, the districts involved
must each have a majority
agreement from their
voters on referendums
which are voted on the same
day. This then allows for a
regional board of educa-
tion which is responsible
for all school matters per-
taining to the new district.
He also said that neither
the Spotswood or South Am-
boy Board of Education
have made any commit-
mentg in this direction but
are only studying the pos~
sibility of such a move.

James Brennan, president
of the Civic Association,
8aid his group has nottaken
a stand for or against re-
glonalization, but is inter-~
ested in bringing all in-
formation to the public’s
attention.

Water Hearing
Continues

Superintendent Charles
[hompson informed the
Board of Public Worksthat
the hearing on Madison
Township’s request for
more water will continue
July 14,

At Tuesday’'s meeting of
the board, Thompson re-
ported that he had attended
the hearing held by the
Water Policy and Supply
Division of the Department
of Conservation held in
Trenton last Monday.

The superintendent in-
formed the board members
the plans of Madison Town~
ship, to divert more water
from the Farrington and
Old Bridge sands, met with
stiff opposition from Perth
Amboy, South River and
Sayreville officials, These
communities presented
written objections and due
to these objections, the
state continued the hear-
ing until July 14,

If there are no further
objections from any of the
surrounding  municipali-
ties, within five days be-
fore the 14th, the state
will consider the hearing
closed.

According to Thompson,
Madison’s main problem
lies in the transmission
and not the capacity of the
water supply. It was
brought out that salt water
intrusion of the sands is
steadily increasing, hence
the objections from the
aforementioned cities.

The superintendent also
announced that the water
department’s drive to col-
lect unpaid bills is pro-
gressing with'excellent re~
sults. .

President of the board,
Woodrow McCarthy asked
the board’s attorney,
Francis Reilly, if he had
studied the possibility of
legally holding water rates
at a minimum for retired
persons,

Reilly stated that he could
not find anything in the
Statutes saying thatitcould
not be done, neither did
he find anything stating that
it could be done. He will
check further with the
Public Utilities Commis-
sion, )

In keeping with the city’s
plan to change the pay
schedule for its employees,
the board passed Ordinance
No 24 which fixes, regu-
lates and determines the
salariesand wages for the
city employees.

This ordinance, intro-
duced by Commissioner
Richard Servis and
seconded by Commissioner
Chester Cizewski, will take
effect July 1.
