Patten assured the hospital officials that he s
vigorously opposed to the Proposed 2%, decrease in
‘“Medicare’’ and ‘“Medicaid’’ benefits and (that he is
a strong supporter of the hospital’s expansion program.
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Councilman William
O’Leary, addressing a con-
tigent of firemen at Tues-
day's council meeting,
stated, ‘' ifGod lets me live,
we will take some sort of
action on the proposed
truck at the second meeting
in July.”

South Amboy, will remind
them of their promise to
you,”’

Former Fire Chief, Louis
Nemeth, asked the council
why the Board of Educa-
tion had to enter the pic~
ture and O’Leary answered
him with, “The Fire De-
partment’s request is one
of many problems facing
the counci] and if the board
(of education) doesn’t re-
solve the split sessions
by July our commitments to
them will be canceled.”

Bernard Mackiel, a form-
er fire chief, claimed that

the city has been playing

‘‘ Russian Roulette’’ for the
past four years in that a
new piece of equipment is
needed to properly protect
the hospital.

O'Leary countered with,
““‘Bernie, we've been play-
ing that game for the past
forty years, ever since we
had the hosPital, bur first
things first.”

Nemeth asked, ‘‘If first
things come first, why don’t
we get our fire truck?”

O’Learyanswered Nemeth
with, ‘‘ That’s the Problem,
what comes first?"’

In othér business the
council listened to com-
plaints of citizens from the
Augusta and Rosewell
streets area in regards to
the dumping of garbage, de~
bris, abandoned automo-
biles and laundry water
dumped into the gutters.

Mrs. Brett claimed that
garbage was being dumped
in the old Star Field and
when she took the license
number of the car and
turned the information over
to the police, nothing had-
been done about it.

When Rush questioned her
about this, Mrs. Brett said
that it had happened about
a year ago. o '

O'Leary said, “Theseare
nasty people doing nasty
