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COUNCIL, SCHOOL BOARD TO MEET Nursing Awards Presented by Women's - Auxiliary

In a letter to the mayor
and council, the South Am-
boy Board of Education has
asked for a meeting of the
two bodies. The board has
opened negotiations to in-
stall eight modular units on
‘the same plot of ground

A motion, made by Coun-
cilman Willilam O’Leary
and seconded by Council-
man Al Clark, empowered
President of the Council,
Fred Henry to arrange for
the joint meeting.

The board also asked the
council for the deed to the
parsonage of the church
groperty on John St. The

oard wishes to use this
building for office space
and pointed out that state
law prevented the expendi-
ture of money for renova-
tions unless the property
was owned by the board.

A motion, made by Coun-
cilman Frank Zebro and
seconded by Councilman Al

Sorrentino, was passed by .

the council, which will
enable the city to lease the
property to the board. The
cost of the necessary re-
novations will be pald for
by the city council, through
the issuance of an emer-
gency bond,

BID ACCEPTED

The council received and
accepted a bid of $250 for
a parcel of land known as
lost 5, block 21. Louis and
Geraldine Kerekes of 358
Bordentown Ave, were the
only bidders for this prop-
erty.

In a letter to the council,
Benjamin and Anna Swiat-
kowski of 327 South Feltus
St., called their attention
to the heavy traffic on South
Feltus St. Claiming that
huge construction trucks
were using this residential
street and ruining the thin-
ly surfaced roads, the
Swiatkowskis felt that the
two county roadsi Pine Ave,
and Hi-way 35, “which are
purposely surfaced for
heavy traffic’’ should be
used,

The council will refer this
matter to the police depart-
ment.

In his remarks to the
mayor and council, at last
Tuesday’s meeting, Coun-
cilman - at - l.arge Fred
Henry commended the
Charter Study Commission
with these words; ‘I want
to congratulate the Char-
ter Study Commission for

This commission has
shown a most intelligent
