Highway Safety Bureau ,
Colonel D.B. Kelly appoint-
ed Lieutenant John T. Fog-
nand. Division T r a f f i c
Bureau, as project direc-

.of the equipment and train-
ing of 463 Troopers as
certified operators.
The new equipment con-

sists of electronic units
utilizing integrated circuits
and d i g i t a l computers,
more accurate than speed-
ometer clocking and more
versatile than radar, which
provides a read-out of the
calculated speed instantly
after the speed ha's been
determined.

The units operate on the
principle that speed equals
distance divided by time.
Troopers will be abre to
clock speeding vehicles
whether they are coming or
going, behind or ahead of
the patrol car, or even
moving on a cross street.
The device works whether
the patrol car Is parked
or moving and is accurate
to within 1/10 of a mile

per hour.
Here's how it works in

action: A Trooper spots a
possible v i o l a t o r . He
chooses any convenient
marker on the stretch of
highway being traveled and
starts his timer. He then
flips his time switch off
when the subject vehicle
passes a second marker.
The Trooper travels the
same distance in his patrol
car, flipping the distance
switch on at the first
marker and off at the
second. Now he has dis-

With the patrol car parked

off the highway, distance
between the two points has
already been measured and
speeding vehicles need only
be timed for an automatic
computation of miles per
hour.

SAFETY PROGRAM TIDDLER ON THE ROOF' NOW AT ARTS CENTER

Earth's First Defense
Against Moon Germs.

A commonly used antiseptic
will be mankind's first line of
defense against any organisms
that Apollo 11 astronauts might
bring back from the moon.

The deeontaminant is Beta-
dine antiseptic, prepared from
a chemical complex of polyvi-
nylpyrrolidone-iodine made by
GAF Corporation for The
& 4 £
and affiliates. Betadine, one of
the most potent antiseptic mi-
crobicides known to science and
medicine and widely used as a
surgical antiseptic, was selected
by NASA for the initial decon-
tamination of the capsule and
its astronauts. It provides rap-
id, broad-spectrum germicidal
action against micro organisms
causing infections in man, low-
er animals and plants.

Frogmen will leap into the
Pacific to secure the return cap-
sule. When the spacecraft hatch
is opened, the frogmen will give
the astronauts biological isola-
tion garments, which they will
don, and the Betadine antisep-
tic. The same antiseptic that
has been used as a spray for
skin irritations and wounds and
in skin diseases and mouthwash
gargles will be used by the as-
tronauts on their entire bodies
and over their special garments.

As the astronauts then enter
a .life raft, the frogmen will
spray Betadine over the raft,
the spacecraft hatch, the astro-
nauts and themselves in the
hope of eliminating any germs
that may have returned with
the ftr«t men on the moon.
