REPORT OF THE CHARTER STUDY COMMISSION

PART I
PRESENT GOVERNMENT OF THE

CITY OF SOUTH AMBOY

South Amboy was incorporated as a township in
1798 and at that time contained a much larger area
than it does today. From 1888 to 1908 South Amboy was
a borough and became a city on April 11, 1908. At
that time it came under the City's Act of 1897 which
is now referred to as the Wildwood Act. The city has
been governed by this act ever since. At present the
city has a land area of about one Bquare mile and a
population of approximately 10,000. This population
is relatively stable and it is expected that it will grow
moderately in the future.

The present government can be described as follows:
There is an elected mayor who 1B elected to serve

for a two year term at the General Election in November.
The Mayor has the power to appoint the members
of the Board of Public Works, the Library Board and
the Board of Education. In addition, he appoints the

" citizen members of the Planning Board. He does not,
however, have any power of appointment over the general
administrative offices that are governed by the City
Council. Nor does he appoint the members of the Board
of Adjustment. They are appointed by the BoArdof Public
Works, itself an appointed body. On the other hand,
the Police Department comes under his jurisdiction
and he has practically exclusive power over it. The
Mayor does not participate in the legislative power
of the city and has no voice in deliberations and no
vote on the Council except in the case of a tie. His
position is, therefore, somewhat ambiguous in that he
has considerable authority in some areas but virtually
none in the two important areas of general administra-
tion and policy making.

The Council consists of five Councilmen, four of whom
are elected by wards. The population of the four wards
has become unbalanced in recent years to the point
where Wards 2 and 3 combined are presently about
equal to Wards 1 and 4 individually. While the city
has been fortunate in having good men elected from
the wards to serve on the Council, it is nevertheless
true where there are four wards and only one Council-
man elected at large, that they tend to consider questions
of Interest to their individual wards to a greater extent
than the overall problems facing the city.

The Council, at present, appoints the Treasurer, the
Assessor, and such other officers as are required for
the general administration of the city government.-
The Council also exercises administrative responsi-
bilities over these activities with the advice of com-
mittee chairmen who are members of the Council.
However, the Council has no Jurisdiction over matters
pertaining to the Board of Public Works or the Board
of Health. Thus, while individual Councilmen have ad-
ministrative responsibilities through committee assign-
ments, neither individual Councilmen nor the Council
as a whole has authority over all of the city adminis-
tration, nor does any other entity within the city.
Rather, the general administration is divided into four
autonomous groupings consisting of the Police Depart-
ment under the Mayor, the public works function under
a Board of Public Works* the health function under a
Board of Health, and the rest under the City Council.

The Board of Public Works, as indicated earlier,
is an autonomous body having exclusive control over all

' utilities in the city. Its sfx members have ordinance
power as well as full administrative power to hire and
fire and set the terms and conditions of employment
of the employees of the city's utilities. Members are
appointed by the Mayor for three year terms on a
staggered basis. Since the Mayor is elected to serve
for two years, a Mayor who serves for only one term
of office would not gain political control of the board
through the appointing power. Here again, the c i# has
been fortunate in attracting fine outstanding men to
volunteer their services on the Board of Public Works.
The very structure of the board, however, makes it
impossible to exercise unified power over the city
administration.

A further anomaly exists in the power of the Board
of Public Works to exercise final approving authority
for zoning variances. While such power is provided
by general law for cities having an independent board
of public works, such provision was undoubtedly meant
for a board of public works that is elected as is the
case in some other cities. As it applies co South Amboy,
it confers this important final decision making power
on non-elected officials, thereby defeating the very
purpose of a final appeal from decisions made by

Snorkle Fire Truck Approved;
Enterprise Co. to Make Repairs
Ordinance No. 831,. which

provides for the issuance
of $66,500. in bonds for
the purchase of a new fire
truck, was passed on sec-
ond and final reading by the
council at its Tuesday night
meeting.

The estimated maximum
cost of the new equipment
will be in the neighborhood
of $70,000, the extra $3,500
coming from capital im-
provement funds.

Mayor P. Joseph Rush,
when the ordinance was
passed, congratulated the
council on its action, and
informed the contingent of
fifty firemen present, "I
am happy that this ordi-
nance passed. It is good
for the city."
A letter to the council,

from the Enterprise Com-
pany, informed the council
that a few necessary modi-
fications to the fire house
will be paid for by that
company. The front door
will have to be raised and
cabinets, in the rear of the
building, will have to be
moved in order to fit the
snorkle in the building.
The fire truck issue has

been with the council for
some time. In the latter
part of 1968, the fire de-
partment renewed its
request for a piece of e-
quipment to replace an
obsolete and worn out hook
and ladder truck.

