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CHARTER STUDY REPORT

INCORPORATION AND POWERS
Article 2

C. 40.69A-26 Municipality governed by plan adopted.
2-1. Upon the adoption by the qualified voters of

any of (he optional forms of government set forth in
this act, the municipality shall thereafter be governed
by the plan adopted, by the provisions of this act com-
mon to optional plans and by all applicable provisions
of general law, subject to the transitional provisions
of article 17 of this act, unless and until the munici-
pality should adopt another form of government as pro-
vided by law.

C. 40:69A-27 To remain corporate entity.
2-2. Upon such adoption of a plan under this act,

the inhabitants of any municipality or municipalities
within the corporate limits as now or hereafter estab-
lished shall, be and remain a body corporate and politic
with perpetual succession, and with such corporate
name as it has heretofore adopted or may hereafter
adopt.

C. 40:69A-28 General law defined.
2-3. For the purposes of this act, a "general law"

shall be deemed to be any law or provision of law, not
inconsistent with this act, heretofore or hereafter
enacted which is by its terms applicable or available
to all municipalities, and the following additional laws
whether or not such additional laws are so applicable
or available to all municipalities: legislation relating
to taxation, local courts, education, health, public author-
ities serving more than one municipality, and munici-
palities in unsound financial condition.

C. 40:69A-29 Municipal powers.
2-4. Each municipality governed by an optional form

of government pursuant to this act shall, subject to the
provisions of this act or other general laws, have
full power to:

(a) organize and regulate its internal affairs, and to
establish, alter, and abolish offices, positions and
employments and to define the functions, powers and
duties thereof and fix their term, tenure and compensation-,

(b) adopt and enforce local police ordinances of all
kinds and impose penalties of fine not exceeding five
hundred dollars ($5OChOO) or imprisonment for any term
not exceeding ninety days or both for the violation
thereof; to construct, acquire, operate or maintain any
and all public improvements, projects or enterprises
for any public purpose, subject to referendum require-
ments otherwise imposed by law, and to exercise all
powers of local government in such manner as its
governing body may determine;

(c) sue and be sued, to have a. corporate seal, to
contract and be contracted with, to buy, sell, lease,
hold and dispose of real and personal property, to
appropriate and expend moneys, and to adopt, amend
and repeal such ordinances and resolutions as may
be required for the good government thereof;

(d) exercise powers of condemnation, borrowing and
taxation in the manner provided by general law.

MAYOR-COUNCIL PLAN F
Article 8

C. 40:69A-74 Form of government.
8-1. The form of government provided in this article

shall be known as the "mayor-council plan F" and
shall, together with articles 2 and 17 and sections 3-6
through 3-18, inclusive, of article 3, govern any muni-
cipality the voters of which have adopted it pursuant
to this act.

C. 40:69A-75 Governing body.
8-2. Each municipality hereunder shall be governed

by an elected council, and an elected mayor and by
such other officers and employees as may be duly
appointed pursuant to this article, general law or
ordinance.

C. 40:69A-76 Municipality divided into wards.
8-3. The municipality shall be divided,, into two

^war4a unless pursuant to the authority granted under
sections 1-13 or 1-19 of article 1, of this act, the
municipality is to consist of from three to six wards.

C. 40.-69A-77 Mayor, term.
8-4. The mayor shall be elected by the voters of

the municipality at the general election to be held on
the first Tuesday after the first Monday in November
or at such other times as may be provided by law for
holding general elections, and shall serve for a term
of four years beginning on the first day of January next
following his election.

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C. 40:6QA-78 Council, election, term.

8-5. The council shall consist of five members,
unless pursuant to the authority granted under sections
1-13 or 1-19 of article 1 of this act, the municipality
shall be governed by a council of seven or nine members.
Members of the council snail serve for a term of four
years, except as hereinafter provided for those first
elected, beginning on the first day of January next
following their election. They shall be elected at large
and by ward at the general election to be held on the
first Tuesday after the first Monday in November
or at such other time as may be provided by law for
holding general elections in the following manner:

(a) in a municipality having two wards and five
councilmen, one councilman shall be elected from each
ward and three at large;

(b) in a municipality having three wards and five
councilmen, one councilman shall be elected from each
ward and two at large;

(c) in a municipality having four wards and seven
councilmen, one councilman shall be elected from each
ward and three at large;

(d) in a municipality having five wards and nine council-
men, one councilman shall be elected from each ward
and four at large;

(e) in a municipality having six wards and nine
councilmen, one councilman shall be elected from each
ward and three at large.

