D. MAYOR AND ADMINISTRATION

C. 40:69A-39 Executive powers.
3-9. The executive power of the municipality shall
be exercised by the mayor.

C. 40:69A-40 Mayor’s duties.

3-10. The mayor shall enforce the charter and ordi-
nanceg of the municipality and all general laws ap-
plicable thereto. He shall annually report to the council
and the public on the work of the previous year and on
the condition and requirements of the municipal govern-

, ment and shall from time to time make such recom-
mendations for action by the council as he may deem
in the public interest. He “shall supervise all of the
departments of the municipal government and shall
require each department to make an annual and such
other reports of its work as he may deem desirable.

C. 40:69A-41 Adoption of ordinances; voting by mayor.

3-11. (a) Ordinances adopted by the council shall
be submitted to the mayor, and he shall within ten days
after receiving any ordinance, either approve the or-
dinance by affixing his signature thereto or return
it to the council by delivering it to the municipal
clerk together with a statement setting forth his ob-
jections thereto or to any item or part thereof. No
ordinance or any item or part thereof shall take effect
without the mayor’s approval, unless the mayor fails
to return an ordinance to the council within ten days
after it has been presented to him, or unless council
upon reconsideration thereof on or after the third day
following its return by the mayor shall be a vote of
two-thirds of the members resolve to override the
mayor’s veto,

(b) The mayor may attend meetings of council and
may take part in discussions of council but shall have
no vote except in the case of a tie on the question of
filling a vacancy in the council, in which case he may
cast the deciding vote.

C. 40:69A-42 Acting mayor. : .

3-12. The mayor shalldesignate the business adminis-
trator, any other department head, or the municipal
clerk to act as mayor, whenever the mayor shall be
prevented by absence from the municipality, disability
or other cause from attending to the duties of his
office. During such time the person so designated by
the mayor shall possess all the rights, powers, and
duties of mayor. Whenever the mayor shall have been
unable to attend to the duties of his office for a period
of sixty consecutive days for any of the above stated
reasons, an acting mayor shall be appointed by the

council, who shall succeed to all the rights, powers -

.and duties of the mayor or the then acting mayor.

C. 40:69A-43 Departments, limitation, directors, ap-
pointment @nd removal of subordinates; board of
alcoholic beverage control, :

3-13. (a) The municipality shall have a department
of administration and such other departments, not
exceeding 9 in number, as council may establish by
ordinance. All of the administrative functions, powers
and duties of the municipality, other than those vested
in the office of the municipal clerk, shall be allocated
and assigned among and within such departments.

(b) Each department shall be headed by a director,
who shall be appointed by the mayor with the advice
and consent of the council. Each department head shall
serve during the term of office of the mayor appointing

him, and until the appointment and qualification of
his successor,

(c) The mayor may in his discretion remove any
department head after notice and an opportunity to be
heard. Prior to removing a-department head the mayor
shall first file written notice of his intention with the
council, and such removal shall become effective on the
twentieth day after the filing of such notice unless the
council shall prior thereto have adopted a resolution

=«hy a 2/3 vote of the-whole-number of the councii, disap-

proving the removal.

(d) Departmentheads shallappoint subordinade officers
and employees within their respective departments and
may, with approval of the mayor, remove such officers
and employees subject to the provisions of the Revised
Statutes, Title 11, Civil Service, where that Title is
effective in the municipality, or other general law;
provided, however, that council may provide by ordinance

for the appointment and removal of specific boards or
commissions by the mayor.

CHARTER REFORM

PETITIONS SET

President of the Council
Fred Henry informed the
council that the necessary
number of signatures have
been obtained to place the
question of the proposed
charter change on the ballot
in November.

According to Henry more
than 1100 people have
signed the petition, 200
over the required 900, or
209 of the voter registra-
tion,

Earlier this year a com=-
cission had been formed to
study the existing city gov-
ernment and to recommend
changes ifany were needed.
This commission, which
was created at the sugges-
tion of the Office of Com-
munity Services, Depart-
ment of Community Affairs
of the State of New Jersey,
found that our present form
of government was obsolete
and archaic.

Based upon its study and
interviews, and response of
the members of the public
that have appeared at the
public meetings of the com-
mission, and an evaluation
of all the study materials
available to them, the
members-toncluded that a
new form of government
should be recommended for
the city.
