The South Amboy Public
School system, which now
has split sessions in the
first through sixth grades,
Is faced with the possi-
bility of split sessions for
some high school grades
should the enrollment con-
tinue to grow.
High School Principal

Adam Martin, addressing
the Board of Education at
their meeting last night,
said either "staggered or
split sessions" were pos-
sible in the near future.
He sa id there are cur-

rently three 7th grade sec-
tions comprised of 87 stu-
dents and that at least 90
students are expected in
this grade next year. The
total high school enroll-
ment so far, for grades
7-12, is 440'students while
there are 552 students in
the elementary school.

Last month the board peti-
tioned the Mayor and
Council for a meeting with
the Board of School Esti-
mate for funds for modular
classrooms as a temporary
measure to alleviate split
sessions. The meeting was
never held as Mayor P.
Joseph Rush informed the
board that it was necessary
to bid for the units before
a meeting with the Esti-
mate Board could be held
Last week Board Presi-

dent William Kurtz and
school Architect Thomas
Vail met with state educa-
tion officials on these units,
but since Mr. Kurtz was not
present at l a s t night's
meeting as he waB out of
town, no information was
available on the results of
that meeting.
The board, at their last

meeting, had speculated
the the modular units would
be installed by November
1, but it is not now known
when, or if, these units will
be secured.

TEACHERS HIRED
Supt. Eugene Dobrzynski

told the board that high
school t e a c h e r Thomas
Magielnickl had received
his induction notice and
that "replacing him would
be quite difficult." Mr.
Magielnicki is leaving Sep-
tember 25.

Two new teachers were
hired; Miss F r a n c e s
Onuska for the business
education department at a
salary of $7850 and Mrs.
Robert Poestch for the ele-
mentary school at a salary
of $8200. Miss Onuska
has three years experience

;-.,that includes teaching at
Middlesex County College
while Mrs. Poestch has
five years of teaching ex-
perience.

Also h i r e d was Mrs,
Barbara Webb who will be
placed on the substitute
list. Mrs. Webb will work
both as a study hall super-

) visor and clerk in the high
school.

guide and appointments that

include: John Zdanewlcz,
athletic director, intra-
murals boys coach and
v a r s i t y baseball coach;
John KovaleBkl, j u n i o r
varsity baseball and soccer
varsity coach; Raymond

ball coach; Miss Lynn
Search, cheerleader, in-
tramurals girls and girls
basketball coach; John

Works Board to install CHARTER STUDY REPORT
New Type Water Meter

On a motion made by Com-
missioner Richard Servis
at last Tuesday's meeting,
the Board of Public Works
voted to install a new type
of water meter to replace
old ones that break down.

The new meter will have
an external dial mounted
near the existing electrical
service meter and will be
connected to the inside
water meter by bell wire.
This new service will en-
able the meter to be read
from outdoors, thus eli-
minating the necessity of
the homeowner being in
when the meter-reader
calls.
According to Servis, this

new policy will, "over a
period of years, prove most
efficient and economical,"
The commissioner added,
"It 's about time the board
considered economy and
efficiency t h r o u g h the
usage of modern methods
rather than solving prob-
lems by hiring more and
more help."
The board's action will

make it mandatory for the
installation of the modern
meter in all new construc-
tion and the replacement of
all older types as they come
in for repairs. Servis
stated that it now costs
about $25 to repair the
older type and the newer
one would cost only $4.50
for repairs. The new meter
will have a five-year

- written guarantee, to the
user.

To further his stand on
efficiency and economy,
Servis pointed out that the
time saved on repairs of
the old meter, eight to ten
hours compared to about
one-half hour for the new
one, plus the time saved
on -reading the meters
throughout the town, will
eliminate the necessity of

hiring more help to meet
the growing demands for
service.
The board also approved

Superintendent Thompson's
plan to mail cards to home-
owners which will allow
them to take readings on
their existing meters. This
mailing will be sent to the
so - called "hard - core"
users who are very seldom
home when the meter -
reader calls. According to
Thompson, some meters

E. BUDGET AND CONTROL

C. 40:69A-45 Budget.
3-15, The municipal budget shall be prepared by the

mayor with the assistance of the business administrator.
During the month of November, the mayor shall require
all department heads to submit requests for appropria-
tions for the ensuing budget year, and to appear before
the mayor or the business administrator at public
hearings, which shall be held during that month, on
the various requests.

C. 40;69A-46 Budget submitted to council.
3-16. On or before the fifteenth day of January the

mayor shall submit to council his recommended budget
together with such explanatory comment or statement
as he may deem desirable. The budget shall be in such
form as is required by law for municipal budgets, and
shall in addition have appended thereto a detailed
analysis of the various items of expenditure and revenue.
Council may reduce any item or items in the mayor's
budget by a vote of a majority of the council, but an
increase in any item or items therein shall become
effective only upon an affirmative vote of two-thirds
of the members of council.

C. 40:69A-47 Work programs; quarterly allotments.
3-17. The council shall /wiiere practicable;. provide,. ..

for the maintenance of a system of work programs and"
quarterly allotments, for operation of the budget. It
shall be the duty o£ the officer or department administer-
ing any such program to develop and report appropriate
unit costs of budgeted expenditures.

C. 40:69A-48 Financial control.
3-18. The council shall provide by ordinance for

the exercise of a control function, in the management
of the finances bf the municipality, by some officer

' other than the business administrator. The control
function shall include provision for an encumberance
system of budget operation, for expenditures only upon
written requisition, for the preaudit of all claims and
demands against the municipality prior to payment,
and for the control of all payments out of any public
funds by individual warrants for each payment to the
offical hafing custody thereof.

C. 4O:69A-19 Petition for adoption of optional plan.
1-19. Upon petition of the registered voters of any

municipality,an election shall be held in the municipality
upon the question of adopting any of the optional plans
of government provided in articles 3 through 16, inclusive,
of this act. The petition calling for such election shall
be subject to the provisions of section 1-lb hereof
and shall' be signed by the following per centum of
registered voters of the municipality:

section 1-13 of this article and the question to be placed
upon the ballot shall be in the same form as is required
by section 1-14 of this article.

can be read only once a
year, rather than the cus-
tomary four timeB per year.

The board passed an em-
ergency resolution that will
provide funds for manda-
tory sick-leave time of city
employees. This Civil Ser-
vice item was not included
in the budget and has been
brought to a head by the
absence of an employee due
to a prolonged illness. A
re-shuffling of the board's
employees, and the hiring
of a new employee on a
temporary basis will help
s o l v e the department's
problem caused by the ill-
ness of one of their key
men.
Thompson, in his report

to the board, noted that
four employees will attend
the Middlesex County Vo-
cational School to take the
courses offered In "Intro-
duction To Water and Waste
Water Treatment".
