"We (the city) have not
accepted title to the Bar-
kalow Street playground,
therefore we are not res-
ponsible for its condition."
With these wods, Council-
man Frank Zebro explain-
ed the position of the city
in the controversy over
the condition of die play-
ground area of the Am-
shore development.
According to Zebro, ex-

plaining the situation at
last Tuesday's council
meeting, the owner of the
development has promised
to rectify the condition by
November 15. LeonKozioi
of Amah ore attended the
business meeting of the
council last Monday and
promised that vegetation
of sorts will be planted
on the hillside near the
playground. Erosion of
the bank has caused the
area to be filled with mud
after each rainstorm.

ZeTiTo claimed that Koziol
has promised to take this
action "for the past two
years and if he fails to do
so this time, I will ask that
all his building permits and
occupancy certificates be
denied until he completes
this Job.

The councilman explained
that the street department
had been to the playground
area "at least nine times
to cl«" * c ba^kcball
court, the street and the
drains, and this isn't even
part of our job. because the
city has not officially taken
over this playground." He
added, "And we won't ac-
cept it until the Job is
properly done."

The South Amboy Boat
Club requested and re-
ceived permission to lo-
cate a house trailer on
club property. Placed
there about three months
ago, the trailer is being
used by a watchman who
has been hired by the club.

The council agreed to
grant the club's request
for a period of one year,
with a renewal clause.

In a letter to the council,
Building Inspector James
F. Coan requested that ap-
propriate action be taken to
eliminate the health and
safety hazards created by
the vacant building on 100
So. Broadway. Last year
this building had a f*re
and has been vacant ever
since. Again, last Monday,
another fire broke out in
it endangering nearby
buildings.

The council promised that
legal action will betaken
against the owner if he
fails to comply with the
recommendations of the

. bulging Inspector, firede-
-partment and Heaitff de-
partment.

In a production report to
the council, Frederick N.
Fischer announced that the
new city hall is 60% com-
pleted and that the brick
veneer is 100% finished
on the exterior of the build-
ing. Fischer is the ar-
chitect hired by the city.

E. LOCAL LEGISLATION

C. 40:69A-179 Meetings of council, open to public,
minutes.

17-30. The council shall by ordinance or resolution
designate the time of holding regular meetings, which
shall be at least monthly. The mayor may, and upon

^written request of a majority of the members of the
council, shall, call a special meeting of the council.
In the call he shall designate the purpose of the special
meeting and no other business shall be considered.
All meetings of the council shall be open to the public.
The municipal clerk shall keep a Journal of its pro-
ceedings and record the minutes of every meeting.

C. 4O.69A-180 Rules of procedure. .,
17-31. (a) Councfl shall determine its own rules of

procedure, not inconsistent with ordinance or statute.
A majority of the whole number of members of the
council shall constitute a quorum, but no ordinance
shall be adopted by the council without the affirmative
vote of a majority of all the members of the council.

(b) Each ordinance or resolution shall be introduced
in written or typewritten form and shall be read and
considered as provided by general law. The vote upon
every motion, resolution or ordinance shall be taken
by roll call and the yeas and nays shall be entered on
the minutes. The minutes of each meeting shall be
signed by the officer presiding at such meeting and by
the municipal clerk.

(c) The council at its organization meeting shall
elect a president of the council from among the members
thereof and he shall preside at its meetings and perform
such other duties as the council may prescribe. In
the absence of the president, the council shall elect
a temporary presiding officer. The compensation of the
mayor, councilmen and department heads shall be fixed
by the council immediately after its organization.
Amended P.L. 1954, c 69.
