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CHARTER STUDY REPORT

C. 40:69A-181 Adoption and publication of ordinances;
proviso,

17-32, (a) Except as may otherwise be provided
in this act, all ordinances shall be adopted and published
in the manner required by general law; provided, how-
ever, that any ordinance may incorporate by reference
any standard technical regulations or code, official or
unofficial, which need not be so published whenever
ten copies of said regulations or code have been placed
on file in the office of the municipal clerk and in the
office of the body or department charged with the enforce-
ment of sald ordinance for the examination of the
public so long as said ordinance is in effect.

(b) No ordinance other than the local budget ordinance
shall take effect less than twenty days after its final
passage by council and approval by the mayor where
such approval is required, unlese the council shall
adopt a resolution declaring an emergency and at
least two-thirds of all the members of the council
vote in favor of such resolution.

C. 40:69A-182 Ordinances, compiling, codifying, index~
ing, binding.

17-33. The municipal clerk shall recordall ordinances
and resolutions adopted by council and at the close
of each year, with the advice and assistance of the
municipal attorney, shall bind, compile or codify all
the ordinances and resolutions, or true copies thereof,
of the municipality which then remain in force and
effect. He shall also properly index the record books,
compilation or codification or ordinances and resolutions.

C. 40:69A-183 Rules and regulations, filing, publishing.

17-34. No rule or regulation made by any depart-
ment, officer, agency or authority of the municipality,
except such as relates to the organization or internal
management of the municipal government or a part
thereof, shall take effect until it is filed either with
the municipal clerk or in such other manner as may
be provided by ordinance. The council shall provide
for the prompt publication of such rules and regulations.

F. INITIATIVE AND RE FERENDUM

C. 40:69A-184 Initating ordinances.

17-35. The voters of any municipality may propose
any ordinance and may adopt or reject the same as the
polls, such power being known as the initiative. Any
initiated orginance may be submitted to the municipal
council by a petition signed (a) in the case of munici-
palities of 70,000 or less inhabitants, by twenty-five
per centum (25%) of the registered voters of the muni-
cipality, and (b) in the case of municipalities of more
than 70,000 inhabitants, by fifteen per centum (15%)
" of the registered voters of the municipality; except
that in the case of municipalities in counties of the first
class having a population in excess of 800,000, any
of the first class having a population in excess of 800,000,
any such initiated ordinance may be submitted to the
municipal council by a petition signed by voters of
the municipality, equal to, or in excess of, in numbers,
fifteen per. centum (15%) of the valid votes cast in the
municipality at the last preceding election for members
of the General Assembly.

C. 40:69A-185 Voters given referendum power,

17-36. The voters shall also have the power of
referendum which is the power to approve or reject
at the polls any ordinance submitted by the council
to the voters or any ordinance passed by the council,
against which a referendum petition has been filed as
herein provided. No ordinance passed by the municipal
council, except when otherwise required by general law
or permitted by the provisions of section 17-32 (b) of
this act, shall take effect before twenty days from the
time of its final passage and its approval by the mayor
where such approval is required. If within twenty
days after such findl passage and approval of such ordi-
nance a petition protesting against the passage of such
ordinance shall be filed with the municipal clerk and if
the petition shall be signed in the case of municipalities
of 70,000 or less inhabitants by twenty-five per centum

(25%)--of the registered voters of the municipality.

and in the case of municipalities of more than 70,000
inhabitants, by fifteen per centum (15%) of the registered
voters of the municipality, or in the case of muni-
cipalities in counties of the first clall having a popula-
tion in excess of 800,000, by voters of the munici-
pality, equal to, or in excess of, in numbers fifteen
per centum (15%) of the valid votes cast in the munici-
pality at the last preceding election for members of the
General Assembly, the ordinance shall be suspended
from taking effect until proceedings are had as herein
provided.

Modular Units Approved
By Board of Estimate

A unanimous vote of ap-
proval was given by the
Board of School Estimate,
at last Friday’s special
meeting, for the funding of
modular unitsto relieve the
overcrowded elementary
classrooms in the public
school system.

An  appropriation  of
$50,120 was voted by the
board for the rental and
installation of eight mod-
ular units to be placed on
the site of the asphalt
basketball courts behind
the present elementary
school and Hoffman High
School.

