Letter to the Editor:

After reading the charges that Mr. Edmund Kaboski
made against me from time to time, 1 feel that it is
my duty to expose this candidate’s lack of considera-
tion for his prospective customers and his lack of

It is my opinion that Mr. Kaboski, an independent
city councilman candidate has developed a deep re-
sentment against me.

A few years later he approached me again after being
directed to me with his problem by the Mayor and
Council. This time he wanted a food license to store
bakery goods. He further stated that he was concentrat-
ing on a new product instead of an expanded bakery.
The new product was named ‘‘Lax-O-Cookie’”. 1 had
pointed out to him that from his description that this
was apparently a new drug item and would be subject
to Food and Drug laws as stated in Chapter 6 Article
24:6A-1 and 2,

1 tried to assure him that this procédure was necessary
and would not only protect himself but would assure
his propective customers that this new product was
not only produced under proper conditions but would
be accepted with confidence as being safe for use.
He did not agree with me and became very argumenta-
tive stating that [ desired his ‘“secret formula and go
into the business myself.”

Since it was his intention to place this item on
the market within a few months and in order to bring
this controversy to a conclusion I requested that he
submit in writing a statement attesting this product
was not a drug. Upon receipt of this letter a food
license was given to him,

[t became ciear to me that [ had to seize a sample
of this product to determine whether or not sucha
drug is safe for use. A list of the articles used as
components of such a drug. A full description of the
methods used in, and the facilities and controls used
f’ox tbe manufacture, processing and packing of such a
rug,

On July l4th during a routine inspection, [ noted

own initiative distributed his product to the varjous stores
without first determing whether it was safe or not for

pult is my g;)mion that he showed a higher degree
for financial interest in exploiting his new p_roduct
rather than making certain that his lax O cookie met
the requirements of the Food and Drug Laws.

My only concern was to make certain that his new
product was produced in a clean and wholesome place
and to be sure that the public was getting a product
guaranteed by the Food and Drug Administration as
being safe for use. He refused to cooperate and on his
own by passed all authority and placed the item in the
various stores in the area which was seized and em-
bargoed by the Food and Drug administration.

COUNTY HEALTH DEPARTMENT
REPORTS ON FINDINGS

In a letter to the pres-
ident of the local Board
of Health, Fred Farrell,
Laszlo Szabo, Director of
the County Health Depart-
ment, reported on his find-
ings of the dumping of deb-
ris and garbage along the
railroad tracks.

In his letter, which was
made public at last Tues-
day’s council meeting, Sza-
bo stated that he had made
the investigation at the re-
quest of the State Health
Department and Edward
Kaboski, Independent Can-
didate for the council seat
of the First Ward.

Szabo informed Kaboski
that Edward Powers, could
