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CHARTER STUDY REPORT LOCAL ELECTION CENTERS ON COUNCIL SEATS:

With this issue of the CITIZEN we conclude the
Charter Study Report., We hope it will aid you, the
voters, in choosing which form of government you
think best for the city of South Amboy.

C. 40:69A-187 Filing, examination, certification.

17-38. All petdtion papers comprising an initiative or
rederendum petition shall be assembled and filed with
the municipal clerk as one instrument, Within twenty
days after a petidon is filed, the municipal clerk shall
determine whether each paper of the petition has a
proper statement of the circulator and whether the
petition is signed by a sufficient number of qualified
voters. After completing his examination of the petition,
the municipal clerk shall certify the result thereof to
the council at its next regular meeting. If he shall
certify that the petitton is insufficient he shall set forth
in his certificate the particulars in which it is defective
and shall at once notify at least two members of the
committee of the Petitioners of his findings.

C. 40:69A-188 Petition amendment.

17-39. An initiative or referendum petition may be
amended at any time within ten days after the notifi-
cation of insufficlency has been served by the municipal
clerk, by filing a supplementary petition upon additional
papers signed and filed as provided incase of an original
petition., The municipal clerk shall, within five days
after such an amendment is filed, examine the amended
petition and, if the petition be still insufficient, he shall
file his certificate to that effect in his office and notify
the Committee of the Petitioners of his findings and no
furcher action shall be had on such insufficient petition.
The finding of the insufficiency of a petidon shall not
prejudice the filing of a new petition for the same
purpose.

C. 40:69A-189 Effect of filing referendum petition.

17-40, Upon the filing of a referendum petition
with the municipal clerk, the ordinance shall be suspended
until ten days following a finding by the municipal clerk
that the petition 18 ingufficient or, if an amended petition
be filed, until five days thereafter; or, if the petition
or amended petition be found to be sufficient, until it
be withdrawn by the Committee of the Petitioners or
until repeal of the ordinance by vote of the council or
approval or disapproval of the ordinance by the voters.

C. 40:69A-190 Initiative ordinance submitted to council.

17-41, Upon a finding by the municipal clerk that
any petition or amended’ petition filed with him in ac-
cordince with this act is sufficient the clerk shall
submit the same to the municipal council without delay.
An Initiative ordinance so submitted shall be deemed

.to have had first reading and provision shall be made

for a public hearing.

C. 40:69A~191 Petition withdrawal request.

17-42, If within sixty days of the submission of a
certified petition by the municipal clerk the council shall
fail to pass an ordinance requested by an initiative
petition in substantially the form requested or to repeal
an ordinance as requested by a referendum petition, the
municipal clerk shall submit the ordinance to the
voters unless, within ten days after final adverse action
by the council or after the expiraticn of the time allowed
for such action, as the case may be, a paper signed by
at least four of the five members of the Committee of
the Petitioners shall be filed with the municipal clerk
requesting that the petition be withdrawn, Upon the
filing of such a request, the original petition shall
cease t¢ have any force or effect.

C. 40:69A-192 Ordinance submitted to voters.

17-43. Any ordinance to be voted on by the voters
in accordance with section 17-36 or section 17-42 of
this article shall be submitted at the next general or
regular municipal election occurring not less than
sixty days after the date of final action by council or
the expiration of the time allowed for action by council
in section 17-42 of this article, as the case may be,
provided that if no such election is.to be held within
ninety days the council may in its discretion provide
for a special election,

A i0:69A-193  Limits number of special elections,

17-44, Any number of proposed ordinances may be
voted upon at the same election in accordance with the
provisions of this article, but there ghall not be more
than one special election in any period of six months
for such purpose. -

C. 40:69A-194 Publishing ordinances; time,
17-45, Whenever an ordinance is to be submitted to
the voters of the municipality atany election in accordance

In a recent news release
to the CITIZEN, President
of the Council Fred Henry
and Board of Public Works
Commissioner Richard
Servis strongly urge the
voters of South Amboy to
support the referendum on
the proposed charter
change in this city.

“A ‘yes’ vote for this
referendum, on next Tues-

end to our. present form of
govenment which has been
provenarchaic and obsolete
by the non-partisan Charter
Study Commissionappoint-
ed by the mayor and
council,” said Henry and
Servis.

On March 18 of this year,
a non - partisan Charter
Study Commission was
formed by the mayor and
council. Members of this
commission were-Richard
Servis, chairman; Edward
Lake; John Connors;
Thomas O’Brien and John
Jankowski. Alternate
members were John Mul-
lane and John Kelly.

This commission was
formed to comply with the
request of the Office of
Community Services, De-
partment of Community Af
fairs of the State of New

Jersey. The state depart-
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Change

ment strongly suggested
that South Amboy's 60 year
vld city government was too
inadequate to cope with
present day situations.
Studies by the commis-
sion, into the varioustypes
of governments offered
under the Faulkner Act,
confirmed the fact that
South Amboy’s citygovern-
mental structure was
‘““fragmented and did not
permit the exercise of
overall supervision of the
activities of the govern-
ment by a single line of
authority from either
elected or appointed of-
ficials.”

SPEAK OUT

Councilmen Frank Zebro
and Al Clark, incumbent
candidates for the lst and
4th Wards respectively,
both aired thefr views on
the forthcoming election at
a rally held last Tuesday
night in the Democratic
headquarters on Augusta
St.

Zebro stressed the im-
portance of solving the
problem of the school situ-
ation In this city and em-
phasized that although he
favored the use of modular
units asatemporary means
toeliminate split-sessions,
he was vitally interested
in the building of a new
school on John St,

The councilman suggested
that sufficient space would
be available for the new
structure {f the present
city hall site would be used
along with the former
church property and the
acquisition of four other
properties on John St.

‘“1f the city were to pur-
chase these other proper-
ties and make acul-de-sac
on Jchn St., there isnorea-
son In the world why we
wouldn’t be able to have
our own school for our own
children,”” the councilman
stated.

Zebro informed the audi-
ence that he had improved
the' debris and trash pick-
up service by having the
program expanded from
two weeks in the Spring
and two weeks in the Fall
to 12 weeks in the Spring
and six in the Fall,

He told howhe had changed
to the renting of police cars
instead of purchasing them
and said, ‘“This has been
proven to be a savings for
the city, as complete
maintenance is included in
the rental fees.”

The councilman announced
that preliminary applica-
tion has been filed for Sen-
for Citizens’ Housing and
that approval for Federal
and State Funds should be
given sometime in 1970,
Improvements, and the up-
dating of streetdepartment
equipment, plus installa-
tion of sidewalks on Mac-
edulski Terrace and Cedar
St. have all added up to
making South Amboy a bet-
ter place to live, accord-
ing to the councilman.
Zebro also had this to say
about the misunderstand-
ings as to the status of the
Barkalow St. playground,
““This facility has not, as
yet, been accepted by the
city. I will not approve its
acceptance until after the
hill adjacent to the play-

ground has suitable vegem.. . ..

tation to prevent the ero-
sion of its sand and stones."’
The counciiman concluded -
his remarks with, “I am
pleased to inform you that
due to the effectiveness of
Ordinance No. 804, intro-
duced by me, we have been
