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EDITORIAL

The recent news release of the New Jersey Steel-
Corporation’s interest in the landfill, as issued by
Mayor Rush, raiges many questions. %

LLast month, Oct. 15, the South Amboy Planning
Board adopted a plan for future use of the landfill
area. The board issued a statement that read as follows,
“In striving to meet the city’s needs, the board chose
to adopt a plan that makes use of the land’s potential
for recreation and light industry. In addition, residentig’l
and municipal facilities will occupy part of the land,

Mayor Rush, as a member of the planning board,
voted for that plan,

Another planning board member, Willlam Romer, ex-
pressed concern about protecting the shore line from
industrial ruin. He said the view from the landfill shore
into the bay is the most beautiful sight along the whole
Atlantic coast and he did not want to destroy that site
by granting approval for industry to build there.

Board President Thomas O’Brien pointed out that the
area is zoned for light industry which will rule out the
building of plants and other industry of that type.

The board’s plan was presented to the United States
Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD),
evidently with the intention of securing federal funds,
and became part of the Master Plan of South Amboy.

Question Number One; What made Mayor Rush change
his mind on so grave a matter as the city’s Master
Planin less than a month?

Question Number Two; Why did he vote for this plan
if he intended all along to court heavy industry?

Question Number Three; Is the application to HUD
now fraudulent?

Question Number Four; Wae one of Mayor Rush’s
decislons arbitrary and capricious?

- Earlier in the year, Sayreville petitioned the Middlesex
County Board of Chosen Freeholders to consider use of
the Sayreville landfill area as a county park, Sayreville's
land is restricted to use as a park and for recrea-
tional purposes. South Amboy’s Master Plan; for many
years, called for partial use of the land for recreation
and still does so today. There is compatibility between
the zoning of the two communities. South Amboy stands
to gain most with a minimum of 70 acres of park in
its backyard. The county still considexrs the use of the
Sayreviile iaualill ay 2 park. ) )

This brings us to Question Number Five; With
compatible zoning between South Amboy, Sayreville, and
Middlesex County, doesn’t Mayor Rush’s pre-talks witha
heavy industry upset the orderly planning of two com-
munities and the county and bring fip a question of
ethics?

South Amboy can have its cake and eat it too with the
present zoning. Can’t we go on from there?

Although our population has by far the lowest rate
of change of any of our neighbors and we have not had
the growing pains that have plagued them, some de-
velopment of the landfill for clean, light industry was
provided for by the zoning of the South Amboy Planning
Board to help stabilize taxes, buy improvements, and
still provide a livable cgmmunity.

This city’s JUST Master Plan, after the ‘‘Minnie
Ditch’ was replaced by the landfill, drawnupby Engineer
Thomas Carr, showed the need of 90 -acres of rec-
reational space to meet MINIMUM state and federal
standards. The Planning Board in answer to the need
set aside SOME of the landfill for recreation.

In 1966 we taxpayers paid for an engineering study
to determine if the landfill could support a substantial
school building. The Planning Board has not wasted
that information in setting aside space to be used for
our ‘expanding municipal facilities. Reserve planning is
always wise, :

Some of our young people have been forced to move
into neighboring communities because of the paucity
of residential plots in this city. The board here too has
provided zoning to satisfy that need.

It appears that the South Amboy Planning Board has
answered the demands of more than one faction and has
satisfied all but the most craven with a harmonious
and orderly plan.

We suggest that, in the interest of this community
as a pleasant place to live, we go on from there.

BOARD ISSUES -
STATEMENT

ON LANDFILL

The Hoard of Public
Works, at last Tuesday’s
meeting, issued the follow-
ing statement regarding the
recent interest in the land-
fill area: ‘‘We, the follow-
ing members of the Board
of Public Works of South
Amboy, responsible to the
taxpayers for the sensible
zoning of the landfill, take
this position in reply tothe
recent comments published
in the ‘News Tribune’.

For some apparentrea-
son, when an industry
shows an interest in locat=-
ing on our landfill, certain
elected county officlals .
start immediately to re- .
pudiate its value. to the ’
people of South Amboy. Why
then is there no fanfare
when industry locates eise=~
where in the county except
for picture taking at the
ground opening or turning
the first spade of dirt?
We agree that the citizens
of this town should be ap-
prised of all parties de~
siring to locate on this
piece of property as soon
as possible and not when it
is convenient for an indi-
vidual to release the in-
formation. This applies to
both a steel company or a
thirty acre park. Let South
Amboy at least start to
research the type of com-
rany that wants to come to.
our town as to its good
and bad points. We will
welcome any outside guid-
ance to assist us in making
a decision, providing it is
based on something tangi-
ble and not personal sen-
timentality.

We promise to the people
of South Amboy, who need
financial aid to combat
present and future tax
problems, to strive to hold
public hearings to air the
pros and cons of any in-
dustry wishing to locate on
the landfill in relation to
the health, welfare, and
overall good of our towns-
people. We look forward
to having a decision made
in a sensible and orderly
manner and not by constant
off the cuff comments from
people who seem determin-
ed for one reason or
another to make this de-
cision theirs.”

In commenting onthe pro-
posed steel mill for the
landfill, President of the
Board Woodrow McCarthy
said, ‘“‘l am shocked at the
statements made by the
county officials regarding
this proposal. Where were
these people when decisions
were being made concern-
ing Berth Amboy indus-
tries? The state must be
checking industries in this
area and would have them
in court if they were not
living up to anti-pollution
codes.”’
