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$ 1/2 MILLION ANNUAL
REVENUE PROPOSED
FOR LANDFILL
Robert Gush in, repre-

senting Redevelopment As-
sociates of I s e l i n , pre-
sented our city officials
with a landfill play that
could ultimately bring a
y e a r l y revenue of more
than $500,000 to this city's
coffer.
Meeting in the council

c h a m b e r s last Monday
night, Gushin and the city
council, the mayor and
members of the Board of
Public Works and the
various commissions dis-
cussed the possibility of
using the landfill area for
industry, housing and rec-
reation.
According to Gushin, 50

acres of the fill would be
used for light industry and
30 acres for garden apart-
ments and recreational fa-
cilities.1

The light industry tract
would consist of buildings
that would provide for about
1,100,000 square feet of
space taking up about one-
half the acreage, or 25
acres.

The residential site would
consist of 20 garden apart-
ments housing 440 apart-
ments. T h e s e buildings
would occupy about 15% of
-J.O 30 acres and the roads
and parking lots another
15% tor a total of approxi-
mately 9 acres, leaving 70%
or about 21 acres, for open
green areas to be used for
recreational purposes.
Gushin estimated the in-

dustrial area to eventually
be evaluated at $9 million,
exclusive of the land value,
and the apartments at more
than $5 million, exclusive
of the land value.

City officials present at
the meeting hastily esti-
mated that these ratables
could amount to well over
the $500,000 mark in taxes.
The apartment complex

would be built in two stages,
according to Gushin, 220
apartments in each stage.
There would be a total of
220 one-bedroom units; 180
two-bedroom units and 40
three-bedroom units. The
entire complex would con-
sist of 20 buildings.
The proposed industrial

area would be developed
on a schedule that would
meet with the approval of
the city fathers. Gushin
stated that he would im-
mediately c o n s t r u c t a
50,000 sq. ft. building and
always have at least this
amount of space available
for rent, lease or sale,

"according to the demand.
Gushin also agreed to a

non-speculative clause not
to sell the land but only
the buildings, "because the
town is Interested in get-
ting ratables and jobs."
Utilities and roads are to

be brought to the perimeter
of the landfill, and from
there the developer would
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absorb all costs in the
extension of them. This
proposal of the company
could include a new ingress
and egress road with a
bridge over the railroad
tracks.

An estimated 1,400 people
would be housed in the
garden apartments and a
projection s tudy by the
Middlesex County Planning
Board shows tha t there
would be about 130 school-
age c h i l d r e n in t h i s
number.
Gushin quoted figures of

the local school officials
showing that it costs $480
per child for each school
year, or, an estimated cost
of $61,500 for the apart-
ment children.
The planners do not

foresee any need for ad-
ditions to the city police
and f i r e departments.
Trash from the complex
would be picked up by the
developer s management.

There will be two super-
intendents and three main-
tenance men employed by
the garden apartments, and
according to Gushin, "it
would be impossible to es-
timate the number of em-
ployees that may be needed
by the industries."

The potential residents of
the apartments would be in
the middle-income bracket
($7,500 to $10,500) and
would pay rentals of $146;
$175; and $230 for the one,
two, and three bedroom
units, with utilities furn-
ished.

There would be parking
space provided for 675-cars
and Gushin stated tha t
a rrangements cou ld be
made for other city resi-
dents to use this facility
when they come to the beach
area which will be im-
proved by the developers.

The apartments, financed
by the New Jersey Housing
and Finance Agency with
50 year bonds, will take
about three years to con-
struct.
Mayor Rush questioned

Gushin on the breakdown
of the number of one, two
and three bedroom apart-
ments and stated that the
proposed plan was con-
trary to a report of a
survey made by Rutgers
University, which recom-
mended a 20-80 ratio. (20%
two-bedroom and 80% one-
bedroom apartments.)
Gushin agreed that"while

this is the ultimate in the
tax revenue to a city, it is
not necessarily the best
for the city. I think that
there is an over-abundance
of one - bedroom apart-
ments. This will not bene-
fit your town. As a de-
veloper, I don't care what
the breakdown is, I can
rent anything.. The demand
is there, but two and three

Garden News
FRUIT CROPS

If you want good fruit
next year, you should give
your fruit trees and straw-
berry plants some winter
protection. Fruit trees
should be hardened and
strawberries mulched.

Fruit trees that are hard-
ened have stopped growing
for the season. When
growth stops, the tree ac-
cumulates carbohydrates
which protect the tjree from
low temperatures. Th i s
usually occurs in early
August. To speed the pro-
cess, you should stop cul-
tivation. Don't fertilize or
prune until the trees are
completely dormant.
Also protect your trees

from mice and rabbits. You
can buy commercial repel-
lents to spray or brush on
the tree trunk and lower
branches to a height 2-3
feet above the usual snow
depth. You may use a wire
screen cylinder around the
tree. The screen should
be 18 to 24 inches high.

MULCH BERRIES
Strawberries can be pro-

tected from low tempera-
tures with a wheat straw
mulch. But don't cover
them until they're dormant.
This will happen when the
temperature is near freez-
ing at night and the days
are cloudy. Right now is
a good time to do this.
The mulch over the plants
should be about 2 inches
thick after it settles.

Mulching helps save water
and will keep weeds out of
the patch next year. Mulch-
ing a l s o delays spring
growth and may lower los-
ses from spring frosts.

FALL PRUNING TIPS
Which trees and shrubs

can be pruned in the fall?
Shrubs such as hydrangea,
rose-of-Sharon, and a,belia
can be pruned at this time
of the year. To do this, a
gardener should carefully
select and cut trees and
shrubs to maintain natural
growth habits and form.

Water s p r o u t s , criss-
crossed b r a n c h e s , and
weak crotches should be
removed. For branches
over one-inch in diameter,
a pruning saw should be
used, and all wounds should

"'be painted. This prevents
the entry of disease and
insect, organisms.

CHRISTMAS BOUGHS
Evergreens can be pruned

anytime during the winter
months, and as late as the
middle of M a r c h . Many
gardeners prune them at
Christmas t ime so that
evergreen boughs can be
used for holiday decora-
tions.

But remember: prune
flowering shrubs now only
if they are summer flow-
ering, or if they have been
transplanted. If you prune
spring-flowering shrubs in
the late fall or winter,
you'll remove thew6odtKat
will flower next spring.

bedroom units are bene-
ficial to any city.

Ing water, stirring constantly,
until mixture is smooth and
slightly thiokened. Beat egg
with remaining 2 tablespoons
sugar. S l o w l y s,tir small
amount of hot mixture Into
egg and sugar then pour all
into double boiler top Cook
over boiling water, stirring
constantly, until smooth and
thickened, about 2 minutes.
Remove from heat. Stir In
vanilla. Cool before pouring
Into serving dish.
