We also agree, conditionally, with Mayor Rush when
he says, ‘‘We have the right to make or carve our own
opinion,”’

We say conditionally,
and opinions. The free expressian of opinion, if we were
to objectively examine this subject, will show that
inclinations and tendencies of the heart often determine
the opinions of the mind.

usage of the landfill. A usage that will not only bring
in a reasonable revenue but will also add to and not
detract from the natural scenic beauties of this area.

This course of action, as proposed by the councilman,
will prevent the possibility of South Amboy becoming a
‘“house divided.”” There are many who are of the opinion
that only industry will bring much needed ratables
to our city., There are many who are of the opinion
that only apartment housing will bring much needed
ratables to our city. There are many who are of the
opinion that only a combination of them both will bring
much needed ratabjes to our city.

These are only opinions. Who is to say which opinion
is right for the city? Perhaps all.....or one..... or none,
would be the right opinion. Only a qualified city planning
consultant, with logical and sane reasoning, can give us
the answer,

Once his recommendations are made and presented
to the public we can sit down and formulate opinions
based on facts, not fancy., With this hard core of data
and figures before them, the people of South Amboy
will very determinedly say, ‘* THIS is what we should do.”

We realize that this pianning will take time and money
but we must remember that time is on our side, There
is no particular reason why we should hastily resolve
this question.

Each day that passes by enhances the value of this
land. True, our taxes are rising each year but hasty
action taken today may give us many -years of re-
criminations, once we pass title and the land leaves our
possession.

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BOARD REJECTS VARIANCE BID

With a three to two wote,
the Board of Public Works
denied a variance for a
used car business onHigh-
way #35. The applicant,
Charles Schwarzenburg of
Parlin, with his attorney,
Casper Boehm of the Edwin
A.Kolodziejlawfirm, along
with several residents of
the affected area, met with
the board last Tuesday
night when the split de-
cision was rendered.

Voting to deny the appli-
cation were, President
Woodrow McCarthy, Com-
missioner Theodore lLew=-
andowski and Commission=-
er Frank O’Brien. Voting
for the application were
Commissioner Richard
Servis and Commissioner
Chester Cizewski. Com-
missioner Robert Leslie
was absent from the meet-
ing.

At the opening of the hear-
ing,
confirmation that there
would be no car repair
work done on the premises

of the former car-wash -

building. Boehm assured
the - board that the used
cars would be readied for
the sales lot in another
location before being
brought "to the South Am-
boy building.

Further questioning led
Boehm to state that there
would be no fire hazards
or noise nuisance caused by
the used car lot, These
two factors, according to
Boehm, were the chief rea-
sons why other applications
had been denied for vari-
ances on this property.

The atiorney also stated
that the building in question
could not be converted into
a residential abode andthat
since it was erected before
South Amboy had a zoning
code, the empty building
now constitutes a hardship
for the owner of the prop-
erty.

Boehm contented that the
resale value of the neigh-
horing properties would not
be affected because ‘‘there

Fourth Ward Councilman
¢lect James Inman tock ex-
ception to this last state-
ment and suggested that

Boehm informed the board
that his client had followed
a suggestion made by Build-
ing Inspector James F.
Coan and installed a chain
across the driveways of the
property, thus eliminating
the problem caused by the
parking of cars by the
patrons of the tavernacross
the highway.

Inman asked the board why
Schwarzenburg was apply-
ing for the variance ‘‘when
the whole frontage of High-
way 35 is zoned residen-
tial, from Bordentown Ave.,
to Highway 9. According to
a copy of our zoning code
that | have here in my
hands, there are other resi~
dential areas in South Am=-
boy that

is not so in the area now
in question,”’

The attorney for the board,
Frank Reilly, answeredIn-
man by saying, ‘‘This is
why he (Schwarzenburg)
applied for the variance.
The Board of Adjustment
saw fit to grant him a
variance for this usageand
passed it, in resolution
form, and it is now up to
this board to approve this
action or deny it.”

Inman then asked, ““ Then
you're telling me that the
Board of Adjustment went
against our zoning ordi-
nance?"’

McCarthy told Inman that
this was not unusual and
that this was the purpose of
the Adjustment Board, to
review requests for vari-
ances, He added, ‘““ Thishas
been done before and will
happen again.”

l.ewandowski stated rthat
he objected to the com-
mercial usage of this prop-
erty and that ““this vari-
ance application shouldn’t
even come before this
