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School Board Plans
Major Renovations
The South Amboy Board

of Education will undertake
a major renovation of H.
G. Hoffman High School.
At their meeting l a s t
Wednesday, they approved
a plan to allow their ar-
chitect, Thomas Vail, to
investigate the areas most
needing repairs before the
actual work is started.
Stanley Kovaleski, chair-

man of the grounds and
buildings committee, said
that in the past the board
had only undertaken ordin-
ary maintenance while the
planned program is one of
preventive maintenance.
The entire board comment-
ed that this lack of a ma-
j o r preventive program
was due to the expecta-
tion that a new high school
would be built.

Frederic Reese, who cur-
rently has the longest te-
nure as a board member,
said that in the past five
years he has seen " a gi-
ant step backwards as far
as a new high school is
concerned: We are nowhere
near the goal we set then,"
he added.

Board President William
Kurtz agreed that preven-
tive maintenance had been
minimized in hopes of get-
ting a new high school.
He said,however,"itwould
be foolhardy to let the high
school building d e t e r i -
orate." He said it can even-
tually be used as an ele-
mentary school.

Modular* Delayed
Kurtz reported that de-

livery and installation of
modular units to relieve the
elementary school of split
sessions has been delayed
pending state approval of
the engineering specifica-
tions. Although the units
are near completion at the
factory, the plans were not
forwarded to Trenton until
recently.
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BUDGET MEEIING
SET FOR JAN. .14

A public meeting to ap-
prove a tentative budget
for the 1970-71 school year
will be held on January 14.
Special meetings with the

South Amboy Education As-
sociation negotiating com-
mittee wil be held January
6 and 20. A preliminary
meeting to set ground rules
was held between the board
and teachers on December
10.
The board last night rati-

fied the 1969-70 contract
with the teachers which the
SAEA had ratified on De-
cember 2, according to
their president, Geo rge
Ma honey.
Under terms of their con-

t r a c t , and Educational
Council was set up which
will be responsible for es-
tablishing policies c o n -
cerning both teachers and
students. Kurtz named the
Rev. Wilbur Newton and
Joseph Keenanto this coun-
cil.
A budget assistance of

$700 was voted to the Ath-
letic Dept. to cover game
officials for the rest of
the year. Kovaleski said
that while new sports, soc-
cer, tennis and girls' var-
sity basketball, had been
added to the athletic pro-
gram, the budget had not
been sufficiently increased
to cover added expenses.

Present at last Wednes-
days meeting was George
Otlowski Jr., who was re--
cently put on retainer as
the board's attorney.

QUESTIONS COUNCIL
ON LANDFILL

Wilbur E. Schmidt, who at-
tended the council meeting
of Dec. 16, asked that gov-
erning body three questions
pertaining to the landfill
area.
The first question he

asked was what they (the
Council) expected to get
from the landfill.

Schmidt clarified his ques-
tion by saying that he meant
what ratables were expect-
ed.

Councilman Sorrentino
told Schmidt that "the peo-
ple of South Amboy should
decide whether or not
$78,000 was enough income
for the 30 acres of land

All That Glitters May Not Be Gems
Many materials are being sold as diamond substitutes to the

public today, gem experts report, but none of them come
close to rivaling the diamond in hardness, durability or full
beauty. Strontium Titanate, which is sold under a number of
trade names, seems to come , •
the closest, although in hard-
ness it registers only 6 €Vi
on the Mohs Scale, as
compared to diamond's 10.

This hardness factor is
most important since softer
stones lose their sharp facet-
ing and precise angles under
hard wear. The loss of polish
results in a noticeable lack of
brilliance. Also, some of the
diamond substitute materials
have a tendency to turn
yellowish, again diminishing
the beauty of the stone and
making it more obvious as a
non-diamond.

The most common sub-
stitutes on the market in
a d d i t i o n to Strontium
Titanate, are synthetic rutile,
synthetic spinel, synthetic
sapphire, and zircon. These
synthetic materials should
not be confused with imita-
tions such as glass cut to
resemble diamond. Many of
these materials are disguised
under attractive names in
catalogs and mail order ads
which promise that "not even
your jeweler can tell." How-
ever, the American Gem
Society says, a gemologically
trained jeweler with proper
instruments can indeed
"tell", and many times by
sight alone.

