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School Problems Costly;
Confounding and Complex

The three R'e of educa-
tion were replaced by the
three C's of the words
costly, confound and com-
plex, at a joint meeting
held By the Board of Ed-
ucation and the Mayor and
Council last Monday night.
Although the figure itself

was not spelled out by any
of those present, the cost
of solving South Amboy's
school problems could run
into $3 million. This sum
is based on the estimated
cost per room of building
a new high school, reno-
vating the old school, ac-
quiring the necessary land
for the new building, legal
fees, engineering fees and
bonding costs.

The long-awaited quasi-
public meeting of the board
and council* resolved one
issue, and at the same
time cleared the air of
many past misunderstand-
ings and opened the door
for future negotiations.

The board was Instructed
to investigate the possi-
bility of drawing up plans,
for the city hall site, that
would embody all minimal
requirements and yet meet
with State approval, This,
in essence, was the sum

•» and substance of the dis-
cussions held by the city
officials.

Although the city hall site
was once considered unfit
for construction of a new
high school, the board
agreed to have its archi-

. tect prepare a new pro-
posal that may meet with
the state requirements.

The plan, to use this site,
was first proposed by this
newspaper in an editorial
of the issue of Nov. 28,
1968 and since then much
consideration has been
given it by city officials.

The f i r s t definite step
towards this goal was the
statement made by Mayor

.Joseph P. Rush -at the
council' meeting of March
6, 1969 when he informed
the board, "Here's your-.
land, build the school."
The mayor was alluding to
the fact that the site could
be made ready for use -
within six Weuks.

Councilman W i l l i a m
O'Leary, at that meeting,
had stated that the city hall
offices could be moved,
temporarily, to o t he r
quarters and ihe razing of
the building could be
started immediately, a s
funds for this purpose had
been provided for by the

ssing of Ordinance No.pa
81Last Monday's meeting
was opened by Councilman
Frank Zebro s statement
and question when he said,
" Gentlemen, apparently
reglonallzation plans have
stopped and the use of
modular units is out, where
do we go from here?"

The councilman's re-
marlce opened a floodgate
that released a flow of
observations that , sum-

marlzed, spelled out the
words, costly, confound and
complex,

BUILDING COSTS
Mention was made that

new building costs could
run as high as $32,000
per room for a 30-room
school, and that more land
would be required, either
on John St. or George St.,

' or both.
This initial $1 million

dollars, added to the cose
of land acquisition and legal
and engineering fees, could,
quite possibly, run a3 high
as $1 1/2 million. Bond-
ing costs of this $1 1/2
million, according to
knowledgeable authorities,
could amount to another
$1.1/2 million, bringing the
total to $3 million.- ~

The complexities and the
depth of the school prob-
lems were brought out by
statements rhat the local
parochial s c h o o l s are
having increased expenses
arid no one knows wha* the
futura will bring. The par-
adoxical dilemnaofregion-
alization, according to the
authorities, also adds to
the problem, plus The im-
possible task of forecast-
ing future trends of school
needs.

President of the Board
of Education, Stanley Ko-
waleski, opened the dis-
cussion on the problems of
the parochial schools re-
lating to the public schools
by s a y i n g , "Parochial
(school) expenses are going
very high and who knows
what will happen in the
very near future."

Rush commented, "If the
parochial s c h o o l s are
forced to close, the burden
is on the community. We'
will have to supply school
facilities for those (paro-
chial) students." The
mayor suggested that if
this were to happen, the city
would have to utilize the
plants of the parochial
sys.ems.

Council President Henry,
Kurtz and Zebrj dllagr^d
that this possibility should
be considered uorlously
when making plans for the
new school.
Kowaleski assured* th£

body that this possibility
had been reviewed by the
board in their studies of
the city's School Situation.

The possibility of reglon-
alizatlon, although not en-
tirely eliminated, is rather
remote according to Ko-
waleski. He announced that
talks with other communi-
ties are still progressing.
It was the general consen-
sus of the meeting that
regl6nalization has become
"a political football" and
will not be readily avail-
able until Governor Cahlll
is willing to accept the

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Sewage Problems
Plague City

"It 's been a bad two weeks
for sewers", said Superin-
tendent Charles Thompson
at Tuesday night's meeting
of the South Amboy Board of.
Public Works. ' •
Thompson went on to ex-

plain that a build-up fof
sand and grease has caused
many problems with the
pumping stations through-
out the c i ty , , especially
those in Mechahicsville and.
the main one on Roaewsll
Street. t

According to Thompson,
the sand infiltrates into
the sewerage system from *
an unknown source and
combines with aoaps and
detergents to form a con-
crete-like mass which is
difficult to remove from the '
system.
The boa rd approved

Thompson's plan to have
fhis situation corrected by
having the catch basins
pumped out by a contrac-
tor. It was pointed out that
city employees were once
able to do this work, but
due to more stringent laws
and regulations laid down
by the state It is now neces-
sary to have this sludge
removed by tank trucks.
The board discussed the

need for industrial instal-
lations in the city to have
their own metering devices
when South Amboy Joins the
Middlesex County Sewerage
Authority, which will be in
the near future.

The commissioners also
emphasized the necessity
for all storm drains, from
roof gutters and cellar
drains, to be removed and
disconnected f rom the
sewerage s y s t e m . This
extra flow, if allowed to
enter the MCSA, will be
C03tly to the. city. Inspec-
tions will be made of all
city dwellings to enforce
this regulation. The board
members a d v i s e anyone
having this condition to take
step3 to rectify it.
The commissioners, in

discussing the repaving of
streets throughout the city
also advocate the installa-
tion of new1 water and/or
sewerage service-s in the .
houses on that street, if
needed. This will prevent
ripping up the new pave-
ment unnecessarily.
Adam Sadowski, the con-

tractor hired by the city to
Install sewers and water
tines,, adviBed the board
that there will be an in-
crease in prices of plumb-
ing items effective im-
mediately. Thompson said
that this is an increase
of abou t 20% over last
year's costs.-

The board announced that
during the week of March
30, the Conlogue Ave. water
tank will* be taken out of
service in or'der to inspect
it and determine what re-
pairs will be made to it.
During the shutdown, the
city water system will be
tied in with the new Sayre-
vi lie -South Amboy water
tank In Melro.ee. There will
be no disruption in ser-
vice to South Amboy users
daring this period.
