South Amboy Hospital has
released the architect's
rendering of the new ad-
dition which will be con-
structed on the present site
of the hospital, adjacent
to existing facilities. De-
signed as a modern five-
story building, the new ad-
dition will face Bordentown
Avenue.

As now planned, the new,
facility will increase the
total beds available from
50 to 152 and provide for
a new surgical suite con-
taining five major operat-
ing rooms and cystoscopy.
For maximum efficiency,
the suite is contained-witfc---
In a peripheral corridor
designed to maintain an
aseptic environment totally
apart from the nursing
floor,, In addition to an-
cillary services, the suite
wi l l Include a recovery
room.

South Amboy Hospital
currently provides 11 f e -
saving care for more than
150,000 people who reside
within its area of service.
The need will be more a-
cute tomorrow as new in-
dustries and residential
communities increase the_,
number of persons who wilf
jequiie.the-hoapltal'

$7Cvices. From 1960 to 1970
the population increased by
209%. Since only 40% of
the land in the hospital's
service area has been de-
veloped, the continuation
of this population Influx is
a certainty In. the years <
ahead.

Even now, the hospital op*-
erates at virtual saturation
level. In the past five years,
the Emergency Room ser-
vice to the community has
more than doubled, in-
creasing from 2,341 to
5,923 cases annually. In
Just two years, the occu-'
pancy rate has soared from
68.6% to well above the 80%
rate recommended by the
U.S. Public Health Service.

As the primary medical re-
source lor a broad subur-
ban area, South Amboy
Hospital must keep pace
with the growing need.

The hospital enjoys broad
community support in its
efforts to provide addition-
al facilities. Ground' work
for the present expansion
was laid last year, when
35,000 individuals signed a
petition circulated on ber
half of the hospital.

Jersey Central Power &

Light Company,'according
to Mayor Joseph P.*Rush,
will install four more units
at the local power plant.
The mayor told the council,
at last Tuesday's meeting,
that he had just received
this news and had no other
comments except that work
on this project should start
sometine in 1971.
The South Amboy power

plant presently has three
units which brings a ratable
of about $340,000 to the
city. This ratable is based
on the amount of electricity
sold by the company. At
one time, the city received
the total taxable income but
this is now divided among
o t h e r communities serv-
iced by the utility.

Both the mayor and presi-
dent of the council, Fred
Henry, declined to estimate
what the future tax bill will
be on this expansion of the
utility.
In o t h e r business, the

council received a letter
from George G. Kress ask-
ing* • mwimrwrmiim""
passing an ordinance that
wduld l i m i t the time for
parking on either side of
Augusta St. from Broadway
to the municipal parking lot
to 20 minutes from 9 a.m.
to 2 p.m. on Monday through
Thursday and from 9 a.m.
to 7 p.m. on Friday.

Kress s t a t e d that, the
board of directors of the
South Amboy Trust Com-
pany "felt that such an
ordinance would be of bene-
fit to the customers of
our bank aB well as to the
business establishment son
Broadway."

The council voted to hold
this matter for further
study.

Two bids were received
for the sale of two police
cars to the city. Straub
Motors of. Keyport offered
a unit, price of $2,950 with
air conditioning and $2,700
without; r—

Briggi Chevrolet offered
a unit1 price of $3,179 and

$2,878 under the same con-
ditions. Both bids were re-
ceived and held for further
study.
The council, at a previous

meeting, had rejected bids
for the rental of cars, and,
at the suggestion of Rush,
these bids are being held
for more study.
Building Inspector James

F, Coan submitted reports
on three pieces of property,
as requested by the council.
Surveys had been taken on
two garage-type places of
business and one abandoned
building.

The council and mayor re-
ceived. Coan's reports-with
many words of praise for
the building inspector. The
mayor noted that "many
years Jmd much labor has .
gone into the efforts to
have the railroad demolish
the building at 145 2nd St.,
and thanks to Mr. Coan,
another eyesore and fire
hazard has been removed
from the city."

Councilman Al Sorrentino
noted that Coan's actiyi-

' ties' h'ave'greaily increased
the lines, of communica-
tions among city depart-
ments. This has always
been a great hinderance our
present form of govern-
ment has had to face over
the years gone by.

Councilman James Inman
thanked the inspector for
investigating the condition
of the two garages, both
in the Fourth Ward, and
promised to pursue his aim
in ridding the streets of
abandoned cars, "as soon
as t h e s e garages clear
their yards of accumulated '
wrecks, thus making room
for these other derelicts/'

The councilman also noted
that the "truck problem on
GoVdon St. has been cleared
up."

