.. dalism, warned that steps
will be taken to ptosecute
“ta the fullest anyone guilty
of gcts of vandalism against
the city,

At Tuesday night’s meet-

ing of the board, Super--

intendent Charles Thomp~
son reported that the Boys
Scout cabin, at the Water

Worka, had been com-
glotoly ruined by fire last
unday afternoon.

This cabin, according to
Thompson, had been built
many years ago by the
Boy Scout Troop of St.
Mary’s and had recently
been turned over to the
city for storage purposes.
Thompson estimated the
.value of the cabinat $4,000.

The superintendent also
noted that yoyng trees, on
the pienic grounds of the
water works, had been de-
stroyed recently.

Commissioner Ted Lew-
andowski agreed ‘‘some-
thing should be done about
this_ situation.”” He noted
that the public uses thecity
park for .ice ekating and

- picnics and suggested that
these activities be prohib-
Ated ‘‘if this  vandalism
doesn’t stop.”’

Acting president of the
board, Commissioner
Frank O’Brien, opinied, ‘‘I
think we have a fire bug in

“‘town, and the authorities
should look into this.’””

"Thompson informed the
board that the city engine-
er, Edward Reilly, had sent
a letter to the officials of
Sayreville asking for per-
‘mission to use the new
water tank in Melrose fora
period of one month,
-According to Thompson
and Reilly, this period of
time will be used to in-
stall an altitude valve on
the Conlogue Ave, stand
pipe and to inspect and
make necessary repairs to
this storage vessel. This
work is_expected to com-
mence .M&rch 30 and a

- where in this issue of the
CITIZEN, carries all the
details.

the second Wednesday of
each month.

According to Downs, this
action ‘“Will narrow the
communication gap that
now exists among the
various city boards and
commissions.”’

there at these meetings.”

Robert A. Brooks, con-
sulting engineer to the
Spiral Metals Company, in-
formed the board that the
new addition to the metals
plant on South Broadway
will be ready by June 1.
