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Henry Advocates Plan
Through State Purchasing

Council President Fred
Henry, in his remarks to
the council at last Tues-
day's meeting, suggested
the city investigate the pos-
sibility of purchasing all
city supplies through a
State agency.
At Henry's instigation, the

council voted to buy three
police cars from Capitol
Motors of Trenton. "A
saving of seven to eight,
hundred dollars will be the
result, on each car, if we
purchase them through the
Division of Purchase and
Property Bureau,*' s a i d
Henry.

Councilman Frank Zebro
pointed out that the council
had considered r e n t i n g
police cars at a cost of
$296 per month, but that
this new plan would save
the city a.t least $1,200
on each car. He informed
the council t h a t he and
Police Chief Edward 0 ' -
Leary would complete the
necessary details to buy
two marked cars and one
unmarked car for the city.

Mayor Joseph Rush con-
gratulated H e n r y " f o r
bringing this matter to the
attention of the governing
body and being interested
in the good and welfare of
the public."

C o u n c i l m a n ' William
O'Leary abstained f rom
voting for the purchase of
the cars from an out-of-
town-dealer, claiming, "A
local dealer can't possibly
compete with this type of
operation. I'm sad to see
this contract being awarded
out of town, but I cannot
blame the governing body
for this decision/'

The councilman continued,
^ n passing my vote", I
would like to qualify my
decision. I-am an employee
of Briggs and I really can't
argue the price differential.
We have only one dealer
in town, and this agency
is one of our highest rata-
bles. This dealer (Briggs)

. has helped us in the past
when cars broke down and
when we confined rental
beyond the life of the con-
tract."
I'm skeptical of the war-

ranty service we are going
to receive, Dealers don't
like to inherit warranty
problems on cars supplied
by another dealer, said
O Leary.

O' Leary pointed out,' ' Our
local dealer (Briggs) has
supplied both of our high
schools with Driver Educa-
tion Cars for years at no
cost to the city. Me has
always loaned convertibles
to the veteran groups that
handle our parades. Mr.
Zack is one of our more
c i v i c - minded citizens.
This is certainly exempli-
fied in the enormous task
that faces him as chairman
of the hospital expansion*
program."
Henry agreed that Zack

could not compete with the

Motors, and added, Mr.
Zack, as Councilman O'-
Leary so ably put it, is an

.Councilman James lnman

noted that the contractor
who had worked on the Wa rd
Ave. .storm drain system
had removed s e v e r a l
pieces of playground equip-
ment.
O'Leary informed Inman

that claims have already
been submitted for these
items.
Inman told the council that

two aisles would be closed,
on Hi-Way 35, near the
hospital.

The councilman asked that
Stilo's Garage be t aken
from the list of towing
companies, hired by the
city. Mayor Rush agreed
to do this and promised
that this garage would not
do any business with the
city until alleged building
and zoning violations are
cleared up.

The mayor suggested to
the council that the local
library be named in honor
of Miss Sadie Dowdell,who
recently r e t i r e d after
serving the city for the
past 45 years.
Inman said t h a t he is

asking H e a l t h Inspector
Patrick Vona to appear at
the next business meeting
of the council. He said that
he has several health prob-
lems, concerning the 4th
Ward, and requested that
the members of the Board
of Health also be present
at that meeting.

Zebro asked that the local
health board draw up a
suitable ordinance that will
prohibit the open burning of
refuse and debris.

The councilman also noted
that "many fires are being
started in the garbage
dump, and this could lead
to a shut-down by the state.
This is a serious problem
and I'm asking for the co-
operation of the public to
notify the police If anyone
is seen in this vicinity
after 4 p.m. or on week-
ends."

I he work entailed will in-
elude the immediate pump-
ing out and cleaning of the
plant at a cost of $32,000;
scheduled daily removal of
sludge until Jan. 1, 1971,
$39,000; and estimated re-
pairs to equipment, $5,000,

The solid waste matter,
accumulated by the pro-
cess, had previously been
disposed of by dumping it
in .the disposal area on
lower Main St.

This- operation, has been
stopped by the State De-
partment and must now be
carried out to sea. Ac-
cording to Superintendent
C h a r l e s Thompson, 10
cubic feet of solids are
gathered each day.

The council approved the
resolution that provided the
necessary funds for this
emergency, $76,000, and
according to Council Pres-
ident Fred Henry,-this ac-
tion will necessitate an in-
crease in next' year's tax
bills.

SHRUB PRUNING
The co ld , winter-like

weather we have been
having these,pa&fewweeks
have given gardeners extra
time to prune their dor-
mant shrubs.

Overgrown l i l a c s , for-
eythia, mock orange, and
other spring-flowering
shrubs can still be pruned
as long as new growth has
not started.

Cut the old woody stems
close to the ground but
leave the younger stems to
bloom this spring. After
the shrubs have finished
blooming you can cut the
branches back again, if they
are too long.

Japanese and American
hollies, Japanese yew,
hemlock, jun iper , and
arborvitae may also be

..pruned before new growth
begins.

USE SHEARS
We recommend us ing

pruning shears instead of
hedge shears if you want
to maintain a natural ap-
pearance.

. Abelia, the butterfly bush,
Roae-of-Sharon, and white
hydrangeas can be cutback
heavily before new growth
starts and will still flower
well this summer.

Pink or blue florists'
hydrangeas should be thin-
ned at the base like the
lilacs and other spring
shrubs since their flower
buds were set last fall.

STRAWBERRIES
Planted your strawberries

yet? On'de new straw-
berries have been planted
and are fairly well estab-
lished, they'll need care.

Cultivation should be
started and repeated every
ten days to two weeks, or
after every rain until the
fall. The first cultivation
should be the deepest."Then
make each following culti-
vation shallower. And re-
member, hand hoeing is
still a necessity in straw-
berry patches.

Care must be taken tore-
. move all flower stalks as
they appear, preferably be-
fore the blossoms open.
If these flowers are allowed
to develop, the vigor of the
plants .is decreased and
runner production is re-
tarded. Consequently, next
year's crop will be smaller
than ir might be because of
the reduction in the number
of bearing plants.
