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Henry's Action Could
Save City 572,000 Yearly

In a move that could pos-
sibly save the city $72,000
per year, Council Presi-
dent Fred Henry caused a
resolution to be drawn up,
and passed, that rescinds
an emergency resolution
passed at the last council
meeting.

Although the author of the
new resolution, Henry, was
not present at Tuesday’'s
council meeting, the coun-
cil passed it in order to
absolve the city from the
necessity of paying $36,000
to have sewage sludge
hauled to sea for the re-
mainder of the year 1970.
This figure ($36,000) would
be doubled ($72,000) for the
year 1971 and every year
thereafter, umtil the city

Joins the Middlesex County’

Sewerage Authority.

Due to an existing emer-
gency at the local sewer-
age plant, the city council
voted, at their last meet-
‘ing, to expend $76,000 to
take care of this situation,
The work entailed would
have included the immedi-
ate pumping out and clean-
ing of the plant at a cost
of $32,000; scheduled daily
removal of sludge until Jan
1, 1971, $39,000 and es-
timated repairs, $5,000.

Woodrow McCarthy, pres-

Board of Public Works, had
informed the council that
. the New Jersey State De-
partment of Health had in-
spected the local sewage
plant and indicated that an
emergency existed there.
Solids accumulation in the
clarifiers had made them
inoperable and had to be
cleaned immediately.

Mc Carthy stated that
Modern Transportation
Company would do the nec-
essary work at a cost of
__$76,000,

Aftﬁough he voted for this

emergency appropriation,
Henry indicated that he was
not pleased with the hasty
decision and stated that he
was going to investigate it
further.

Henry contacted Rutgers
University and learnedthat
the school had been con-
ducting tests, under grants

from the Federal govern-.

ment, on the disposal of
sewage sludge by plowing
it into the ground. This
process; which recycles
the Nitrogen contained in
solld waste matters, also
has the interest of the State
Health Department, -
Henry immediately ar-

«ranged -for local -officials -

to meet with state repre-
sentatives to investigate
the possibility of usingthis
sanitary land - fill opera-
tion. This meeting will take
place in Trenton in the
very near future, accord-
ing to Mayor P. Joseph
Rush. '

Henry’s plan, if success-
ful, will not only save the
city many tax dollars, but

will also prevent further’

contamination and pollution
of the ocean.
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Henry explained that the
Rutgers’ process works as
follows, ‘‘A furrow is
plowed in the ground and
filled with sludge from the
sewerage plant. When this
furrow is filled, another
furrow is opened, and in
the same operation, the
filled furrow is covered.
When a tract of land is
completely processed, the
land i8 seeded with a vege-
tative crop such as rye or
grass. This vegetation re-
leases the Nitrogen from
the burijed sludge without
any dangers of pollution to
the air.’

Henry added that the same
piece of ground can be
used three to four times a
year, Henry pointed out
that city trucks could be
used to haul the sludge to
the sanitary land-fill area,

without too much cost to

the city.
