State Approves Henry s Plan

The New Jersey State De-
partment
given {ts approval to Coun-
cil President Henry's plan
for the disposal of treated
sludge from the municipal
sewage plant.

-In a letter to the city
council, Arthur W, Price,
who is the head of the
state’s solid waste dis-
posal program, told the
governing body, ‘‘You are
to be commended in your
actions which will result
in a considerable saving to
the taxpayers as compared
té the original plans for
disposal of this material
at sea,” _

Early last month, the city
was ordered to shut its
disposal plant down and
rectify conditions that did
not meet with state ap-
proval. The Boardof Public
Works dnformedthe council

that it would cost about
$76,000 to meet the state’s
requirements, According
to Woodrow McCarthy,
president of the board,
$39,000 would be needed to

' haul the plant’s sludge to

sea, for the remainder of
this year. This price woyld
be doubled for the year
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tied in wlth the Middlesex
County Sewerage Authori=-
ty’s disposal plant,
Although contracts had
been signed to have Modern
Transportation dump the
sludge at sea, and reso-
lutions had been passed to
finance this operation,
Henry indicated that he was
not pleased with the hasty
decision and immediately
started to investigate other
possible solutions to the

problem. His findings and
actions have resulted in
a yearly savings of more
than $75,000 to the tax-
payers of South Amboy.

Henry contactéd Rutgers
University and learned that
the school had been con-
ducting tests, under grants
from the Federal govern-
ment, on the disposal of
sewage sludge by plowing it
into the ground, This pro-
cess, which recycles the
Nitrogen contained in solid
waste matters, alsohasthe
interest of the State Health
Department,

The councilman arranged
a meeting, which was held
on_ Tuesday, April 28, for
all interested pdrties.

an incinerator, or, de-
stroyer. This destroyer
reduces solid waste ma-
terials to a usable con-
struction material. There
is no pollution caused by
this operation.

Henry announced that
other members will be
named to this committee
as the need ariges.
