VONA OFFERS TIPS
TO DEFEAT RAT HAZARD

Patrick J. Vona, Sanitary
Inspector, in the interest
of public health, has re-
leased the following article
regarding the cause for
rat infestation and the tech-
niques for the control of
same which will help re-
duce the anxiety and fear
exhibited by those who
learn that they have an un-
wanted boarder on their
premises.

CONTROL OF
RAT AND MOUSE

Where man has settled
the rat and the mouse have
followed. WHY - This is
due to man's indifference
and carelessness in the
handling and disposal of his
table refuse and In the
manner he has maintained
his premises. This indif-
ference resulted in the In-
crease of the rat popula-
tion in such proximity to
his home and work that they
are now called"domestic
rodents. A pair of tats is
equal to 50 more by the end
of the year.
In order to rid your area

of their presense you must
know something about them.
The average adult rat
weighs about a pound, has
no bones except in the skull
area and any opening a rat
can get his head into, his
body will follow. Length of
life, average about one
year. His harborage may be
at ground level. Usually
lives in burrows about 18
inches below the surface.
Burrows may be found
under foundations, side of a
hill, and in rubbish dumps.
Many diseases are trans-
mitted to man by the bite
nf rhn iwstm'i ItaMii J
rat is shy and furtive ...
his movements. They are
nocturnal and begins to
forage around dusk return-
ing to his burrow before
sunrise. The rat must have
food and shelter which
again man provides on his
premises through his care-
lessness. The rat cannot
exist more than 48 hours
without water. The most
common source of water Is
the bird bath or the dog
kennel where a pan of water
is placed and replenished

for the dog's comfort. This
water and his food is also
snared by the rat who lives
under the coop* or nearby.

The following methods for
the control of rat and mouse
will prove most effective
and will bring about the
much desired results.

1. Don't give the rat a
free meal, store all gar-
bage and rubbish in rodent
proof containers. Garbage
is rat food. Rats cannot
live more than two days
without water. Keep food
and water away from rats.

2. Don't give the rat a
place to raise a family
clean out cellar, attic,
store room and yard.

3. Raise stored materials
at least 14 inches from
ground.

4. Don't let rats into your
house. Doors should be rat
proofed by metal cuffs or
flashing. Basement win-
dows should fit tightly and
should have no broken
panes. Holes in foundation
should be filled especially
around pipes or conduits
with concrete.

5. KILL RATS - Use
Traps POISON RATS:
The safest rat killy bait
you can use are* made of
red s q u i l l , relatively
harmless to humans and
domestic animals.

If you don't think that you
can do a satisfactory Job
by yourself, or if you don't
feel-like taking'the time
to do a really good job. -
Then hire a professional
exterminator to do it.
