The l e t t e r , signed by
Michael Poll, requested a
public discussion of job
categories and salaries for
clerk-typists. While both
Kovaleski and member
Joseph Keenan fe l t this
matter should be discussed
at a negotiations meeting,
the president did- read the
board's salary offers in
these areas. They include a
16% increase to $4650 for
the clerk-typist in the
superintendent's office, a
17.5% increase to $4350 in
the guidance office, a 13.5%
increase to $4200 in the
high school office, and a
25% increase to $3750 in
the elementary s c h o o l
office.
