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TEACHERS REJECT
BOARD PROPOSALS
An impasse in five areas

was reached following the
June 1 meeting between the
Board of Education and the
South Amboy Education As-
sociation and a special
meeting has been called
for June 23 to try to resolve
the differences.

Joseph Keenan, a member
of the board's negotiating
team, revealed Tuesday at
the regular meeting, that
these areas included the
SAEA's rejection on a final
salary offer. There is also

•disagreement on the num-
ber of temporary leave
days with the board offer-
ing two and the teachers
requesting five. Another
area is that of credit for
previous industrial experi-
ence which the board feels
is negotiable while the tea-
chers do not. The SAEA
is also asking for class
limitation size to 25 pupils

'but the board maintains that
with the elementary school
already on split sessions,
this is impossible. The tea-
chers would also like the
board to hire specialists in
music, guidance and physi-
cal education for the ele-
mentary school^ but again
the b o a r d isays lack of
facilities prevents this. A
final areaofdisagreeement
i s dental and optical in-
surance which Keenan said
iff still being investigated
with v a r i o u s insurance
companies.

At the June 23 meeting,
Leo M. Rose, fact-finder
and mediator for t he
Public Employees Rela-
tions Committee will be
present to discuss the im-
passe reached between the
board and the school's
clerk-typists. The board
revealed at its last meet-
ing that the SAEA, negotiat-
ing for the clerks, had re -
jected salary offers in this
area.

Board President Stanley
Kowaleski, in commenting
on the demands, said that
while the teachers want to
be on comparable salary
lines with larger systems,
they>"do not have "com-
parable duties" such as bus
and cafeteria service.

SURVEY STUDY
At the request of William

Kurtz, the board will study
and act upon, at a special
meeting, a recommended
survey of educational fa-
cilities by the RCA Corp.
At an approximate cost of
$5500, the survey would in-
vestigate current school

a n d cnarp CUr-

tion, current and projected
enrollment, facility utiliza-
tion; facility conditions in
relation, to space optimiti-
zation, and land availa-
bility. The survey would
include public and parochial
school enrollments. Kee-
nan, who with Kowaleski,
last m o n t h suggested a
study of the plan by school
architect Thomas V a i l ,
said he would like an im-

tional consultants but was
told by Kurtz that this would
entail a delay of a year to
18 months.
In favoring the survey,

Kurtz said he was dismayed
by recent statements from
certain council members
regarding the school situ-
ation. Kurtz said that he
thought the council might
want "to have people on
the school board who will
do their bidding." In reply,
member Robert Morriss
said if this were true, it
would be futile to have any
survey done. Morriss said
he would favor an immedi-
ate survey if it were con-
ducted by an impartial, out-
side group.
In reviewing what steps

the board has taken in the
past three years to allevi-
ate c r o w d e d conditions,
Kowalski said the board
had submitted plans r e -
jected by the council, for
a school on the landfill, a
school on Veterans' Field,
eight modular units, ex-
plored regionalization and
sending students out on a
tuition basis.

Last week plans for a
complete renovation of the
high school were rejected
in favor of uneetimated im-
mediate, priority repairs.
The b o a r d is currently
working on a plan for con-
struction of a high school
on the old city hall site.
Kowaleski said he had been
advised that this plan would
not be approved by the state
because of space limita-
tions but that it was being
done at the council's be-
hest. He further said the
majority of council mem-
bers feel rejection of a high
school at the city hall site
can be successfully ap-
pealed.

POOL ORDINANCE
CLARIFIED

Building Inspector James
F. Coan has recently re -
leased a statement that will
help to clarify questions
pertaining to swimming
pools in South Amboy.

According to Coan, Ordi-
nance No. 615 requires the
usage of a f e n c e around
every pool in the city limits.
The pool enclosure must

high and the fence, sur-
rounding the pool, must be
a minimum of five feet, or
more, from the pool edge
on all sides.

Pools with a depth of 18
or more inches require a
permit plus a plot location
plan and the specifications
of the pool. All stationary
pools, above or below the
ground, have the same re -
quirements.

I-UEI.-UURNINC EQUIPMENT: Any
furnace, water heater, device,
mechanism, stoker, burner, stack,
oven, stove, kiln, still, or other
apparatus, or a group or collec-
tions of auch units in the process
of fuel-burning for the generation
of heat or power. Refuse-burning
equipment shall be considered in-
cinerator* as herein defined and
not as fuel-burning equipment under
this definition. Ovens, stoves, or
ranges uaed exclusively for domes-
tic xooklng purposes are not in-
cluded herein,

IN CINE RAT OK: -Any device, ap-
paratus, equipment, or structure
used for destroying, reducing, or
salvaging by fire any material or
substance* including but not limited
to refuse, rubbish, garbage, debris,
or scrap or facilities for cremat-
ing human or animal remains.

3:4 ODORS: No person shall con-
struct, Install, use or cause to be
used, any incinerator which will re- *
ault in odors being detectlble by
sense of smelt in any area of human
use or occupancy.

5:5 LIMITATION ON TIME OF
OPERATION: No person shall

7.8 SEaBfH WARRANT OR AC-
CESS WARRANT; ThTCTtylif

South Amboy may, upon affidavit.
apply to the Judge of the Municipal
Court of the City of South Amboy
for a search warrant setting forth
factually the actual conditions and
Circumstances that provide a rea-
sonable basis for believing that a
nuisance or violation of the Code
may exist on the premises, includ-
ing one or more of the following:
1 (1) That the premises require in-
spection according to the cycle es-
tablished^ by_theCUy of South Am-
boy "Tor periodic inspections or
premises of the type Involved;
(2) That observation of external

conditions (for example, smoke, ash,
soot, odors) of the premises and
its public areas has resulted in the
belief that violations of this Code
exist;
(3) Circumstances such as age and

design of fuel-burning equipment
and/or system, types of incinerator,
particular use of premises or other
factor which.renders systematic in-
spections of such buildings neces-
sary in the interest of public health
and safety.

If the Judge Of the Municipal Court
of the City of South Amboy is sat-
isfied as to the matters set forth
in the said affidavit, he shall autho-
rize the issuance of a search war-
rant permitting access to and in-
spection of that part of the premises
on which the nuisance or violation
may exist.

8: PENALTIES

8:1 Any person who shall violate
any of the provisions of this Code,
or who shall fall, to comply there-
with or with any of the requirements
thereof, shall be punishable by a fine
of no more than $500.00 or less than
$5.00.

8:2 The violation of any section or
subsection of this Code shall con-

. stltute a separate and distinct of-
fense Independent of the violation
of any other section or subsection,
or of any order issued pursuant to
this Code. Each day of violation
shall constitute an additional, sepa-
rate and distinct offense.

9: CONSTRUCTION AND SEPARA-
BILITY

9:1 This Code is to be liberally
construed to effectuate the pur*
poses herein described. Nothing
herein is to be construed as re-
pealing or abridging the emergency
powers of any agency of govern-
ment except to the extent expressly
set forth herein.

9:2 If any section, subsection,
paragraph, sentence, c l a u » e ,
phrase, or portion of this ordi-
nance shall be adjudged invalid for
any reason whatsoever, such por-
tion shall be deemed a separate,
diatinct and Independent provision,
and auch holding shall not affect
the validity of the remaining por-
tions hereof which shall remain in
full force and efect.

10: REPEALER

10:1 All ordinances or parts of
ordinances Inconsistent with the
provisions of this ordinance are
hereby repealed.

11: EFFECTIVE DATE
