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TOTAL INVOLVEMENT NEEDED
T0 FIGHT DRUG ABUSE

While there is no known
hard drug usage in South
Amboy, neither is there a
rehabilatation agency to
which drug users can turn
for help without danger of
being jailed.

At a meeting attended by

about S0 people, Malcolm
- Quigtey, supervisor of the
drug day care center run
by Roosevelt Hospital in
North Brunswick, explained
that a community must have
total involvement tobe able
to confront the drug user.

‘“It is important to have a.

‘choice,” he said, ‘‘ whereby
& user can be either helped
or jailed.”

Stressing that people have
to be well-informed on the
drug use problem, Quigley
said most youngsters turn
to drugs because they are
unhappy. The two mainrea-
sons are found in school
and home situations where
a child feels he has been
rejected and develops an
attitude of ‘““not caring,”
therefore he turns to the
euphoria of drugs. Thedrug
user, he added, is beyond
concerning himself with the
legal aspects of usage; he
knows it is illegal to smoke
marijuana or to ‘‘shoot”
heroin but since he has al-
ready lost most respect for
any authority, he takes the
chance of being caught.

Such
training programs can be
arranged by the Metropoli-
tan Regional Council on
Drug Abuse, which has con-
sultants available ifa com-
munity is interested in its
services. Quigley suggest-
ed that a core group of
15 people, or two such
groups, be organized in -
South Amboy, This group
would be comprised of law
enforcement officers,
school officials, clergy,
PTA representatives and
other volunteers.

Quigley also said that it
“is often difficult tp estab-
lish community policy on
drugs because drugs are
illegal, and many aduits
consider drug use a prob-
lem of law enforcement
agencies and the courts.
He said that many adults
who break laws while under
the influence of alcoholare
ignored by their neighbors
because drinking islegalin
this country, He compared
the effects of alcohol and
amphetaminea similarly
and said that the rate of
addiction is about the same:
those who drink have anad-
diction of 1 out of 10 while
those who use drugs have
an addiction of 1.5out of 10,
Throughout the two-hour
meeting, Quigley stressed
the importance of healthy
attitudes in dealing with
drugs. Again and again,
he said that moreand more
young people cangetdrugs.
If adults will developanat-
mosphere of hope where
young drug-users can find
help then he thinks, at-
titudes towards drug usage
will change.

The Day Care Center
open just a year, has al~
ready seen and evaluated
300 drug users. Since it is
open from 9 to S, it refers
addicted persons to 24 hour
therapeutic centers suchas
Odyssey House inNew York
or the rehabilatation center
in Newark.
