Sand Operations
Explained

Just about a year ago,
the Penn Industries began
the development of an op-
eration to load sand on
barges near the local coal
docks. There have been
many questions raised
^beut—this—operation^ and
the following information;
garnered from reports
submitted by Health In-
spector Patrick Vona and
Building Inspector James
F. Coan, may help answer
some of these questions.

Back in August of 1969,
the William J. McCormack
Sand Division, Penn In-
dustries, applied to the De-
partment of the Army for
permission to construct a
solid-fill pier and dredge
in the Raritan Bay, next
to the coal docks.

Superintendent Charles
Thompson, of the Board
of Public Works, explained
to the board that these
facilities were needed to
unload about 90 cars of
sand, daily. The company
had promised Thompson
that they would do every-
thing in their power to co-
operate with the city and
not be come obnoxious in
any way.

At the board of public
works meeting held near
the end of Decomber the
commissioners voted to

• call in representatives of
the Penn Industries so that
several questions pertain-
ing to the work going on

- ewW- be -answered; The
board also requested the
presence of the plumbing
inspector, tax assessor and
building inspector. This
meeting was to have been
held Jan. 13, 1970, but,
according to President of
the Board Woodrow Mc-
Carthy, "They (Penn In-
dustries) sent us a. letter
that they wouldn't be here
due to inclement weather
and previous commit-
ments.

Some of the questions
raised were Commissioner
Lewandowski's, "What wa-
ter or sewer services are
required?" And, Thomp-
son's "The sale of this
land should be questioned.
Is it second-class railroad
property or what? There
are no buildings there. We
should start getting rata-
bles from this operation."

NSince this time many con-
cerned citizens, living in
the affected area, have vis-
ited the council meetings
and have raised the same
questions and also asked
what would happen to their

Four State Police helicop-
ters will patrol over the
State's heavily t r a v e l e d
traffic corridors to assist
ground patrols in spotting
trouble areas and coord-
inating the free flow of
traffic. Troopers will also
fly as observers in the
Turnpike and Parkway
helicopters. S c h e d u l e s
have ±>een~ arranged to pro-
vide saturation coverage by
task f o r c e , radar and
drunkometer specialists
with special emphasis on
the critical hours between
5 p.m. and 3 a.m. when
most fatal accidents occur.
Troopers will concentrate

enforcement efforts on the
drinking driver and the fol-
lowing accident - producing
violations: driving too fast
for conditions; following
too closely; failure to keep
right; improper passing;
disregard of stop signs;
improper left turns; im-
proper crossing or walking
on the roadway. The al-
cohol factor continues to
be present in more than
50% of all fatal accidents.
This means that driver or
p e d e s t r i a n impairment
contributes to the majority
of causes, emphasizing the
need to be mentally and
physically alert.

But enforcement is not the
only means of accident pre-
vention. I n f o r m a t i o n if
heeded by the public, can
play a big part in traffic
safety. Radio stations co-
operate i n broadcasting
periodic bulletins as re-
ported by State Police in

effort TO keep motor-
ists advised of road and
traffic conditions. Fourth
of July trips should be
planned well in advance,
counting on crowded high-
ways and considering al-
ternate routes. Above all,
follow the three-part form-
ula for DEFENSIVE DRIV-
ING: - -

1. SEE THE HAZARD:
Think about what is going
to happen as far ahead* of
encountering the situation
as possible.

V/jJNDERSTAND THB-
DEHENSE:-Kirow-wh XI JUU
and/your vehicle can do to
handle specific situations
to avoid accidents.

3. ACT IN TIME: Once
yoii've seen the hazard and
understand the defense -
Act! Never take a wait-
and-see attitude.
