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SAND OPERATION RULED
MAJOR SUB-DIV!SrOK
Overruling a recom-

mendation of its consult-
ant, H. Thomas Carr, the

"ftwth Amboy Planning
Board has declared the Mc-
Cormick Sand Company
operation a major, rather
than a minor, subdivision.

Stating that they were
mainly concerned with the
health and welfare of res-
ident e of the community,
the board members in-
formed the company's at-
torney, Arthur Burgess,
that plans would have to be
re-submitted for consider-
ation of this project as a
major subdivision.

The board informed Bur-
gess that detail data would
be required on «the pro-
posed sprinkler system, to
keep the sand wet and pre-
vent its blowing around, and
that other maintenance in-
formation would be needed.

Both parties agreed to a
special meeting, when
these terms are met with
and submitted to the board
five days previous to this
meeting.

In Carr's letter to the
board, which was read in
public but not made avail-
able to the press for closer
study (as is customary with
other governing bodies or
commissions) the consult-

_ani_ .noted- that., there were
three flaws on the original
sketch, as submitted by
the company. Carr cited

^these errors as

1. erroneous labeling of
the sketch;

2, provision of access to
the remaining parcel after
the subdivision of land and

3. . identification of route
of access through the pro-
posed parcel.
He stated that subject to

the clarification of vehicu-
lar movement rights over
the land, planting of satis-
factory plant screening for

_il?e_p_rptection of abutting
home owners a rid the
completion of a fence
around the entire residen-
tial land perimeter of the
parcel, the board could act
upon the application as a
minor subdivision, subject
to review by the Counsel to
the board.

Burgess asked the board
why they ruled it to be a
major subdivision and he
was told that existing
streetB and utilities were
involved, and also that the
project had an adverse af-
fect- on the adjoining prop-
erties. : "
.When queried about the
usage of water for wetting
the sand, Burgess inform-
ed the board that the par-

•> t ide size of the material,
plus the moisture content
would present the sand
from blowing around. He
also told the board that
provisions have been made
to use salt water from
the bay, for this operation,
should a water shortage
develop.

Burgess again promised
that there would be no
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trucking involved and that
all the sand would be moved
by train and barge. He
stated that the conveyors"
would operate only during
the daylight hours and
operations would cease at
nightfall.

When C o m m i s s i o n e r
Thomas O'Brien inquired
about the shaker that would
be needed to loosen the sand
from the sides of the cars,
Burgess told him that some
sort of rubber shock ab-
sorbers may be used and
added, "Due to the nature
of the business, which deals
mainly with construction,
a comparatively small a-
mount of sand will be
shipped during the .winter
months, thereby holding the
usage of the shaker to a
minimum."

Commissioner William
Romer asked if the instal-
lation would ever be used
for the handling of coal
and Burgess assured the
commissioner that this
would not be done.
O'Brien questioned Bur-

gess about the permit to
change the elevation of the
lands behind Augusta St.

^nd where the company got
permission to start the e-
rection of its sand plant.
O'Brien added, "By not
coming to us for., a sub-

" division, you denied the
right of the people to be
heard."

Burgess told the com-
missioner thatMcCormack
had received permission
•from the mayor and coun-
cil and that full sets of
plans had been given to
the building inspector and
members of the governing
body.

He added that he realized
the Planning Board had
been by-passed in the
initial proceedings and
blamed this on the New
York law firm that handled
the transfer of -title to the
land. He said that this firm
did not understand the
workings of subdivisions,
which was a requirement
for the sale of the property,
and that " lack of commu-
nication and understanding
caused mistakes." He ad-
ded, "We had not intended
to circumvent your author-
ity."

PurgeSB told the board
that an ingress and egress
road has been provided ac-
ross the parcel for the
usage of official vehicles
such as fire, first aid and
police. He stated that this
road would not be made
available for public usage.
In conclusion, Burgess

said, " We have done every-
thing possible to cooperate
with the city of South Am-
boy. We received permis-
sion from the mayor and
council to start this oper-
ation and we promise to
do everything possible to

assure good relations.

WATER MAIN BREAKS COSTLY TO CITY
According to Superintend-

ent Charles Thompson,
breaks in the water mains
of South Amboy are prov-
ing to be rather costly.
Citing several emergency
repairs that have been
made on Pine Ave.,# Bor-
dentown Ave., Main St. and
Stevens Ave., the super-
intendent said some of
these ruptures could have
been caused by increased
water pressure.
Since South Amboy tied

in with the Borough of
Sayreville to form a mutual
water system, the pressure
has been increased on the
water lines with resulting
leaks. Thompson explained
that the original water
8ystefn of this city had
provisions for lateral
water pipes to be tied in
every 25 feet, the size of

the existing building Jot at
that time.
Many of these unused pipe

fittings are not holding up
under the present high
pressure system now in
use. Thompson also stated
that some of the leaks
could have been caused by
heavy truck traffic along
some of the main thorough-
fares.

