Visibly annoyed over the
failure of Joseph Glllette
to appear before him in
court, Judge John R. Ev-

Traffic Records
Broken on Parkway

- The Garden State Park-

way carried the greatest
single-day volume of ve-
hicles in its history, Sat-
urday, July 18, and theall-
time weekend record was
broken at the same time.

Chairman John P. Galla-
gher of the New Jersey
Highway Authority report-
ed that almost two million
vehicles rode the Parkway
from Friday through Sun-
day with close to 700,000
on the peak Saturday alone.

The traffic estimates
were substantiated by re-
cord highs in total toll col-

- lections for Saturday and

the three-day weekend. The
unaudited cojlection of
on -Saturday
topped the previous record
of $190,702 set last August
2, also a Saturday.

For the Friday-through-
Sunday period, the unau-
dited toll income of
$546,024 exceeded the re-
cord Aug. 1, 2 and 3 week-
end of last year by some
$3000. And the following
Monday was above either
Friday or Sunday.

Commissioner Gallagher
sald traffic congestion was
rampant, mainly on Satur-
day southbound from-Es-
sex~to=Monmouth - county
stretches, and Parkway fa-

cilities were severely
taxed by the overload
throughout,

Contributing to the prob-
lems were vehicledisable-
ments along theroad. Some
634 motorista required
emergency alds for their
vehicles, many due to over~
heating, -during the week-
end, Off-Parkway garage
trucks were on steady pat-
rol to provide speedy ser-
vicing of disabled vehicles,

State Police, aided by its
radio-linked, patrol heli-
copter, helped cope with the
Atraining. situation., And
despite the heavy traffic
volume, only 25 accidents

and 16 injuries -- none .

serious -- -were reported
during the weekend on the

dent  Charles Thompson,
the water tank on Conlogue
Avenue will be put back In
service next week, This
stand-pipe has been out of
service since April of this
year and has undergone
extensive repairs, since
then. These repairs were
necessitated by the actions
taken by Sayreville and
south Amboy officials to
form a joint water system
between the two communi-
ties.

and the enfprcement pro-
gram will go into effect
beginning at 12:01 a.m.,
Saturday, August 1.

During the. pre-enforce-
ment period which began
in March, a total of 236
Visual Average Speed
Computer and Recorder
(VASCAR) units were in-
stalled in State Police pat-
rol cars and 469 Troopers
recelved extended training
to qualify to operate the
equipment,

A continuing public infor-
mation campaign has iIn-
troduced the new program
through the news media
and meetings of municipal
officials, judges and civic
groups throughout the
State. Finally, a printed
flyer which begins, ‘‘The
average speed of your ve-
hicle has just been timeds
by a new speed measuring
device,”” and continues to
explain the computer will
be issued with VASCAR
summonses.

Here's how the equipment

works: A Trooper spots a
possible  violator. He
chocoses a  convenient

marker on the stretch of
highway being traveled and
starts his timer as the
subject vehicle passes that
point, He flips his time
switch off as the sublect
passes a second marker,
The trooper travels the
same distance in his pat-
rol car flipping the dis-
‘tance switch on at the first
marker and off at the se-
cond. He now has time and
distance locked in the ma-
chine which at this point
automatically indicates the
computer speed for instant
read-out in tenths of &
mile per hour, With the
patrol car parked off the

- highway, distance -between -

the two points has already
been measured and speed-
ing vehicles need only be
timed for an automatic
computation of miles per
hour. The units operate on
the principle that speed
equals distance divided by
time. Troopers will be able
to clock speeders whether
they are coming or going,
behind or ahead of the
patrol car, or even mov-
ing on a cross street. The
device works whether the
moving and 18 accurate to
within 1/10 of a mile per
hour,

...Colonel Kelly said, ‘““All

State Police 3Stations in
Troops A, B, and C
throughout the State are
now equipped with VASCAR
units, The Average-Speéed
Computer - Program has
been adopted by your New
Jersey State Police to in-
crease the efficiency of
Troopers in their day-to-
day duties of making New
Jersey Highways safer, To
accomplish this, we take a
firm posture of strict en-
forcement measures
against those who would
jeopardize the safety of
other by violating traffic
