Councilman Al Sorrentino
stated that the fire com-
panies are also dissatis-
fied with the new horn and
informed the council that
plans are being considered
to raise the horn another
ten feet. Sorrentino told die
audience that if die alarm
is still too obnoxious, other
methods will be tried to
cut down on the noise,
Henry informed the group,

great and we will explore
all possibilities."

ported to the people that the
coundlmen have refused to
sign a $15,000 voucher,
submitted for the system,
and that he, as mayor,
would not sign any, checks
for the system until it is
proven to be satisfactory.

Besides being a safety has
ard, they are more apt to be
chipped or broken during
trips to and from the boutd
Use disposable plastic or
paper cups for backyard pic-
nics; when serving either
very hot or very cold bever-
ages, insulated plastic two.
biers or plastic foam cupe
are a good idea.

—Stainless steel or stantjr
plastic knives, forks and
spoons an Ideal choices for
flatware. Steak knives con-
structed with an attached
handle tend to loosen in toe
dishwasher, so y o u will
want to wash these by band.
If in doubt about a set of
knives, "test wash" a single
knife for several weeks.

—Don* forget to i n c l u d e
skewers, tongs, and smaller
barbecue grills when you're
loading the dishwasher. A
hardworking dishwasher de-
tergent like Galgonlte helps
to dissolve and float away
burnt-on bits of meat and
sauce.
