To the People of South Amboy:

At a recent meeting of the South Amboy City Council
a Sergeant waB appointed by the Mayor, as acting

iChief of Police, in the absence of the Chief. This de-
cision, although not the first, was In direct violation
of the law according to ordinance #2-7.12 which states
in part "In the absence of t))fijQhJfi{of Police, the Cap-
tain of Police shall assume all the duties and re-
sponsibilities of the <5toef.'* Lines^ of authority in a
well organized Police Department should be so estab-
lished that generally each supervision should be in con-
trol by one competent individual.

-'Unity of command" refers to the principle that a
commanding officer shall have effective control over his
entire command, and that his policies and their exe-
cutions shall be clearly and responsibly carried through
the chain of command. In order to achieve this in an
organization it is most necessary to arrange that no
man shall have more than one IMMEDIATE supervisor.
Authority becomes a problem of responsibility and lead-
ership. Chain of command starts at the top not at the
bottom.

How can people depend on such unstable decisions?
How can a Police Department be efficient enough in as
far as work and its mobilization depend?

Whatever the reasons may be for such a decision, we
cannot hold the sergeant responsible.

I am in strong disagreement because the image as
well as the morale of an organized department will slow-
ly diminish. The attitudes of the people will alter as
a result, and conniBion will ensue from lack of dis-
cipline both within the department and among the citi-
zens of the city. The whole "concept of organization"
will achieve basically no goal because there aren't
proper decisions being made and there will never be
any true organization.

Food for Thought

Season Fresh Vegetables
For That Extra Good Taste

Thia is the time of year
when well-tended hQme war-
dens give us luscious fresh
vegetables—green, yellow, red
or white, arid all crackly crisp.

Whetheryou're lucky enough
to get your vegetables right
out of your own garden or not,
you'll undoubtedly be using
more greens since they are
abundant now. So, this is a
good time to vary your diet
and try new ways of seasoning
vegetables.

Potatoes, w h ichure j>_oiiuja.t _
in many lan43j_can^e_lirj?ll
in dozens of ways. They're
most often curried in India;
buttered and sparked with car-
away seeds in Germany.

In Colombia, potatoes are
served with a cheese sauce
spiced with oregano, cumin,
coriander, black pepper and
onions. In southern France,
potatoes are cooked in olive oil,
then seasoned with nutmeg,
pepper, parsley, chives and

garlic. Hungarians like to bake
potatoes and then spice the
mashed pulp with paprika and
minced onion.

Tomatoes also lend them-
selves to a variety of prepara-
tions, and Mediterranean style
is a version worth trying. Just
fill hollowed out tomatoes with
melted cheese which has been
spiced with black pepper, red
pepper, a bit of mustard and
a little garlic. Heat through in
t̂he oven.

NEW NJEA INSTRUCTION UNIT
TO IMPROVE SCHOOL QUALITY

Special Committee on A-
ging, has conducted hear-
ings over the past year on
the "Economics of Aging;
Toward a Full Share in
Abundance." Witnesses
have discussed inade-
quacies in the Social Se-
curity system, effects of
the sharp increases in
property taxeB upon elder-
ly homeowners, limitations
in private pensions, and
skyrocketing m e d i c a l
costs.

Williams has also con-_
ducted informal "informa-
tion sessions" in New Jer-
sey for firsthand reports
on problems facing many
of New Jersey's 674,000
persons past 65 and hun-
dreds of thousands more
near that age.

WlUlama namw'd ftayrt*-
ville attorneyp Joseph T.
Karcher, as chairman of
the "Seniors fo*~ Will-
iams."

