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OLD-FASHIONED
TOWN MEETING HELD

Meet Our National League All Stars . * *

In what can best be de-
scribed as "a real-old-
fashioned -town -meeting",
the mayor and council met
last Tuesday night to talk
overmany problems with a

-group of townsmen inter-
ested In civic affairs.

Topics discussed included
such items as truck nuis-
ances, pollution, recrea-
tion, taxes, bond issues,
school problems, police
problems, Liberty ships,
land-fill, hew city govern-
ment, re-paving of streets,
Raritan St. bridge, parking
and fire alarm systems.

T6 give a verbatim report
of the happening is beyond
the ability of this reporter
but an effort will be made
to present an objective
commentary on the various
subjects that came up for"
discussion.

John Sutliff, and a con-
tingent of neighbors of Main
St.. presented to the mayor
and council a petition ask-
ing for relief from the nuis-
ances caused by heavy
trucks using Main St. and
Washington Ave. Pointing
out that the main offenders
were sand trucks, the pe-
titioners asked that the lo-
cal police department en-
force all ordinances and
motor vehicle regulations
covering these vehicles.

The group informed the
..mayor and council that
_theie_ trucks are coming

through town before 7 a.m.,
from SayrevlUe, in spite of
the fact that the borough
(Sayrevllle) has an ordin-
ance that prohibits the
loading of trucks before 7.
Inadequate covering of the
sand load was also charged,
along with noisy mufflers
and exhaust pollution.

The mayor and council
promised to have the area
policed more frequently,
despite an already over-
loaded work schedule for
the police department,

City Attorney John Mul-
lant Informed the audience
that the Public Utilities
Commission would hold a
hearing on Sept. 3. to dis-
cuss the Raritan Bridge
situation. This bridge,
which is limited to a weight
load of five tons, is the
focal point of the truck
complaint. Due to Its poor
condition, heavy trucks that
would normally use this
bridge are re-routed
through South Amboy. Mul-
lane urged that everyone
interested in this problem
attend the PUC hearing.

member of the governing
body or John Sutliff so that

Zebro, at the last council
meeting, had proposed the
possibility of using a Lib-
erty ship as a recreation
center for the city, Tues-
day night, he informed the

jnayor and council that he
had tsen congressman Ed-
ward Patten who promised

to cooperate in the acquir-
ing of one.

The councilman's propos-
al, and he emphasized It
was Just that, a proposal
and nothing else*', opened
the doors for adverse cr i -
ticism from members of
the audience.

Frank De Fillipo of Au-
gusta St. stated that he was
against the idea because
"i t will bring chaos, not
recreation, to the city by
attracting elements from
the outside,"

He added, "It will create
many new policing prob-
lems, for instance, how
many men will take it to
prevent the kids from fall-
ing overboard?"

De Fillipo suggested that
instead of spending many
dollars Jor this enterprise,
the city should turn their
attention to the land-fill
area for recreation by
building tennis courts and
other facilities.

Zebro, in defending his
stand, stated that the ship
would be thoroughly policed
to prevent anyone from out-
side the city using the'fa-
cilities.
He also stated that the

land-fill should be used for
ratables, not entirely for
recreation.
Mayor Joseph Rush as -

sured the public that a
"thorough cost analysis
would be made and public
hearings will be held before
we take any action, on this
proposal."

RUSH EXPLAINS
APPOINTMENT

Rush Informed the people
of South Amboy that he
had appointed Sergeant Le-
Roy Kurtz to the position
of Acting-Police-Chief be-
cause he had no other al-
ternative due to the police
department's v a c a t i o n
schedule. He went into
great detail, in the matter
of vacations, and explained,
"it wouldn't be feasible to
appoint Captain Tarallo, or
any of the other captains,
for a matter of only a few
days, I wish Tarallo had
come to me for clarifi-
cation on this before writ-
Ing a letter to the CITIZEN.
My appointment of Kurtz
had the full approval of the
members of the council."

Last week's issue of the
CITIZEN published Taral-
lo' s letter to the editor
in which he, Tarallo, ques-
tioned the mayor's deci-
sion to name Kurtz as the

CotfflcH President Fred

Henry agreed with the may-
or and pointed out that from
86 to 88 work weeks are
involved,, wjjth, the, .

ment's vacation schedule.
He admitted that the council
had been remiss in not
heeding the mayor's form-
er request for more men on
the force, but he edplalned
that that was due to the
council's efforts to hold
down the tax rate.

