Canada whose principal
source of income is their
cattle industry, They also
engage in agriculture.
Those families who do not
engage in cattle raising

- are-often without a pri-

___mary means of earning a

living. It is these famil-
tes who need aid who are
helped 'y the Federation,
Howard's sponsorship by
the Puzios will provide
funds for clothing, school
supplies, perscnal books
and spending money which
will enable him to take part
in school activities. The
average I[ndian youngster
leaves school before the
eighth grade, often for lack
of these bare essentials.
To combat the language
barrier which is consid-
ered a major reason why
Indian youngsters lag two
years behind their non-
Indian <classmates in
schosl, the Federation
helps tribal communities
secure building supplies
and school materials for
kindergartens where Eng~
lish is taught to five-year-
olds before they enter first
grade.