At that time, Mayor
Schultz promised to look
into the financial situation
and give a definite answer
within a short time.

Councilmen Frank Zebro
and William O'Leary both
promised the firemen that

they would keep pushing for
a new truck and O'Leary
added that he would intro-
duce legislation to that
effect before the end of the
year.

President of the Council
Fred Henry told the fire-
men that a detailed study
of the city's finances would
have to be made, saying,
"We cannot be guilty of
irresponsible financing."
a detailed account of the
pressing and urgent needs
of the city which included
a new city hall, new school
and the mandatory tie-in
with the Middlesex County
Sewerage Authority all of
which added up to an es-
timated $3 million.

At subsequent meetings,
the public expressed con-
cern over the school situ-
ation and bowing to this
pressure, the firemen tem-
porarily withdrew their re-
quest.

When the city failed to act
on the new school this year,
the firemen renewed their

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Council Supports
Safety Squad

Against New Bill
The council and mayor,

at last Tuesday's meeting,
pledged their support to the
South Amboy First Aid and
Safety Squad in its fight
against the enactment a bill
known as "The Highway
Safety Act".

. Legislative Bill A-903,
according to the squad,
would have "far reaching
effects on volunteer ambu-
lance service within the
State/' The SAFAS contend
the bill was introduced in
bad faith. They claim that
State officials had pro-
mised an ad hoc committee
of the New Jersey State
First Aid Council an oppor-
tunity,, to screen the bill
before it was presented to
the legislature.

The squad also informed
the city fathers that, "this
bill completely ignores the
existence of the NJSFAC
and the prompt and effi-
cient emergency medical
service its members have
been giving on the highways
for the past 40 years."

The letter to the council
continues, "This bill per-
mits, but does not make
mandatory, the establish-
ment of an Advisory Coun-
cil on this important sub-
ject.

4. For this Advisory
Council the bill specifically
mentions representatives
of various organizations
but does nofe provide for
representation from the
organizations and indivi-
duals who are giving and
will continue to giveemer-
gency highway medical
service, namely;
(a.) Physicians; (b.) First

Aid and Rescue Squads;
(c.) Hospital personnel.

5. This bill requires each
political subdivision to es-
tablish a local highway
safety program. This could
mean the establishment of
617 separate programs
(596 municipalities and 21
counties) with all the unne-
cessary* > overlapping ex-
pense and inevitable confu-
sion.

6. It sets up another State
Governmental Department

ACTION DELAYED
ON MODULAR UNITS

In answer to a letter from
the Board of Education, re-
questing a meeting of the
Board of Estimate for the
purpose of renting modular
units for school space,
Mayor Joseph P. Rush had
this to say in a prepared
statement to the council,
"When I received the letter
from Mr. Kurtz (president
of the school board), I called
Council President Henry on
July 29 to inform him of the
request for a meeting of the
Board of School .Estimate
and find out what informa-
tion he received from our
city solicitor, John Mullane,
and City Auditor, Jasper
Johnson in regards to the
renting of modular units, if
they had to go out on bid or
not. They both stated that as
far as they knew it would
have to go out on bids.

The mayor continued,
"That day I called Super-
intendent of Schools, Mr.
E. S. Dobrzynski, and in-
formed him of same, and he
told me that I should call
Mr. Kurtz and inform him
and he also told me to ask
Mr. Kurtz to obtain per-
mission in writing from
the state for the use of
modular units. I called Mr.
Kurtz and told him to ob-
tain permission from the
state in writing and then
have a meeting with the
Board of Education to ad-
vertise for bids and when
bids were received and re-
solved by the Board of
Education, to let me know
and I would call a meeting
of the Board of Estimate. I
am waiting for the above
steps to be taken."

The council, upon request
of the mayor, agreed to
withhold action until the
stipulations of the mayor's
letter were met by the
Board of Education.

City Approves
Sand Dredging
South Amboy will again be

the scene of a sand-loading
operation as in years of
yore. The William J. Mc-
Cormack Sand Division,
Penn Industries, Inc. of
13*6 E. 57th St., New York
City, has applied to the De-
partment of the Army, En-
gineering Corp., for per-
mission to construct a solid
fill pier and dredge in the
Raritan Bay.
The company proposes to

construct a pier that will
extend 160 feet off shore
of the U. S. Bulkhead line,
the top of the pie.r to be
seven feet above mean high
water. The applicant also
proposes to dredge an ir-
regular shaped area to 14
feet below mean low water.
The dredged material, ap-
proximately 123,000 cubic
yards, is to be dispensed of
in a Government dumping
are and on the adjacent up-
land.
The determination as to

whether a permit will be
issued will be based on an
evaluation of alf relevant
factors including the effect
of the proposed work on
navigation, fish and wild-
life, conservation, pollu-
tion, and the general public
interest. Comrnenfs* on
these factors will be ac-
cepted and made part of the
record and will be con-
sidered in determining

Two other ordinances
were also passed by the
council at this meeting and
all three ordinances are
printed in full elsewhere in
this issue of the CITIZEN.
Ordinance No. 829 author-
izes the demolition of the
former Methodist Church
on John St., and Ordinance
No. 830 authorizes the re-
pairs to the parsonage of
that property. .