G. 40:69A-79 Terms of first councilmen.
8-6. At the first election as provided in article 17

of this act, following the adoption by a municipality
of this plan, five, seven or nine councilmen, as pro-
vided in section 8-5 of this article, shall be elected.
The councilmen elected at large shall serve for a term
of four years and the councilmen elected from wards,
for a term of two years.

C. 40:69A-80 Vacancies.
8-7. Vacancies in any elective office shall be filled

for the remainder of the unexpfred term at the next
general election to be held not less than sixty days
after the occurrence of the vacancy. The council shall
fill the vacancy temporarily by appointment to serve
until the qualification of the person so elected. Any
person appointed to fill a vacancy shall be a member of
the same political party as the prior incumbent.

C. COUNCIL

C.40:69A-36 Legislative powers.
3-6. The legislative power of the municipality shall

be exercised by the municipal council, except as may
be otherwise provided by general law.

C. 40:69A-37 Additional powers.
3-7. The council, in addition to such other powers

and duties as may be conferred upon it by this charter
or otherwise by general law, may:

(a) require any municipal officer, in its discretion,
to prepare and submit sworn statements regarding his
official duties in the performance thereof, and other-
wise to investigate the conduct of any department, office
or agency of the municipal government;

(b) remove any municipal officer, other than the
mayor or a member of council, for cause, upon notice
and an opportunity to be heard.

C. 40-.69A-38 Municipal clerk, duties, qualifications.
3-8. The council shall appoint a municipal clerk,

who shall serve as clerk of the council, keep its minutes
and records of its proceedings, maintain and compile
its ordinances and resolutions as this act requires, and
perform such functions as may be required by law.
The municipal clerk shall, prior to his appointment,
have been qualified by training or experience to perform
the duties of the office.

COMMISSION RESUMES
FEDERAL AID STUDIES

A $25 billion puzzle —
why New Jersey remains
the poorest cousin in the
distribution of Federal aid
to the states — continues
to intrigue a special State
legislative c o m m i s s i o n
created to study the dis-
parity. The Commission,
which plans to resume pub-
lic hearing of the problem,
received testimony on
technicalities of Federal
aid formulas at its first
mid-summer session.

This showed that no mat-
ter how it is measured,
New Jersey fares poorly
in Federal aid distribution.
It paid the highest tax cost
for the $426 million in
grants received in fiscal
1968. It ranked 50th among
states in the percentage
that Federal Income re-
presents in total revenues
of all governmental units
in the State. Currently op-
erating Federal aid pro-
grams have been estimated
variously between 500 to
1,000. In dollars Federal
aid nationally grew from
$1.8 billion in fiscal 1948
to $20.8 billion last year.
It is expected to reach
$25 billion in fiscal year
1970.
Because of its favorable

economic position, small
size and quirks in Federal
grant formulas oriented to
rural areas, New Jersey
under the present system
will always be a "paying"
state in the aid distribution,
a representative of the New
Jersey Taxpayers Asso-
ciation said. Suggesting ul-
timate solution of New Jer-
sey's low aid woes may
lie in Washington, he listed
several moves in Congress
designed "to bring some
order out of the growing
confusion caused by the
multiplicity of Federal aid
programs. '

Frank Haines, NJTA's
Acting Executive Director,
suggested 15 questions
concerning administration
and direction of Federal
aid programs for perusal
in New Jersey. Among
these: the extent of New
Jersey participation in
Federal programs; pro-
grams available but not uti-
lized and the reasons for
non-participation; whether
there is a central point
in state government for
information on Federal
programs and qualifying
procedures; effect of Fed-
eral programs upon state
planning and budgeting; ad-
equacy of state executive
and legislative budget re-
view of Federally aided
programs, and the scope
of post audit and evaluation
to determine their effect-
iveness.

1 teaspoon vanilla

'/2 cup chopped nuts
'/2 cup semi sweet chocolate

chips
Melt chocolate with butter over hot water. Mix flour with

baking powder and salt. Beat eggs well; then gradually beat
in sugar.