The cost of one year’s
lease is $28,000 plus an
estimated $300 for insur-
ance, and this lease is ex-
pected to run for an esti-
mated five years. The cost
of the . site preparation,
electrical and plumbing
work and the insurance for
the first year will amount
to $22,120. .

Two of the five-member
board, Mayor Joseph P.
Rush and Third Ward
Councilman William
O’Leary, while voting ap-
preval, qualified their stand
with statements against a
proposed regional school
and for a local school to
be built "on the site of
the old city hall.

Rush emphasized that the
usage of modular units is
only a tempqrary solution
“go the chmiren's educa-
tion doesn’t suffer. I want
our own high school so our
children are taught in the
city of South Amboy."”
O’Leary, in a prepared
statement, had this to say,
“I would like to qualify
my vote, 1 was amazed at
the opposition to this ex-
penditure, but we have al-
ways had people who are
opposed to spending re-
gardless of the worthiness
of the cause. '

1 am voting yes for this
emergency appropriation. [
am extremely aware of the
many inconveniences ex-
perienced by the mothers

with children on split ses~

sions. Rushing her little
ones off to the morning
session,  starting  her

household chores and then
stopping to get her second
group off to the afternoon
session. And when she
turns around those attend-
ing the morning session
are back home.

Butr even more important
than these irritating incon-
veniences is the injustice
to the childrenthemselves.
The valuable classroom
time they are losing. The
hours of lost instruction,
The hours of exposure to
their teachers and class-
mates they are being de-
prived of.

The only way it can
win is if there is a bliz-
zard the day of election
and the people stay home.
1 don’t mean to be funny but

regionalizing: 1 accept the
fact that a broader base
curriculum can be offered
ata cheaper per,capitacost.
That is the only plus I
can think of. The minuses
far out-welgh the single
plus. Purchase of land, bus
transportation are among
the pstaggering costs we

VANDALISM
CONTINUES AT
PUBLIC SCHOOL

Continued vandalism on
the public school buildings
has forced the Board of
i-ducation to hire two Police:
Reserves officers for
nightly surveillance of
school properties.
Superintendent bugene
Dobrzynski reported last
night that since the opening
of school a number of win-
dows have been broken and
replaced and that since
Monday three more win-
dows were broken. On
October 6, he reported, two
door handles were ripped
out and, at a later date,
a fire extinguisher was re-
moved from the building.
Another maintenance
problem encounteredby the
board is the empty wine,
beer and soda bottles that
are continuously thrown on
the school grounds.
Frederic Reese said he
was concerned about the
broken glass on the grounds
and, on his recommenda-
tion, the board said they
would consider hiring ad-
ditional janitorial help, if
necessary, to clean the
debris. Supt., Dobrzynski
said much of this debris
accumulated during week-
ends but that he felt the
presence of the officers
will decidedly cut down on
this littering.

POLICY DISCUSSED

A recommendation by the
superintendent to adopt
policy on failures and pro-
motions of high school stu-
dents was tabled for further
discussion and revisionata
conference on October 30.

The suggestion, initially
made by the South Amboy
Education Association
Policy Committee and re-
viewed by High School
Prigcipal Adam Martinand
Mr. Dobrzymeki would have
created guidelines by which
students with failures in
required courses could
make up courses.

The SAEA had recom-
mended that “‘pupils fail-
ing three or more subjects
...be retained in the grade
level in which the three or
more failures were given,
to repeat in the following
year only the subjegts
failed.”” The suggestion
also called for attendance
at a certified summer
school to make up no more
than two failed subjects.
Mr. Dobrzynski explained
that the length of summer
sessions allows only two
courses to be taken at the
same time.

Mr, Reese had objected

. to the wording of a sug-
gestion that satd students
with one or two Tailures
‘“must attend a certified
summer school.” He sug-
gesced that this be phrased

‘these are requirements
needed to graduate.”

Where a student has failed
three or more subjects, it
was recommended that the
“‘pupil ... be permitted to
advance to the next level”
after attendance at sum-

~mer school provided they
are willing to change to a

" less challenging course
level,”’ ‘

The board was unanimous
in favor of the policy, but
decided to postpone deci-
sion until they have had a
chance 1o reword it. On
Mr. Martin’s suggestion,’
the policy committee will
consist of board, admini-
stration andefaculty mem-
bers.