When buying diamonds,
the Society advises, it is most
important to personally know
and have confidence in your
jeweler. A local retailer is
usually best since he has a
community reputation to
protect and comes under city
business laws. If he holds the
title of Registered Jeweler, he
must have passed strict
diamond grading examina-
tions, and maintain his skill
annually in this field. Proper
instruments for diamond
identification are another
must under the American
Gem Society's rulings.

One of the ways these
trained jewelers have of

detecting diamond substitutes
is through magnification
using a ten-power binocular
instrument — not a loupe,
alone. In contrast to natural
diamond, the synthetic
materials are distinguished by
small spherical or elongated
gas bubbles. Also, these
synthetics may be free of
natural flaws and inclusions
common to all diamonds.
This allows them to be
termed "flawless diamond
substitutes."

The Amer ican Gem
Society acknowledges that
there is a place for diamond
substitutes in some women's
jewelry wardrobes. At the
present time, Mrs. Richard
Burton is having an exact
replica of her new 69.42 carat
diamond made by an Eastern
firm. She hopes to confuse
would-be thieves by alternat- *
ing her genuine gem with the
substitute. Others in the thea-
trical world also rely upon
diamond substitutes for a
variety of reasons. However,
the Society points out, more
women prefer the genuine
article, as today's scarcity of
fine quality diamonds bears
out.

The only actual synthetic
diamond on the market today
is not of gem quality. It is
greyish in appearance, reveal-
ing its basic carbon nature
and is used only for industry.
It serves a most important
function, but not as an
adjunct to milady's hand.

Food for
Thought

With food prices what they
are, it might be neat to start
the New Year with a plan that
makes jfood "cents." Even if
you don't exactly have to count
pennies, it's nice to have a few
extra for special events.

Most of the wise shoppers
we know have a plan they fol-
low to keep the budget on the
straight and narrow. The eight
budget-savers listed here are
typical.

1. It's a good habit to check
your local newspapers for
money-saving specials, then
plan your menus around them.

2. Before you start to shop,
plan menus completely, too. If
you jot down items by depart-
ments as they're stocked in the
store you'll also save time and
energy.

3. But take time to read
labels and compare grades,
sizes, brands. They can be the
key to added savings. For ex-
ample, use canned whole fruits
for salads and cut up varieties
for a baked dessert.

4. Consider ready-to-heat
foods, too. Some cost less than
those made at home. Ctftthed
soups are a case in point, and
look at the time they save, too.

5. Cook with evaporated or
instant nonfat dry milk. Both
supply the same important nu-
trients as whole milk but at a
big saving. Also they taste
equally good in puddings,
gravies, white sauces.

6. When you compare prices
of meats and poultry remem-
ber to discount the bones. A
rule of thumb is four servings
from a pound of boneless meat;
two servings from a pound
with bone in it.

7. Think of bacon as an ex-
tender u well as a breakfast

dish. Add a few slices cooked
and diced to scrambled eggs,
potato salad, macaroni, other
leftovers to give them more
protein and flavor.

8. Be creative with left-
overs, canned foods or sale-
priced items. For instance, mix
left-over vegetables and sea
food with condensed vegetable
soup and stewed tomatoes for
a quick gumbo. Or add leftover
ham or sausage to a can of
beans in tomato sauce for a
one-dish meal.

Canned salmon stirred into
left-over mashed potatoes with
a bit of grated onion makes
great "pancakes." Just pat into
shape, brown, and serve.

Canned ripe olives are fine
for making leftovers seem ele-
gant, too. Slice them in spa-
ghetti, noodles, coleslaw, cas-
seroles, and salads.

Need a quick dessert? Pour
canned applesauce into a but-
tered pie plate. Sprinkle with
ma&roon crumbs and a dash
of cinnamon. Bake until bub-
bly brown, and serve warm
with a splash of cream.