POST OFFICE EMPLOYES TO PLAY
IMPORTANT ROLE IN CENSUS

TESTS I-OR NDAI. INH.UL"NCb' -
Rutgers researchers have analyzed
plants and soils in attempts to de-
termine t i d a l influence in the
Hackensack Meadowlands. The

State, which by law owns all land
below the high tide line, commis-
sioned the study . to fix ownership
of the land, which has been estimated
as worth as high as $85,000 an acre.

It's not often that pro-
fessors of soil science are
asked to h e l p establish
ownership of property, hut
this is what John Tedrow
and Kathyrn Harmon have
tried to do in one of the
world's m o s t valuable
pieces of "vacant" land.

!)rs. redraw and Harmon,
faculty members of t he
Kutgers College of Agri-
culture and Environmental
Science, have completed a
study of soil a/id vegeta-
tion to assist iff determin-
ing the extent! of tidal in--
fluence in the Hackensack
Muadowlands.

With its strategic loca-
tion in the New York-Phil-
a d f i p h i a transportation
corridor, the Mcadowlands
area is estimated as worth
as high as $85,000 an acre.

J he Resource Develop-
ment Council of the New
Jersey Department of Con-
servation and Economic
Development, which com-
missioned the study, has
claimed that 9,000 acres of
the Mcadowlands are State
property.
According to law, all land

below the higJi tide line
belongs to the State, but
in large, low-lying marshy
.ireas like the Meadowlands
this is difficult to deter-
mine. Frequent flooding
and numerous dikes, chan-
nels and landfills imposed
by man over the past 300
years have made it un-
commonly difficult to fix
natural boundaries by the
usual survey methods. **

[he Rutgers report is
titled "A Phytopedologlc
Study of the Hackensack
Meadowlands" because it
analyzes plants (phytology)
and soil (pedology) in ex-
ploring new methods for
locating the areas affect-
ed by high tides.

"By s t u d y i n g ' c o r e
samples f r o m the tidal
flats," the authors say,

• "'tt^waa- - paaaibk, /for ti^to •
rec6ftstfucT trie pnVsical
history of t he Meadow-,
lands for several hundred
year8 and In genera! de-
termine the types of plants
which grew in the vicinity.

"We don't claim any one
measurement a s neces-
sarily final and definitive.
For example, the saltiness
of the soil is easily mea-

sured and may indicate how
far sea water has advanced
into the Meadowlands; But
salt spray can also be blown
inland by storms.
"Similarly, vegetation is

another indicator of tidal
* influence <*- with some

species occurring only
under s a l t y conditions.
Distribution of plants, how-
e v e r , i s not uniform
throughout ' t h e Meadow-
lands, and other factors
may be involved."
Additional indicators are

'various s o i l properties
which can be a n a l y z e d
either under a microscope
or sometimes by the eye
alone. Certain t y p e s of
woody peats are believed
to form only under fresh
water conditions, and have
entirely different appear-
ances from, those formed
under s a l t water-influ-
ences.

"The most reliable single
historical indicator," Drs.
Tedrow and Harmon say,
" i s pollen analysis of peat
c o r e s . T h i s technique
shows very dramatically
that a part of the Meadow-
lands was covered by trees
until roughly 300 years ago
when - - presumably - - the
area w a s cleared by the

^first settlers.
"However, it is when peat

fabric, pollen analysis, soil
salinity, and other factors
are taken 4 together tha\ a
reasonable degree of pre-
cision is possible."

In some test borings, the
researches penetrated as"
much as 20 feet of fill
dirt before hitting the ori-
ginal peat.
"The indicators were in

agreement that this area
was originally below the
high t i d e line, and thus
should probably be claimed
by the State," the authors
report. "But you never
would have known the con-
ditions underneath the fill

• -from • -r"'c tttuat Inspection"'
of the site."

T h e r e are few legal
precedents for the scien-
tific, work included in the
report ." We feel strongly,"
the authors conclude, that
only through a careful com-
bination of soil and plant
science can the 300-year
old problem of Meadow-
l a n d s o w n e r s h i p be
.solved."

Tests have shown that the

mail-out, mail-backcensus

resuks in improved »tati$-
tics, reduces the need for
census takers when it is

ihcm.d l f f l c u t T ,
and permits.better place-
ment of census takers in.
problem areas.
The remainder of the pop-

ulation, in smaller cities
and rural areas, will r e -
ceive the questionnaires by
mail, but the completed
forms will be picked up
by census takers just as in