Roland H. Nash, Jr., Dis-
trict Director of Internal
Revenue for New Jersey,
explained that'the Tax Re-
form Aet of 196» elitnin--
ated Federal income taxes
for single persons who earn
less than $1,725 a year.
To take advantage of this

new law which went into
effect May 1, students who
owed no Federal income
tax last year and who do
not expect to earn more
tha» mmmmt afild
file a Withholdng Exemp-
tion Certificate with their
employer on Form W-4E.

Employers may v\W.:•
i ipplies of Form W-4E
by writing Tax Forms, P.
O. Box 1261, Newark, N.J.
07101. Small quantities are
available at any IRS office
in New Jersey.
Although this change Is

particularly applicable to
high school or college stu-
dents, it applies .to any em-
ployee who had no 1969
tax liability and anticipates
none for 1970.

Issued on Incinerators
Richard J. Sullivan, State

Commissioner of Environ-
mental Protection, today
reminded incinerator own-
ers and fuel oil interests
that state air pollution reg-
ulations affecting them are
due for a tightening up in
the very near future.

The New Jersey Air Pol-
lution Control Code re-
quires most incinerators
to be upgraded by August
15 and certain grades of
fuel oil to contain less sul-
fur by October 1.
"These regulations were

demanded by the public to
achieve cleaner air in our
state. They were adopted
and have been enforced in
the public interest. They
are legal mechanisms that
are necessary to protect
our environment and we are
all under obligation as ci-
tizens to see to it that
they are carried out," Sul-
livan said.
In addition to the stand-

ards in effect over the last
two years covering smoke,
visual effect and odors, the
eode requires that by-Aug-
ust lV0WO^*U*m»ll^om~-
mon incinerators must not
emit more than 0.2 grains
of particles per cubic foot
of dry gas at standard con-
ditions and large, special
incinerators must not emit
more than 0.1 grains.

Sullivan said there are
about 8,000 incinerators in
the state. He said that cop-
ies of the incinerator reg-
ulation (Chapter 11 of the
code) and the sulfur-in-
fuels regulation (Chapter
10) are available upon re-
quest from the Bureau of
Air Pollution Control, De-
partment of Environment-
al Protection, John Fitch.
Plaza, Trenton, N.J. 08625
and that telephone inquiries
01 either subject should be
made to William A. Mun-
roe, chief of the bureau.

The October 1 tightening
of restrictions on sulfur in
fuels Is a provision of
Chapter 10 of the code.
The Number 2 oil used in
residential home heating
and smalLcommercial es -
tablishments, however, is
not affeced by the code's
provisions this year. Heav-
ier oils are affected. The
permitted sulfur in Number
2 oil' is 0,3 percent,

Chapter 10, which became
effective May 1, 1968 has
required that Numbers 5
and 6 and heavier oils con-
tain not more than one per-

cent sulfur. Large quan-
tities of this oil are used
in power generating sta-
tions, big industrial furn-
aces and in heating sys-
tems of larger commer-
cial installations. Come
October 1, the allowable
sulfur content, according
to the code's provisions,
will be 0.5 percent. Num-
ber 4 oil, used in apart-
ment buildings, commer-
cial buildings and small
industrial furnaces, must
be reduced from 0.7 per-
cent to 0.4 percent sulfur.

A provision of the code
as it went into effect in
1968 was that non-con-
forming oil on hand at the
place of use could be used
up. Sullivan said that in the.
October transition to
lower sulfur levels simi-
lar arrangements will be
in effect to minimize any
inconvenience to the ̂ Mib-
llc. He said the require-
ments of the code will not
preclude the use after Oc-

Jtober _: l._ of fuel QH Jia.nd
at the jlace of M3ê as_ long,
as it conforms to the 0.7
percent and 1.0 percent
standards now in effect.
Nor will the code require-
ments preclude the sale of
such fuel in storage on Oc-
tober J. in New Jersey by
anyone who sells commer-
cial fuel in the wholesale
or retail trade. Producers,
refiners and importers
likewise will not be pro-
hibited from selling or of-
fering for sale or distrib-
uting fuel oil in storage on
October 1 which meets
standards now current.
However, Sullivan said, un-
der no conditions will fuel
oil not meeting the October
1, 1970 standards be per-
mitted to be sold or of-
fered for sale after January
1, 1971; though, to assure
a minimum of inconven-
ience to the public, such
oil on hand in place of use
may be used after that date.

The sulfur-in-coal cods
requires no further reduc-
tions in sulfur levels un-
til 1971.

Sullivan said, "New Jer-
sey's sulfur-in-fuels regu-
lations have had far-reach-
ing effects in many ways,
chief among them being a
reduction of the sulfur di-
oxide emitted into our at-
mosphere by 45/percent.
This is vitally important
progress on the road to
cleaner air. We must con-
tinue down that road. Next
year, with additional re-
ductions In sulfur levels in
fuelB in full effec, we be-
lieve we will meet the
state's established air
quality standards."