Joseph T. K a r c h e r ,
Sayreville attorney and
former Chairman of the
Middlesex County Council
on Aging, is the author
of many articles In legal
Journals and a book called.

k t r u c t i o n a l problems
wnerejhfiy happen --jcight
in the classroom.
"The purpose of the In-

struction Unit is to achieve
the widest possible im-
provements in curriculum
and rhresroorn instruc-

~~tlbn,~ s a y s " Walter J.
O'Brien, NJEA's director
of development, who super-,
vises the new operation.
Heretofore, NJEA has

a c h i e v e d Instructional
change through profession-
al-improvement conferen-
ces, subject-matter meet-
ings at its annual conven-
tion, and its educational
publications. Now it has as-
signed two full-time spe-
cialists to work exclusive-
ly on the improvement of
school programs.

The new NJEA operation
blends the scholarly with
the practical. Of the two
men who staff the unit,
Donald McNeely was an
assistant professor of edu-
cation at Trenton State Col-
lege, and Thomas M.
Forbes, a former teacher
and textbook editor, was
an experienced trouble-
shooter and negotiator
from NJEA's Hackensack
office.
NJEA's Instruction Unit

will seek to bring different
school groupings together
to work cooperatively at
both the state and local
levels.
At the state level, the In-

struction Unit is already
meeting with the State De-

-partment of Education; The
N. J. Assn. of School Ad-
ministrators, and the N. J.
School Boards Assn. to im-
prove drug education pro-
grams in the public
schools.
At the local level, NJEA is

encouraging administrat-
ors, school-board mem-
bers and local teacher as-
sociations to for a joint
Instructional Council to
identify educational weak-
nesses and agree on needed
change. In cases where the
joint council is unable to
work out improvements,
NJEA will assist the local
teacher association in ne-
gotiating new instructional
methods, concepts, and
materials directly at the
bargaining table.

Where already function-
ing, such councils review
existing programs, recom-
mend improvements, and
evaluate change. Some of
the matters the local coun-
cils consider Include

c o u r s e improvements,
teaching techniques, extra-
curricular programs, and
testing and grading of pu-
pils, and In-service train-
ing to shapen the instruc-
tional skills of the school's
faculty.

Because academic free-
dom is an important in-
gredient in educational
quality, the Instruction Unit
will handle NJEA's cases
involving violations of
t e a c h e r s * constitutional
rights.

The new unit will help
teachers to plan their own
instructional experiments
and projects. An NJEA film
currently in production,
" Teachers Make A Differ-
ence," shows how New Jer«
sey teachers have already
developed significant im-
provements in their teach-
ing with small grants' of
state, federal, or lota}
money.
Many Instructional ser-

vices are already provided
to New Jersey schools by
the State Education Depart-
ment. NJEA does not du-
plicate these services. The
instruction Unit has satis-
fied some teacher requests -
simply by contacting the
appropriate state special-
ist or office.

The Instruction Unit
works closely with subject-
matter organizations, such
a's the N. J^Assn. of Teach-
ers of .English and the N.J.
Science Teachers Assn.
With the help of such or-
ganizations, the Instruction
Unit. is building* a cadre
of trainers to run semin-
ars and workshops for
teachers to,sharpen their
classroom skills.

The Instruction Unit's
first conference was a
"come together" l a s t
spring for teams from New
Jersey cities exhibiting ac-
tual or potential racial un-
rest. On each team were
a school administrator, a
teacher, a student, and a
police official — the repre-
sentatives of distinct fac-
tions identifiable in any
school confrontation.
"These representatives

threw their different view
points out onto the table
for honest and searching
discussion, " O'Brien re-
ports. "From their sug-
gestions and deliberations,
we are putting together a
model pattern for school
harmony in which each
major group can exercise
its rights and responsibil-
ities without unfairly in-
fringing on the rights of
anyone else."

Says O'Brien: "Teachers
want a voice in improving
curriculum and instruc-

t ion. Many have become
convinced that improve-
ment will come fastest
when teacherB, t h e m -
selves, take the Initiative.

"NJEA's Instruction Unit
could become the most ef-
fective instrument that ex-
ists in New Jersey for im-
proving our schools."