"The situation (police
work) is drastically.chang-
ing dally." said the coun-
cilman, "we now need a
special narcotics detail in

STREETS TO BE REPAVED
Councilman James Inman

Informed the council at last
Tuesday night's meeting,
that Louisa St. will be re-
paved and urges all the res-
idents of that street remove*
their cars next Monday and
Tuesday so that this work
will not be delayed.

The council, by resolu-
tion, awarded a contract to
the P, I. C. Construction
Company of Green Brook
to repave David St. This
company's bid of $15,797
was the lowest of three
received by the city.• Car-
dell of Keasbey had bid
$18,234 and Manzo of Ma -
tawan, $18,364.

Manzo, who was the sole
bidder, was awarded a con-
tract to repave Hotter and"
Gordon Streets as a cost
of $5,708.
In other business, the

council passed a resolution
fixing interest rates on del-
inquent taxes. For the first
$1,000, the interest will be
8% and all above that figure
will be 12%.

The South Amboy First
Aid and Safety Squad, in a
letter to the mayor and
council, deplored the con-
dition of the roads leading
to the coal docks and the
power plant.

JCPL EMPLOYEE RECEIVES LIFE SAVING AWARD

William F. Rellly, 217 Elm St.,
South Amboy, center, receives the
Edison Electric Institute's national
life saving award for saving a man
from death by electrocution. The
presentation was made for EEI by
James R. Leva, vice president of
Jersey Central Power 8t Light Com-
pany-New Jersey Power & Light
Company, as Mrs. ReiUy beams her
appreciation.

Mr. Rellly, a chief electric ser-
viceman in JCPL's Old Bridge dis-
trict, revived a man with mouth-
to-mouth resuscitation who hid re- *
csived a severe tltctrlc shock from

a drill he was using while working
on his boat. Mr. Reilly, who was
nearby when the accident happened,
found the man unconscious, with no
pulse. The faulty drill, still ener-
gized, was lying on the victim's
chest. The use of mouth-to-mouth
resuscitation Is part of the safety
training Mr. Rellly received as a
JCPL employee.

The award, presented last week,
was one of only 10 granted through-
out the country by EEI for life
saving during 1969. Mr. Reilly1*
action took place July 27, 1969:

It Is a constant source of amusement to read in the
paper, day in and day out, that the children in South
Amboy don't have anytrung to a<? lJ9csUs»^oF^fie lack
of recreational facilities. I think it would be more
enlightening to go into the reasons why this same
old theme appears in the paper.

It Is the opinion of this writer that the parents are
a great deal at fault. Most parents today, as long as
their children |are out from under their feet and do
not Interfere with their plans, care little where or
what their children are doing.

In the past many city projects were planned but
had to be abandoned because of lack of financial aid.
Local merchants pleaded with local people to patro-
nize them, yet, when a local organization runB some-
thing it is hard to gain their support. Seems that they
have—given to this project or that fund,but not to the
local happening.

At the present time the South Amboy Sabres are
assembling their program book for the coming season
as well as conducting a Booster sticker sale. It is sur-
prising how many people can say '*no" to a little boy.
Each member of the Sabre team was given a Certaft
amount of Booster tickets to sell, so far the results
have been far from satisfactory.

The Sabre organization Is self supporting with the
main income derived from a Tag Day, running a Ham
Shoot at Easter, Turkey Shoot at Thanksgiving, various
sales such as candy, light bulbs etc., and a program
book with ads and boosters. Mainly thru the efforts of
some faithful subscribers to the ad book and devoted
parents, the Sabres are able to survive.

The Sabres have 50 boys in uniform with a 10 man
taxi squad. There are 26 cheerleaders. Following is
a breakdown of what It costs the Sabres to equip a
boy: practice sox, $.60; game sox, $.60; girdle wttn
hip pads, $9.50; game pants, $11.; practice pants,
$9.50; shoulder pads, $14.; practice jersey, $3.50;
2 game jersey's, $10.; helmet (complete), $22.; warm
up Jacket,- $12.; knee pads, $3.50; thigh pads, $3.50;
for a total of $99.70 each.

In addition an insurance policy cost $385. each year,
with a League and National registration fee of $35. Train-
ing equipment, blocking bags, and dummy cost an ad-
ditional $120. For each home game the official fees are
$60.

All boys are required to furnish their own shoes,
mouth guard and athletic supporter. Most other ceams
charge a boy a registration fee, the Sabres do not.
The boys work on Tag Day and other projects so the
Sabre organization feels that Is sufficient to ask of
a boy.

There are no paying jobs in the Sabre organization
with all officers, coaches etc. donating their time and
efforts. These men and women care but some help is
needed. There is something for your children to do,
it's up to you to see that they get to do it. Support
your local organization efforts because you never know,
the boy or girl helped today, maybe your own.