The contract for the
razing of the church was
awarded to V. Chevalier
and Sons of Say re vi lie.
Theirs w a s the only
received bid which was for
$4,600.

The parsonage, when re-
paired, will be leased to
the Board of Education for
use as an administrative
building.

The council also awarded
a $6,442.08 contract to A.
Sadowskl of Old Bridge for
the construction of a new
sewer line from Broadway
and Augusta St. the new
city hall on Broadway.

Phillip Purcell Jr. of No.
Pine Ave. was named to
the Tree Commission by
Rush. Purcell will replace
Robert Piskorski who
resigned from the commis-
sion last month. Piskorskl
moved to Sayreville.

In other business, the
council voted its approval
of the installation of a pub-
lic telephone in the block
between Kenry and David
Sts., on Broadway. This
approval is contingent upon
the amount of nuisance the
phone may cause. A pre-
vious phone in this neigh-
borhood had cost the city
a lot of trouble and had to
be removed.

The council received a
letter from the Baptist
Church inviting the city
fathers to participate in a
family service to be held at
11 a.m. on Sunday, Sept. 21.
According to the Rev,

David Brown, the church
and the citizens of South
Amboy " will express a
measure of appreciation to
you and honor the city coun-
cil ." The council voted to
accept thiB4nvitation.

A letter from June Motors
who had recently been a-
warded a contract to supply
a dump truck to the city,
informed the council that
" should an increase occur
(in the price of the truck)
it will be passed on to the
purchaser (the city)."

Zebro objected to this
proposal and moved that,
f'U they can't fulfill their
bid, it should be rejected
and the whole matter turned
over to the city attorney."
The council voted to
support Zebro's stand.

On a motion made by Hen-
ry, the council also voted
to advertise for and accept
bids for the purchase of fur-
niture for the new city hall.
The council passed a re-

solution naming the firm
of Wilentz, Goldman and
Spitzer of Perth Amboy to
represent the oity in a suit
brought about by Tlmm En-
terprises, Inc. City Attor-
ney John Mullane will be co-
counsel in the proceedings.

Mrs. Josephine Rehfuss of
Gordon St. complained to
the council that the Gillette
Trucking C o m p a n y was
"causing problems six or
seven days a week." She
told the council that the
trucks caused too much
noise tooearly in the morn-
ing and that old wrecks and
water-filled bodies were
creating a health hazard.

C o u n c i l m a n O'Leary
agreed that this created a
nuisance and a health haz-
ard and that the company
should be made to desist
from these practices or
made to move out of town.

Rush informed the council
that he has Instructed the
police department to patrol
Gordon St., during the hours
of the morning, and asked
that the residents of the
area call him if this doesn't
stop the racket. He stated
that Councilman Clark had
informed him of these con-
ditions and that he (Rush)
had already initiated the
corrective measures.

Henry, in his remarks to
the council, stated that the
new city hall i s about 35%
finished and that the build-
ing inspector, James F.
Coan, "Is very much on the
job, even though he doesn't
receive any fee for this par-
ticular job. He has correct-
ed many minor faults of
the contractors."

The mayor notified the
council that Captain Ray-
mond Mundy is acting police
chief during the vacation
of Edward O'Leary.

Blward Kaboski, Independ-
ent Candidate of the office
of Councilman of the First
Ward, questioned the coun-
cil on the salaries and job
descriptions of the clerk
and secretary of the Board
of Health. In answering him,
O'Leary said, "Everyone
has a right to question how
public monies are spent.
This is especially true at
budget time, which is the
most logical time to do this.
But, if you are here for
political expediency, I don't
appreciate having our time
wasted. If you want publi-
city, give out news releases
to the papers. In the mean-
time I suggest that you at-
tend the various commis-
sion meetings and find out
exactly what they do."

Kaboski, when questioned
as to whether or not he had
ever attended a Board of
Health meeting, admitted
doing so "about 15 years
ago. '

O Leary, in his remarks
to the council, suggested
that the council study the
possibility of raising the
fees of liquor licenses "a
couple of hundred dollars.
This will provide a sort of
sinking-fund to be used to
liquidate the license of any-
one desiring to go out of
business."

with unlimited powers to
establish rules and regula-
tions which would event-
ually stifle the volunteer
movement and cause it to
go out of existence. This
would throw the burden and
expense of providing mini-
mum ambulance coverage
back to each municipality.

7. Almost all volunteer
Squads within the State cur-
rently meet and usually
far exceed the Federal re-
quirements a 8 put forth in
Section 4.4.11 of the Na-
tional Highway Safety Act
of 1966.

8. All volunteer First Aid
performed within the State
is recognized by National
and Federal Standards. The
American Red Cross has
been established by Con-
gress and the U. S. Bureau
of Mines is a Federal agen-
cy. Can a State supercede
this?

In commenting on the
squad's letter, Mayor Rush
stated that under Bill A-903
first aid calls would have to
be relayed to and from New
Brunswick and the local
squads would lose their
self Identity and self rule.
The mayor promised to
bring this matter to the
attention of the Mayor's
conference, to be held in
the near future, and ask
that that body give its sup-
port to the defeat of this
bill.

Councilman William O'-
Leary added, "I have not
read this bill, but I am
willing to accept our
squad s report and their
thoughts on it."

whether it would be in the
best public interest to grant
a permit.

Any criticisms or pro-
tests regarding the pro-
posed work should be put
in writing and mailed to
the Department at 26 Fed-
eral Plaza, New York, N.Y.
10007, by Aug. 25.

According to Arthur W.
Burgess, an attorney for
the company, sand will be
distributed from this point
to various locations on the
east coast. The sand will
be delivered to the site by
rail and at no time will
trucks be permitted to de-
liver or remove sand from
South Amboy.

The company has re-
located rail sidings of the
old Star Field behind lower
Augusta St. in order to ac-
commodate adjacent prop-
erty owners. This was done
on request by the council
who will ask the company
to also install a fence be-
hind the homes of Augusta
St. for the safety of the
children of that area.

Councilman Al Sorrentino
informed the council that
he and the city's building
inspector, James F. Coan,
have met with representa-
tives of the company who
gave their assurance of
complete cooperation with
the city officials and city
ordinances. As the coun-
cilman put it, "They (the
company) promise to be
good neighbors."

Council President Fred
Henry stated that the land
in question is zoned for
heavy industry and that a
comparable business (the
coal docks) is nearby.

In an interview with the
former superintendent of
the public works board,
Michael Nagle, the Citizen
garnered some informa-
tion that may be of Interest
to its readers. Nagle re-
membered the sand opera-
tion that took place at the
Sand Dock, which was lo-
cated south of George St.
about where the Dohaney
Homes now stand.

As a boy, Mike watched
the sand-loaded drays,„
drawn by mules, comedown
John St. on their way from
Sayreville to the dock. He
told us that even in those
day8, the residents of the
streets complained of the

•noise, duet and confusion
created by this traffic.

According to Mike, there
was a small feed store
similar to Tom Capner'sat
the head of the dock and it
was owned by a man named
Lahue. Lahue also had a
scale on which the sand
wagons were weighed.

Small dump carts rolled
along a small-gauge rail-
road that extended along
the length of the dock and
terminated at a chute-like
affair that was used to
dump the sand in barges
and boats below.

The dump carts were
loaded by backing the sand
wagons up a ramp above the
rail-cars. The cars were
pushed by hand along the
tracks.

Mike, when asked about
possible dates on this busi-
ness, could only remember
that it must have been from
about 1890 to 1920. The ope-
ration tapered off when the
molding sand, mined by
Whitehead Brothers, ran
out.

A huge barn, corn field,
water Tspiggot and a water-
ing trough, made from a
hollowed out tree, in the
area of Bertram and Con-
logue Avenues is also re-
membered by Mike.

A.T. McMichaels, a for-
mer city engineer, bought
the abandoned dock, in con-
junction with a Douglas
Fischer, and they had plans
to lease it to the National
Lead Company. According
to Mike, that company had
plans for settling in South
Amboy, back in the early
thirties, but their contem-
plated site, the old Star
Field again, was too close

« to the residential section
of the city.

The New Jersey motor vehicle
accident reporting law requires
the driver of a vehicle Involved
in an accident where there is
injury, death or any property
damage to do all of the follow-
ing:

1. Stop at once as close as
possible to the scene of the
accident without obstructing
traffic any more than is
necessary.

2. Remain at the scene of the
accident until he has given
his name and address and
shown his driver license and
registration certificate to:
(a) the person injured or
whose property was dam-
aged; (b) the driver or oc-
cupants of the vehicle col-
lided with; (c) any police
officer; and (d) any other
witnesses. (If none of these
persons are in condition to
receive the information and
no police officer is present,
then the information must
be given to the nearest
office of the police agency
having jurisdiction.)

3. Give reasonable assistance
to anyone injured including
taking the person to a
hospital or doctor, if neces-
sary or requested by the
injured person. •

4. If the other vehicle or prop-
erty is unattended, locate,
and identify himself and the
owner of the vehicle he is
driving to the owner of the
other vehicle or property.
If an unattended vehicle is
struck and the driver or
owner cannot be located im-
mediately he may leave an
identifying note in a con-
spicuous place on the struck
vehicle. If property other
than a vehicle is struck and
the owner cannot be lo-
cated immediately he shall
give the identifying infor-
mation to the nearest office
of the police agency having
jurisdiction and to the own-
er of the property as soon
as he can be located.

5. Where the accident resulted
in injury or death or prop-
erty damage in excess of
•$200.00, report by the
quickest means of com-
munication to the nearest
office of the police agency
having jurisdiction AND
make .a written report with-
in five days to the Division
of Motor Vehicles on forms
provided by it.
*damage to property of any

one person in excess of $200.
PENALTIES

1. For failing to fulfill the
duties required in injury or
death accidents (other than
those in item 5 above) $100.
fine or 30 days in jail for
the first offense, $500 fine
or six months in jail for a
subsequent offense.

2. For failing to fulfill the
duties required in property
damage only accidents and
those in item 5 above, $25
to $100 fine or up to 30
days in jail for the first
offense and for a subsequent
offense a fine of $100 to
$200 or jail from 30 to 90
days.

3. For failing to fulfill the
duties in item 5 above the
Director may suspend the
driving and registration
privileges of the violator.

an accident, or interviews a
participant or witness to an

accident, must make a writ-
ten report to the Division
of Motor Vehicles within
five days on forms furnished
by it.

2. Persona in charge of a
garage or repair shop to
which is brought a vehicle
involved in an accident re-
quiring a written report to
the Division of Motor Ve-
hicles or having been struck
by a bullet are required to
report to the nearest office
of the police agency having
jurisdiction within 24 hours
giving the vehicle identifica-
tion information and, if
known, the name and ad-
dress of the owner or op-
erator of the vehicle. The
penalty for failing to com-
ply is a fine of $100 to $800
or jail for 30 to 90 days.

IMPORTANT
The duties apply to ac-
cidents occurring anywhere
in this State not just those
that happen on a public
hfghway.

Food for
Thought

Did you ever stop to think
when you open a package of
cake mix or a box of crackers
why the package is designed as
it is ? For example, the lining
of a box of cornflakes differs
from a box of cookies which
in turn differs from other con-
tainers for, say, flour, rice or
gelatin.

Actually designing contain-
ers represents a great many
hours of planning and experi-
mentation. Packaging engi-
neers, chemists, and food man-
ufacturers sometimes spend
years producing just the right
package for a product.

Far from being just a case
of eye-appeal, today's food
packages perform many func-
tions. They must protect the
food from any dust or dirt;
the loss of flavor, texture,
color; all spoilage, and bac-
terial contamination.

Even substances used in the
making of the packages come
under extensive testing. The
type of paper, kind of ink and
adhesives used also are ex-
amined carefully under ex-
pected conditions of storage
and use. Containers, too, must
have the approval of the U. S.
Food and Drag- Administra-
tion.

Thousands of years ago
primitive man probably
wrapped some meat in green
leaves to keep it clean—or per-
haps to keep it from drying
out. In any event, this original
packaging might have sparked
the first seasoning of food
since the leaves could have
given a new flavor to the meat.

Nowadays any cook worth
her salt knows that seasoning
is essential to make food more

, appetizing. In fact, it's been
~ said that food without season-

ing is like talk without reason-
ing. Imagine how dull life
would be if those 3,000 taste
buds on your tongue couldn't
detect sweet, sour, salty or
bitter flavors.

* * *

But did you know that tex-
ture also helps you distinguish
the full flavor of food ? Velvety,
smooth, rough, tender or oily
textures influence the degrees
of flavor. For example, the size
of sugar crystals will vary the
sweetness of the sugar. That's
why granulated or brown
sugar seems to taste sweeter
than fine powdered sugar.

And of course, your sense
of smell also adds to flavor im-
pressions. You know how taste-
less food seems when you have
a bad cold. But salt and many
spices have been used for cen-
turies to preserve food as well
as add flavor.
